Environmental Surcharge

An environmental surcharge of $3.00 per cubic yard of concrete and $0.50 per ton of aggregate will be added to all invoices.

MINIMUM LOADS:

Minimum concrete load, eight (8) yards.  A short load charge of $20.00 per every yard under eight (8) will be added to smaller loads.  One “balance” or “clean up” load will be allowed on each order with no short load charge.  Minimum load for aggregate delivery is 15 tons. Loads under 15 tons will be charged out time and material.

STANDBY TIME:

Customers are permitted seven (7) minutes per cubic yard to unload concrete, and ten (10) minutes per load to unload aggregate.  The time is calculated from the time the truck arrives at the customer job site until the truck leaves.  Additional time will be charged at $90.00 per hour or $1.50 per minute.

OVERTIME:

Concrete deliveries between 4:30 PM and 6:00 PM will be subject to an overtime fee of $51.00 per hour.  Time will be calculated from time the truck leaves plant and return to plant.  After 6:00 PM charges will be double time or 102.00 per hour.  All schedule pours starting after 6:00 PM will be subject to special opening fees.

SPECIAL OPENINGS:

Concrete orders which require a special plant opening (Sundays, holidays, pours starting after 6:00 PM) will be invoiced at an additional $800.00 for plant opening with operator and $640.00 per truck required.  Charges for special aggregate plant openings are handled on a per job basis based on equipment, personnel and product needs.

SATURDAY DELIVERIES:

A $10.00 per cubic yard premium will be assessed for all concrete delivered on Saturday.  Saturday delivery hours are between 7:00 AM and 1:00 PM.

Vendor shall provide thirty (30) days written notice of all proposed changes.  Proposed changes maybe faxed to:

Vendor shall maintain all necessary permits, licenses and other governmental approval for its facility, equipment and all other aspects of business options.

Vendor shall provide the services in full compliance with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, rules and orders of all governmental agencies and entities.
