AMENDMENT TWO

to the

SOFTWARE LICENSE AND SERVICES AGREEMENT

between

CITY OF SEATTLE

and

ORACLE CORPORATION

This Amendment Two (“Amendment”) to the Software License and Services Agreement dated May 24, 1995, between City of Seattle (“Customer”) and Oracle Corporation (“Oracle”) and amendments thereto (the “Agreement”) shall amend the Agreement as described below.  If and to the extent any inconsistency may appear between the Agreement and this Agreement, the provisions of this Agreement shall control.

The parties hereby agree that the following terms are hereby added to the Agreement:

1. The parties agree that the pricing and discounting terms set forth in this Agreement Two supersede any and all prior pricing and discounting terms contained in the Agreement and in the Network License Order Form (also referred to as the “Network Server Option Order Form”) between Oracle and Customer dated May 23, 1998, including amendments and/or addenda thereto.

2. Price List.  Until one year from May 23, 2001, the “Price List” shall be defined as Oracle’s March 16, 2001 E-Business Global Price List (attached hereto as Exhibit 1 to Amendment Two). All prior Price List(s) are hereby deleted and made null and void, except as specifically set forth in Section 5 of this Amendment, for orders placed pursuant to subparagraph (a) of Section 5 of this Amendment.

3. License and Technical Support Pricing.  Until one year from May 23, 2001, Customer may acquire licenses for the Programs specified on the Price List, provided such Programs are available in production release when ordered, by paying Oracle the license fees designated on the Price List.

Until one year from May 23, 2001, Customer may also acquire Technical Support for such Programs by paying Oracle the fees specified on the Price List, under Oracle’s technical support policies in effect when an order is placed.

Technical Support consists of Update Subscription Service and Product Support.  Annual Technical Support is provided under Oracle’s Technical Support policies, which are subject to change.  Technical Support services acquired under the terms of this Amendment may be renewed annually, subject to Oracle’s acceptance and for the initial two renewal years the technical support fee will not increase by more than 5% over the prior year’s fees. 4. Discount Schedule.  Until one year from May 23, 2001, the following discount schedule shall apply to the pricing for Program licenses and Technical Support acquired by Customer under the terms set forth in this Amendment Two, with the exception of orders placed pursuant to subparagraph (a) of Section 5.  The Discount Schedule set forth here does not apply to orders placed pursuant to subparagraph (a) of Section 5 of this Amendment.  If and at such time the Price List defined in Section 2 of this Amendment is replaced or updated (pursuant to terms for modification of the Agreement) this Discount Schedule shall be re-negotiated.

5. Discount Addendum Pricing Terms.  Notwithstanding the above, until May 22, 2001, Customer may acquire Program licenses and Technical Support in accordance with the pricing and discounting terms and Price List set forth in the Discount Addendum to the Network Server Option Order Form dated May 23, 1998 (the “Discount Addendum”).  Customer orders placed on or prior to May 22, 2001, must be placed using either (a) the pricing and discounts set forth in the Discount Addendum or (b) the pricing and discounts set forth above in this Amendment Two for the entire order.  No order(s) may use a combination of both (a) and (b).  This Amendment Two does not extend or expand any pricing or discounting terms set forth in the Discount Addendum and Customer orders placed subsequent to May 22, 2001, may not use the pricing and discounts set forth in the Discount Addendum.
