INDUSTRIAL HYGIENE SERVICES

Scope of Work:

The Contractor will provide the services below on an as-needed basis at the request of the Safety and Health Unit.  While providing these services, the Contractor will be required

to follow all State, City, and City departmental standards and policies on safety and health at the work site.

The Contractor may subcontract the work to another Industrial Hygiene firm in the event that it is unable to provide the needed services at the needed time.  The Safety and Health Unit must approve the firm and personnel chosen for subcontracting before the work is performed.

     The Contractor may be asked to conduct air monitoring and analysis of airborne   

     contaminants, including but not limited to, dust, vapors, fumes, paint overspray,  

     asbestos, and pesticides, in various locations including office buildings, fields  

     locations, shops, substations, and out-of-town facilities (Skagit, Boundary and Cedar 

     Falls Hydroelectric projects), on an on-call or as needed basis.     

The Contractor may offer suggestions on how monitoring should be conducted, number and types of samples, specific contaminants to look for, where samples should be placed, etc., but the Safety and Health Unit is under no obligation to follow these supplier suggestions.  The Contractor will follow the direction of monitoring strategy, if differences of opinions occur.

The Contractor may be asked to conduct on-site sampling and laboratory testing for chemical, physical and/or biological hazards.

The Contractor may be asked to conduct on-site surveys, which may include ventilation systems/indoor air quality, noise abatement, asbestos abatement, and/or nonionizing radiation.

The Contractor may be asked to conduct quantitative respirator fit tests.

The Contractor may be asked to conduct on-site analyses of ergonomic problems in office or fieldwork settings, within limits described by the Safety and Health Unit.

The Safety and Health Unit will have authority to ask that specific individual and/or Certified Industrial Hygienists perform the work.

The Contractor will have all analyses conducted at AIHA accredited laboratory.

Written Reports 

1. The Contractor will provide the Safety and Health Unit with a report on the  

      monitoring and analysis results within four weeks of the sampling date.

2. The report must include exposure levels on an eight-hour time weighted average 

      and short-term exposure limits basis, if applicable.

3. The must include a comparison to WISHA Permissible Exposure Limits for 

      each contaminant evaluated.     

4. The Contractor will include in the report recommendations on protective equipment, engineering controls, and/or modifications to work practices.  

   5.   The report shall contain the names and job titles of all individuals monitored,  

      along with their personal exposure levels.
