SCOPE OF WORK

1.
GENERAL

The PURPOSE of this contract is to contract for UNDERWATER DIVING SERVICES at the Boundary Powerhouse Facility, located 11 miles from Metaline Falls, WA and/or the Skagit Hydroelectric Project, which includes the Gorge powerhouse Facility (located in the town of Newhalem, WA), the Diablo Powerhouse Facility (located in Diablo, WA) and the Ross Powerhouse Facility (located 3 miles upstream by boat from Diablo).

2.
DETAILED

A.
Various types of repair activities are required for the operation and maintenance of the Boundary and Skagit hydroelectric projects.  Some of this repair and maintenance requires underwater work and can involve a wide variety of activities around the powerhouse, dam and reservoir.  Some activities may involve;

1. Underwater maintenance and/or repair of existing mechanical equipment;

2. Underwater inspection; 

3. Underwater inspection using vendor or contractor supplied remotely operated vehicles;

4. Installation of stoplogs and/or bulkheads; 

5. Maintenance of upstream trash racks;

6. Deployment and retrieval of scientific equipment; and

7. Support for environmental studies. 

B.
Some work may be required on very short notice, due to equipment failure, emergency outage, and/or imminent loss or further damage to existing equipment.  

C.
The contractor must be able to meet a response time of 60 hours (diver on-site) for non-emergency/scheduled projects.  For emergency conditions, contractors should provide the City with a response time (diver on site).  Also describe off-hour contact availability and contact protocol (emergency contact information).

D.
All contract diving activities are to be performed in accordance with the latest Association of Diving Contractors International (ADC), Occupational Safety and Health (OSHA) Commercial diving safety standards and WISHA safety standards for diving operators.  Proof of commercial diving certifications, training and safety data will be provided upon request.

TERM OF CONTRACT
Contractor will be available for contract work with the City for a three year 
period, from 06/01/07 through 05/31/10.

NO GUARANTY OF USAGE
The City does not guarantee usage.  Any contract issued will be subject to cancellation by either party upon thirty (30) days advanced written notice.
