The original RFP questions from section III, pages 12 and 13, have been included here
to provide for greater clarity in the response.

I.  To specifically identify the market conditions:
a.  Describe the current market conditions for your primary certified wood product. Does your company
provide only certified wood products and if so, is it 100% or some other percentage of certified wood
content?

The current market conditions for our primary certified wood product can be best
described by the term, supply and demand. As is typical in the forest products industry
there is considerable capacity for change in both the availability and the price. The
demand for lumber and building materials typically increases as the building season
begins in early spring. With the increased demand comes an increase in price, starting
at the primary producer level. Conversely, as the demand slows the prices become
weak and the overall market declines. During the busy time of the season the prices
constantly adjust dependent on small swings in production, distribution, transportation
and consumption. Keeping prices as level as possible is difficult but can be more easily
achieved through established relationships in both the supply chain and the customer
base.

Dunn Lumber Company sells and distributes lumber and building materials from both
certified and non-certified suppliers.

2. Identify the challenges of the market:
a.  Describe what challenges your company encounters when purchasing or supplying certified wood
products

There are quite a few of the challenges included in purchasing and supplying certified
wood products. We have spent considerable time, effort and money to find sources of
certified wood and to satisfy the requirements to become certified as a “chain-of-
custody” lumber company selling Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) certified wood
products. Developing relationships with distribution companies who recognize our needs
is a long and challenging process. We have a high standard of quality and customer
service that requires our distribution partners to be extremely responsive. We have 11
retail lumber yards that require a considerable amount of inventory. The primary
challenge is finding enough high quality lumber to satisfy demand.

8.  Establish Firm-Fixed price as the norm rather than the exception;
a.  The City of Seattle seeks to identify firm fixed pricing for all purchases. If this is not the standard of the
industry, specifically identify, in detail, how the City of Seattle can identify the market fluctuations for
the certified wood products you provide.

Depending on the time span, it is typically not the industry standard to establish a fixed
price for lumber and building materials that extends much past 30 days. Even 30 days
is risky and some companies will not hold prices for any longer that a week. Unless you
have a considerable number of years of experience in the lumber industry it may not be
in your best interest to set fixed pricing. There are many factors to consider in pricing
lumber and building materials. The industry is driven by the laws of supply and demand
and there is a definite cycle to annual consumption. Therefore, while it is theoretically
possible to establish a “Firm-Fixed” price, the down-side is that any supplier who
understands the basic principals is going to “pad” the price to protect the profit during
market swings.

Being exposed to, and understanding lumber industry market reporting are two
different things altogether. The trade publications, Random Lengths and Crow’s Digest,
are considered to be good reporting publications that help people know where the
markets have been and what they might do. Keep in mind that using a trade publication
to monitor the market can be challenging. It is important to fully understand the
publication and what it is saying before launching into any procurement program based
on that information. Market awareness and understanding trade publications could also
be a training opportunity for our customers.

Other information that assists the City of Seattle and other government agencies in offering, purchasing, educating or stocking
certified wood products from responsibly managed forests.

One issue, specific to the lumber business, has to due with the value of lengths of
material. As we all know trees grow to a variety of lengths and the material obtained
from a natural product is available in different lengths. Since the building industry
seems to revolve around a 48" multiple there is greater demand for 8/, 12, 16’ & 20’
lengths. The highest demand occurs in 16" material and is thus, it is the most expensive
length and the most difficult to obtain in large quantities. The prices reflected on the
quote are “protective” prices and are based on not knowing the quantities involved.
When quoting a specification for material the most important and influential part of the
pricing matrix is the knowledge of how much material is being requested and what the
length structure is. For example: if you were to buy a full truck of 2x4 Standardard &
Better Douglas Fir from a sawmill you would receive about 20,000 board feet of lumber.

With a hypothetical cost of $500 per thousand feet you would receive a very specific
amount of each length from 8’ through 20’. You would receive no more than 20% 16’
on a load. Now, when you sell the material many of your customers want 16". For a
sawmill to ship more 16" you would have to pay considerably more than $500 per
thousand. Thus, when a customer wants to buy all 16’ the price is much higher than it
would be for 14" or 18’.
So...
When requesting a bid for material you can save money by:

Choosing non key-lengths. (10’, 14, 18")

Using shorter material all-possible (8-14")

Describing the quantity desired in the quote.

Providing information as to seasonal usage of different lengths.
By providing information on the request for proposal that is specific to usage you can
get pricing information that reflects your needs and is less “protective” in nature. This
saves you money and better prepares your vendors to supply your needs.

Another important consideration:

FSC lumber production is, at this point, a “niche” market. Not all sawmills produce FSC
certified material and the ones that do have sporadic and infrequent timetables for
production. This is another reason that projecting usage and length requirements is
important. Maintaining a continued and consistent supply and providing the lowest
possible price are two very important targets in this program.
