The below responses correspond to the requirements listed in Section 1I-2 (Pages 8&9),
Section IIl (pages 12&13) of RFP# -102704, dated November 22, 2004, for the City of
Seattle, the Purchasing Services Division and its partners. Sylvan complies with all
requirements for Insurance Coverage and Equal Benefits provisions of this proposal, as well
as maintaining an active commitment to socio-economic benefits involving sub-contracts with
WBE'’s, MBE’s, JWOD's and many other small businesses within our region.

. F

Current Market Conditions:

Sylvan currently provides certified and non-certified wood products both as a prime
distributor for other manufacturers, and also as a value-added manufacturer for our
own proprietary extended lifecycle FSC certified wood products. Currently, all of
Sylvan’s FSC-certified products are currently made of 100% certified wood through
the FSC chain-of-custody process. Sylvan's FSC-certified products include
dimensional lumber, structural plywood, sanded plywood, preservative treated
lumber & plywood, fire-retardant treated plywood & lumber, hardwood lumber &
plywood, various lines of moldings and doors, and our own line of overlay wall, floor,
ceiling and utility panels. In addition, Sylvan's value-added product line involves
enhancing the durability and lifespan of certified wood products with durable
overlays and coatings, thus reducing the long-term costs, and increasing long-term
performance. Also, these overlays generally incorporate up to 15% recycled
content and plastic, and more if designated by the customer.

Sylvan is also committed to using 100% certified wood to fulfill the requirements of
this solicitation, instead of blended percentages. Sylvan’s preference is not only to
maintain its current FSC supply base, but also to expand the supply and item
selection to the City of Seattle and to its regional partners, as more manufacturers
become certified in the future. Sylvan does not currently require fractional portions
of certified wood to fulfill the requirements of this proposal, but would advise the City
and regional buyers if supply chain dynamics require it in the future, and to
incorporate it as necessary into the reporting process.

Challenges of the Market:

A. Lead Time -The primary challenge of purchasing or manufacturing
Certified Wood Products is the lead-time required to bring the product to
market due to the chain of custody process. Without forward planning,
certain specifications from other manufacturers can take 7-12 weeks to
deliver to the market place.

B. Grade/Species Limitations — Certain grades and species of lumber and
veneer are of limited supply from FSC Certified timberlands, particularly
on a regional basis, and often with only seasonal availability.






C. Limitations of product type and sizes — Many manufacturing and
_remanufacturing facilities have limitations to their production capabilities
particularly of current FSC Certified facilities.

D. Marketing materials — Many FSC Certified production facilities have not
produced up-to date FSC sales literature, marketing material, product
descriptions or manufacturing capabilities for their certified product line.

E. Quantity and surge capabilities — Depending on the demand and order
files, the availability of quantities may be limited to certified raw logs on
the deck. In periods of high demand, certified wood products have often
been substituted into the non-certified market, taking away supply from
viable certifiable markets such as for this proposal.

F. Volatile Prices- Many of the commodity items, such as dimensional
lumber, sheathing plywood, and sanded plywood are subject to dramatic
swings in supply and demand, and as a consequence, such price volatility
creates a difficult challenge to cost average prices for extended periods of
time for the customers and vendors alike.

G. ESC Documentation and Inventory Segregation Requirements- The
requirements of the Forest Stewardship Council for inventory segregation
and documentation of FSC certified inventory are substantial and
expensive. ‘

H. Customer Service — Many of the issues mentioned above in section A
through E could negatively affect the customers of FSC certified wood
products, and might potentially discourage customers from reordering
more of the same certified products. Such an eventuality has already
happened in other parts of the country, and of course would defeat the
whole purpose of this RFP and its directive to develop long-term
sustainable practices and to encourage the use of certified wood from
well managed forests.

3. Overcoming/ Managing These Challenges:

A. Lead Time - Sylvan has committed to manufacturing and inventorying
regular FSC certified items for its certified customer base. Sylvan is also
committed to adding to its list of stocked items in order to meet the needs of
the City of Seattle and will survey buyers regularly to monitor any changes in
requirements. We feel that our commitments to maintaining a full inventory
level of FSC- certified wood is critical to the long-term success of the program
by greatly reducing delivery times while maintaining excellent reliability and
high customer satisfaction.

B. Grade/Species Limitations —Sylvan is willing to survey buyer expectations
and forward purchase according to species and grade requirements. Due to
seasonal fluctuations in harvest, Sylvan will negotiate ahead of cycle to
secure needed raw wood requirements, with initial priority given first to the
local regional FSC certified sources and then negotiating as necessary with
sources in the Mountain regions, and lastly with sources in the Mid-West and
South-East. Current sources include, but are not limited to suppliers listed in
Section 4 below, titled “Supply Chain Partnerships.”

C. Limitations of product type, sizes, and quantities — Sylvan has developed
long-term relationships with most all of the pertinent mills in the certified wood
industry, and frequently marries shipment of one type of product required by
one customer, with shipments for several hundred of its other wholesale
customers that draw material out of Sylvan’s reloads. What this means for
the City of Seattle, is that though many of the FSC certified mills require a






minimum purchase of a truckload quantity at a time, Sylvan is able to provide
smaller LTL (“less than truckload”) for the City while it develops a track record
and buying pattern on its LTL quantities. Sylvan also has a the capability and
track record to negotiate production allocations under chain of custody
allowances to procure specific type and size requirements needed to fulfill
this proposal, by bringing FSC certified raw materials to secondary
manufacturers. This is particularly true of the pressure treated lumber, in
which Sylvan is familiar with chain-of-custody requirements required for “out-
sourcing agreements” which are allowed under certification allowances.

- Marketing materials — Sylvan has a marketing department that works
closely with our sales staff in generating power point presentations, line item
cards and brochures as necessary to present to buyers, users, and managers
in all pertinent city and regional buying offices. But more than just trying to
use marketing as “feel good presentations”, Sylvan believes in honoring the
time-commitment of its audience with informative, concise and interesting
facts and ideas on the use of FSC certified products. Sylvan feels that
making this direct personal contact with the buyers, managers and users of
wood products is a critical step in creating long-term change in buying
patterns, management reviews and user guidelines with respect to their
impact on well-managed forests.

. Quantity and surge capabilities — Sylvan will survey all pertinent buying
departments on a regular basis to monitor weekly, monthly and seasonal
buying requirements. Our procurement and manufacturing departments will
factor this in to estimate volume requirements. Where volume outpaces in-
stock supply, Sylvan will enhance inventories from other regional sources.
Sylvan is committed to further research and partnership with companies that
are considering FSC Certification as a custody supplier or a FSC
manufacturer. In addition, Sylvan uses 5 warehouses, with two in the
Seattle-Tacoma area. These warehouses have a combined indoor storage
and service area of 450,000 SF. Currently, Sylvan inventories over 1.5
million BF of lumber and 2 million SF of plywood to service accounts on a
just-in-time basis, with daily deliveries to both project sites and warehouses.

. Volatile Prices - Sylvan is committed to forward purchases of necessary
FSC items to hold in stock to moderate the impacts of volatile prices on
dimensional lumber, as well as for sanded and sheathing plywood. Sylvan is
able to provide quarterly or annual market updates on all FSC items, if
requested or necessary to analyze cost trends so as to ensure that all costs
are compatible with industry averages in the future.

. ESC Documentation and Inventory Segregation Requirements — Sylvan
has the inventory control system in place to properly segregate, mark, and
account for FSC inventory. Though the standards are quite stringent and at
times cumbersome, Sylvan believes that the long-term gains out-weigh the
costs. In addition to having set-aside areas within the reloads, Sylvan has
one of the most advanced inventory software reporting systems in the
industry, which we consider to be a strategic component of our business and
planning operations. It enables us to respond quickly to customer inquiries
with buying histories, average demand requirements, and trend analysis.

Increasing Certified Wood Supply:

Sylvan is committed to greatly increasing the availability of certified wood products,
and to encourage other producing mills to become certified. In addition, Sylvan is
committed to steadily increasing the volume and number of sku’s in its inventory.
Sylvan has the capability to store up to 7 million board feet of lumber in 10 million
square feet of plywood (3/8” basis) as segregated stock of FSC material. As
mentioned above, Sylvan has reload locations in the Tacoma, Washington and
Portland, Oregon, to service next day requirements for the City of Seattle and its
regional partners. Sylvan’s scheduled timeline is to have untreated products
positioned for distribution within 21 days of the award of the contract and 45 days for
treated products. Sylvan will adjust inventories pending surveys with pertinent
procurement departments during the first 30 days after award.





6. Development of Additional Certified Wood Opportunities:

Sylvan would like to schedule meetings, initially, with all City of Seattle purchasing
departments involved with Maintenance, Repair and Operations (MRO) and all other
interested departments to give power point presentations and host related
discussions. Beyond just being a supplier, Sylvan feels it's important to advocate
responsible material selections and usage. Incorporating this message into sales
presentations and discussions will optimize opportunities to review cost savings as
well as responsible resource management.

In addition, Sylvan prides itself on a requirements approach to its manufacturing
base by incorporating the performance, environmental and price criteria into
developing customized products for specific users. For example, Sylvan has
provided FSC-certified wood products such as low-slip ramp panels, graffiti & force
resistant wall panels, resilient floor panels, bleacher landings, and stage panels. In
addition to enhancing the life and performance of certified woods with slip-resistant
and graffiti-resistant overlays, Sylvan’s overlays also provide resistance to point
loads, abrasion, impact blows, forced entries, UV sunrays, chemicals, insects, and
many other challenges to wood based applications. Other applications include wall
panels for gymnasiums, locker rooms, weight rooms, and bathrooms, and also floor
deck panels for portable ramps, swimming pool areas, and mezzanine storage
areas. Sylvan’s technical representatives will work with the City of Seattle on these
challenging issues to assist the City in developing solutions, to your challenges that
arise in the areas of Maintenance, Repair and Operations (MRO).

Sylvan will also bring representatives from raw material suppliers and manufacturers
as requested by buying departments and as other opportunities arise. This effort can
be performed city wide as well as with county, state and interagency representatives.

7. Regular Purchase Reports of Certified Wood:
Sylvan has a highly integrated inventory reporting software that is highly flexible in
providing totals, spreadsheets and charts. Sylvan’s inventory reporting software of
choice is provided by LISA and integrates also with MAS90 reports, Crystal reports,
and various Excel and Word documents. Currently Sylvan provides such reporting
on a weekly basis with national and international accounts such as the GSA,
National Park Service, Forest Service, US Army Corp of Engineers and various
state agencies. With our MAS 90 Reporting Ledgers, and LISA Inventory tracking
modules with networked Crystal Reports, Sylvan can provide most any format of
report requested or required by the City of Seattle. Typically, this will include grand
totals by department, and also include sub-categories such as product number,
product description, quantity, and total value by line item. In addition, Sylvan can
provide printouts as necessary of every purchase by product type or department as
requested.






8. Fixed Firm Pricing & Pricing Options:
Sylvan is willing and able to provide firm fixed pricing on all items, especially for the
early going. The attached prices reflect fixed prices, but due to the 5+ year length of
the contract, we understand that there will be periodic reviews of market conditions
and inflation to keep prices at or near fair market levels. The preliminary prices bid
now reflect prices in Mid-December, near the lows of the year. Sylvan regularly
provides information on published market rates to many public entities, and is happy
to make review or refine a win-win result for all parties involved. Depending on
volumes, it is likely to be beneficial for Purchasing Division officials to review
industry published data at least semi-annually as affects the commodity items in this
proposal. We also recognize that fixed pricing will help to “keep it simple” for all
parties involved in the early going, but as the program evolves, and as market
conditions change in the future, it will likely be necessary to gradually install fair
market adjustments over time. Please refer to the fixed pricing forms in Section IV.

In addition, if conditions warrant in the future, Sylvan is willing to provide standard
indexed prices, perhaps adjusted quarterly, to reflect fair and accurate market
levels. Typically, Sylvan has tied such pricing to “Random Lengths” publication on
commodity items. In general, it has proven to be of simultaneous benefit to both
government buyers and vendors to tie commodity plywood and lumber prices to
“Random Lengths” indexes. Such indexes improve long-term pricing strategies and
work as a “hedge” against unforeseen events in the wood supply markets and wild
fluctuations in commaodity pricing, so vendors do not have to factor in high levels for
the entire year, or if prices drop a lot, then the purchases are not far above the
market. In any case, Sylvan is comfortable working either or both pricing methods,
with safeguards to prevent pricing from getting too far away from the prevailing
market conditions.

9. Other Information & Opportunities:  Sylvan has many other FSC certified
construction supplies that are currently available, and could be presented as
pertinent situations arise. For example, Sylvan has a whole line of FSC-certified
MDO sign panels for sign shops, as well as a whole line of fire-retardant FSC panels
and lumber supplies for fire walls or anti-terror applications. Sylvan commonly
discovers such requirements from purchasing departments, project managers, or
end-users during presentations or sales calls. Sylvan will continually explore such
opportunities with the Purchasing Services Division, and its partner agencies to
promote and continually build the use of certified wood. Certainly, we will all benefit
in acting together in the local decision-making process to enhance the growth of
responsibly managed forests.
