(Inspections, Testing, Maintenance, Repair, Replacement)

. SCOPE OF WORK

Portable Fire Extinguishers:

Contractor shall inspect, test, maintain, repair and replace as needed, all City of Seattle fire
extinguishers as required by NFPA current standard. The City has various sizes and types. Provide
hydrostatic testing of pressurized water, dry chemical and carbon dioxide fire extinguishers; recharge
exhausted extinguishers and conduct miscellaneous repairs as required; replace all Halon fire
extinguishers with ABC multipurpose fire extinguishers and supply appropriate replacement wall hook
or vehicle brackets as needed. Contractor shall use manufacturer’s recommended recharge agent,
lubricants, and replacement parts or materials specially listed for use in the fire extinguisher.
Maintenance, servicing and recharging shall be performed by trained persons having available the
appropriate servicing manuals and the proper tools.

Inspection:
Contractor shall inspect fire extinguishers when placed into service Inspection of fire extinguishers

shall include at least the following:
* Location in designated place
* No obstruction to access or visibility
* Operating instructions on nameplate legible and facing outward
* Safety seals and tamper indicators not broken or missing
* Fullness determined by weighing or “hefting”
* Examination for obvious physical damage, corrosion, leakage, or clogged nozzle
* Pressure gauge reading or indicator in the operable range or position
* HMIS label in place.

Contractor shall take immediate corrective action when an inspection of any fire extinguisher
reveals a deficiency in any of the conditions listed above.

The Contractor shall keep a record on a tag or label attached to the fire extinguisher that provides a
permanent record of each inspection.

Maintenance:

Contractor shall perform maintenance on fire extinguishers at intervals of not more than once a year,
providing the appropriate one year, five year, six year and/or twelve (12) year maintenance services in
accordance with Seattle Fire Department and National Fire Protection Association Standards for
portable fire extinguishers.

Contractor shall replace fire extinguishers removed from service for maintenance with a fire

extinguisher suitable for the type of hazard being protected, and shall be of at least equal rating. These
can be pulled from the available inventory of serviceable spares.

Contractor’s maintenance procedures shall include a thorough examination of the basic elements of a
fire extinguisher as determined below:

* Mechanical parts of all fire extinguishers

* Extinguishing agent of cartridge- or cylinder-operated dry chemical, stored-pressure, loaded
stream, and pump tank fire extinguishers.

* Expelling means of all fire extinguishers

* Seals or Tamper Indicators: At the time of the maintenance, the tamper seal of rechargeable fire
extinguishers shall be removed by operating the pull pin or locking device. Afier applicable
maintenance procedures are completed, a new tamper seal shall be installed.

Provide immediate repair or replacement of defective parts, including replacement wall hooks and
vehicle brackets. '

Maintenance Recordkeeping:
Contractor shall label each fire extinguisher indicating the month and year the maintenance was
performed and that identifies the person performing the service and tag securely to the extinguisher.

Recharging:
Contractor shall recharge any rechargeable-type fire extinguisher after any use or as indicated by an

inspection or when performing maintenance. When performing the recharging, the recommendation of
the manufacturer shall be followed.

Hydrostatic Testing:

At intervals not exceeding 12 years, the Contractor shall hydrostatically retest all rechargeable fire
extinguishers. The hydrostatic rest shall be conducted within the calendar year of the specified test
interval. In no case shall an extinguisher be recharged if it is beyond its specified rest date. Non-
rechargeable fire extinguishers shall not be hydrostatically tested but shall be removed from service at a
maximum interval of 12 years from the date of manufacturer.

A hydrostatic test shall always include both an internal and external visual examination of the cylinder.

Hydrostatic testing shall be performed by persons trained in pressure testing procedures and safeguard s
who have suitable testing equipment, facilities, and appropriate servicing manuals available. Hydro-
static testing must be performed by technicians certified by the Seattle Fire Departments Certification
Unit to test and evaluated low and high pressure systems.

The Contractor shall maintain a permanent record for each cylinder tested.

Skagit Facilities:
Contractor shall provide fire extinguisher and fire protection services at remote locations, specifically

including but not limited to the Seattle City Light Skagit hydro facility. Provide service, repair,
inspection, and annual maintenance of Fixed CO2, Halon High and Low Pressure [nstallation at the
Skagit Facilities and other related services when requested.

High/Low C02 Systems:
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Carbon dioxide and fixed halogen systems including various types of systems to protect generators, as
well as some for City vessels. Inspect and recertify any fixed High/Low Co2, Halon and Clean Agent
Systems. Provide emergency repair and upgrades as required to keep the CO2, Halon, and Clean
Agent. Suppression System in good working condition and under current certification. Provide
documentation of specifics of CO2, Halon, and Clean Agent Fire Suppression Systems, operation,
equipment, function, Serial Numbers, and facility responsibility for checking equipment.

Additional Systems:
provide service, annual inspection, hydrostatic testing and recharging, maintenance and repairs for other
City fire protection systems, including:

*  Fixed CO2 Marine System for city-owned vessels including pneumatic simulated discharge testing
with a 500 pound and 1000 pound capacities;
Wet chemical systems for kitchen range-hoods. Includes max 12 fusible links;
Annual fire hose pressure testing at job site, for 50° and/or 100’ length industrial fire hose, in
accordance with NFPA 25 standards and as current.
*  Fixed dry chemical systems, which range through a variety of manufacturers.
Form deluge system for City roadway/tunnels if required by Seattle Department of Transportation.
* A variety of fixed Pre-Engineered Suppression Systems in both facilities and aboard City vessel(s).

Emergency Response:

Provide twenty-four hour a day emergency response, with an emergency call service and sufficient
expertise and capacity to respond do any City emergency request, and sufficient capacity to respond to
requests that are on the scale of possibility given the size of the City, the variety of systems and volume
of equipment.

Compliance with Regulation:

All inspections, testing and services shall be done in accordance with all local, state and federal
regulations, including but not limited to: Seattle Fire Code, Seattle Fire Department Administration
Rules, National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) 10 Standard for Portable Fire Extinguishers that is
in effect and as revised and the NFPA 12 Standard for Fire Protection Systems, and compliance to
Coast Guard requirements and regulations appropriate for work aboard vessels.

All supplies, materials, and chemicals will be new and unused, except Halon (or alternate) which
may be reused.

Contract Start-Up:

Upon contract execution, Contractor shall meet with each participating department to coordinate
contract responsibilities. The Contractor shall obtain from the appropriate departmental
representative a listing of all sites and types of equipment for each site. The Contractor shall
schedule inspections with the appropriate departmental representative, to ensure ready access to all
equipment. All equipment shall be inspected, tested and serviced as scheduled and proper
documentation shall be marked on the equipment. Should equipment require removal from the site
for any reason, the Contractor shall coordinate with the department to ensure replacement
equipment is available, if required.

Travel:
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Contractor shall travel, as needed or requested, to various City facilities including the City’s Skagit
facilities. Travel shall be at Contractor’s cost and not billed separately.

Service to Motorized Equipment;

Service to fire extinguishers in any City of Seattle owned motorized conveyance (i.e., automobile,
boats, truck, tractor, etc.) shall be scheduled with a representative of the City Department holding
responsibility for its operation and maintenance. Service call slips shall be provided by vendor
during each service call. Service requests may be cyclic as appropriate, supplemented with
additional service requests on an as-needed basis, as appropriate to the equipment and regulatory
requirements for testing.

Reporting Requirements:

Contractor will provide service reports to each department contact person. Reporting shall include
locations, serial number and type of extinguisher. Contractor will provide service call slips to a
designated City representative at the time of a service call. The Contractor shall maintain a Service
and Inspection log on all equipment serviced for the duration of the contract and shall provide such
logs monthly or upon request from and to the authorized City official to whom the equipment
belongs. All inspection forms shall meet the minimum NFPA requirements that are current at the
time of test, inspection or maintenance.

Qualifications: The City requires that all personnel will have and maintain proper certification of all
individuals working on any extinguisher or system The City may request information from the
Contractor during the course of the Contract. The City may request at any time during the contract,
proof of certifications that all personnel including subcontractors are properly certified and/or trained.

2. CONTRACT TERM

Contract Term:

This contract shall be for four (4) years, with two extensions allowed, at two-years each. Such extensions
shall be automatic, and shall go into effect with or without written confirmation from the City to the
Contractor, unless the City provides the Contractor advance notice of the intention to not renew. Such
notice shall be given prior to the otherwise automatic renewal date.

3. SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Requests for price increases shall be considered as follows:

[f factory prices change and Contractor desires a change to unit pricing in response to changes to factory
prices, Contractor may request a price change at any time during the contract. The Contractor’s markup
percentage, however is to remain fixed and firm throughout the first two years of the contract. Thereafter,
written request for price increases (markup) shall only be considered when provided at least 45 days prior to
the contract anniversary date, and shall take effect the contract anniversary date.

Such a request shall demonstrate the following:
e Requested increase does not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract;
e Request clearly identify the items impacted the increase;
e Request shall include sufficient, acceptable documentation to warrant the increase;
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e Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other
pricing index appropriate to the particular product herein;

The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected. Failure to submit a price
request (percentage increase to markup) at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall result in
a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date. The decision
to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.

The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by
either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the opinion of
the Buyer.

Cost Reductions:

Any cost reductions to the Contractor, such as rebates or “specials™, shall be reflected in a reduction of the
contract price effective immediately. Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are
higher than those in the contract. Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract
amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Contractor for corrections.

Expansion Clause:

Any resultant contract may be further expanded by the Buyer in writing to include any other item normally
offered by the Contractor, as long as the price of such additional products is based on the same cost/profit
formula as the listed item.

Environmental Standards:

The City seeks to ensure that all purchases comply with recent environmental standards and product
specifications. The USEPA Standards for this product shall be a minimum specification, if any such
standards have been published by the USEPA, unless specified otherwise herein. See

Factory Authorized Dealer:

By submitting an Offer, the Contractor has certified that Fire King is a factory authorized dealer/distributor
of product quoted and is qualified and equipped to offer in-house service, maintenance, technical training
assistance, and warranty services, including available of spare parts and replacement unites.

Permits:

All necessary permits required to perform work are to be supplied by the Contractor at no additional cost to
the City.

General and Environmental Indemnification:

The Contractor shall take all necessary precautions for prevention of accidents, injuries and
property damage. The Contractor shall indemnify, release, defend and hold the City and its
officers, employees, and agents harmless from and against any and all (1) losses, claims, demands,
actions, causes of action, damages, liabilities, judgments and expenses (including reasonable
attorneys' fees and expenses and consulting fees and expenses) and (2) all other losses, claims,
demands, actions, causes of action, damages, liabilities, judgments and expenses (including
reasonable attorneys' fees and expenses and consulting fees and expenses) relating to any
hazardous, dangerous or toxic material, waste, or substance, or other pollutant or contaminant, or
to compliance with any Environmental or Safety Law; arising out of or resulting from:

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i) the Contractor's performance or lack of performance under this Contract,

il) the violation of law or breach of this Contract by the Contractor or any of its
employees, agents, or contractors, or

iii) the release of any hazardous, dangerous or toxic material, waste, or substance, or
other pollutant or contaminant resulting from Contractor's performance or lack of
performance under this Contract or from the violation of law by, breach of this Contract by,
or act or omission of the Contractor or any of its employees, agents or contractors under this
Contract.

When the Contractor learns of a claim, or of circumstances reasonably likely to give rise to a
claim, against the Contractor or the City, the Contractor shall immediately notify the City. In the
event that any suit or claim based upon any such loss, claim, action, damage, expense, or liability
is brought against the City, the Contractor, upon notice of the commencement thereof, shall defend
the same at its sole cost and expense, except that the City may, at its option and the City's cost,
participate in the defense with counsel of its choosing. If any final court judgment, alternative
dispute resolution award or settlement be adverse to the City based on the City's sole negligence,
the Contractor shall not be obligated to pay the judgment, award or settlement. In such case where
the Contractor is not obligated to pay, if the City required the Contractor to undertake the City's
defense, the City shall reimburse to the Contractor the amount of any reasonable attorney fees,
litigation expenses and costs incurred by the Contractor in defending the City.

If both (1) a court of competent jurisdiction issues a final determination that RCW 4.24.115
governs the liability and no appeal of such determination is pending and (2) the liability was
caused by or resulted from the concurrent negligence of (a) the Contractor or its officer, agent or
employee and (b) the City or its officer, agent or employee, then these indemnity provisions shall
be valid and enforceable only to the extent of the Contractor's negligence

Trial Period and Right to Award to Next Low Bidder: A ninety (90) day trial period shall apply to
contract(s) awarded as a result of solicitation #519. During the trial period, Contractor must perform in
accordance with all terms and conditions of the contract. Failure to perform during this trial period may
result in the immediate cancellation of the contract. In the event of dispute or discrepancy as to the
acceptability of product or service, the City’s decision shall prevail. The City agrees to pay only for
authorized orders received up to the date of termination. If the contract is terminated within the trial period,
the City reserves the option to award the contract to the next low responsive bidder by mutual agreement
with such bidder. Any new award will be for the remainder of the contract and will also be subject to this
trial period.

1. INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE

Bidders are required to read and understand all information contained within this entire bid package.
By responding to this ITB, the bidder agrees to read and understand these documents.

The City of Seattle is seeking bidders for inspection, testing, maintenance and replacement, of City of
Seattle on-site portable fire extinguisher and fire protection systems. This includes systems and
extinguishers in City facilities and aboard City vessels. The City intends to select the lowest responsive
and responsible bidder, and enter into a five-year contract with the option to renew for an additional 3-
year term. This includes:

e Fire extinguishers

e High/Low CO2 Systems, Halon and Clean Agent Systems.

e Fixed CO2 Marine System for city-owned vessels including pneumatic simulated
discharge testing with a 500 pound and 1000 pound capacities;

e  Wet chemical systems for kitchen range-hoods. Includes max 12 fusible links;

e Annual fire hose pressure testing at job site, for 50” and/or 100’ length industrial fire
hose, in accordance with NFPA standards.

e Fixed dry chemical systems, which range through a variety of manufacturers.
Form deluge system for City roadway/tunnels if required by Seattle Department of
Transportation.

e Various fixed Pre-Engineered Suppression Systems in both facilities and aboard City
vessel(s).

The City currently has a contract which expires, and this new bid award shall replace the expiring
contract. The City contract services eight City departments, for a total spend of $65,000 annually. The
most significant share of the work involves Dry Chemical Fire Extinguisher maintenance; however a
wide variety of other systems and extinguishers also represents at least a share of the work. The City
has used in the past and continues to require emergency response capacity on a twenty-four hour
emergency response schedule. The City departments and approximate number of placements include:

e Seattle Center, with approximately 500 fire extinguishers;
Approximately 90 buildings and vehicles, with between two and twenty-five
extinguishers each, for a total of 1,000 extinguishers at the following departments:
o Department of Neighborhoods
o Fleets and Facilities
o Seattle Public Utilities
o Seattle City Light
o Seattle Transportation Department
e Parks & Recreation, with approximately 29 Community Centers, those have between
two and six fire extinguishers each.
e Seattle City Light remote Skagit location and various dams, with approximately 100
fire extinguishers.
e Seattle Fire Department substations, approximately 40 locations with four to six
extinguishers at each, including sea vessel(s).

2. SOLICITATION OBJECTIVES.





The City expects to achieve the following outcomes through this solicitation: The City wants a
Contract which will guarantee:

A systematic, assured program to provide and guarantee proper inspection, testing,
maintenance, service and replacement of the City of Seattle fire extinguishers and protection
systems at all City of Seattle locations including City aboard City vessels (which requires
knowledge of Coast Guard requirements and regulations) and City Light hydro-electric Skagit
Facilities.

Services that are expert enough to successfully manage, coordinate and expertly service the size
and range of the City account, so that the wide variety of City systems can all be expertly
serviced.

Fair, reasonable, and competitive cost.

Inspection of work contractor performs and other quality control measures, unless specifically
not required by the City Department at time of inspection.

Guarantee of emergency response capacity sufficient to meet any potential need of the City,
including twenty-four hour a day response and sufficient emergency response staffing to
manage large response needs.

Assurance that the City’s fire extinguisher system is functional, effective and in peak condition.

Training to City staff as may be requested, on the use of fire extinguishers and systems.

3. SCOPE OF WORK AND SPECIFICATIONS

2.

Portable Fire Extinguishers: Inspect, test, maintain, repair and replace as needed, all City of
Seattle fire extinguishers as required by NFPA current standard. The City has various sizes and
types. Provide hydrostatic testing of pressurized water, dry chemical and carbon dioxide fire
extinguishers; recharge exhausted extinguishers and conduct miscellaneous repairs as required;
replace all Halon fire extinguishers with ABC multipurpose fire extinguishers and supply
appropriate replacement wall hook or vehicle brackets as needed. Contractor shall use
manufacturer’s recommended recharge agent, lubricants, and replacement parts or materials
specially listed for use in the fire extinguisher. Maintenance, servicing and recharging shall be
performed by trained persons having available the appropriate servicing manuals and the proper
tools.

Imspection: Contractor shall inspect fire extinguishers when placed into service Inspection of
fire extinguishers shall include at least the following:
e Location in designated place
No obstruction to access or visibility
Operating instructions on nameplate legible and facing outward
Safety seals and tamper indicators not broken or missing
Fullness determined by weighing or “hefting”
Examination for obvious physical damage, corrosion, leakage, or clogged nozzle
Pressure gauge reading or indicator in the operable range or position
HMIS label in place.

Contractor shall take immediate corrective action when an inspection of any fire extinguisher
reveals a deficiency in any of the conditions listed above.

The Contractor shall keep a record on a tag or label attached to the fire extinguisher that
provides a permanent record of each inspection.

Maintenance: Contractor shall perform maintenance on fire extinguishers at intervals of not
more than once a year, providing the appropriate one year, five year, six year and/or twelve
(12) year maintenance services in accordance with Seattle Fire Department and National Fire
Protection Association Standards for portable fire extinguishers.

Contractor shall replace fire extinguishers removed from service for maintenance with a fire
extinguisher suitable for the type of hazard being protected, and shall be of at least equal rating.
These can be pulled from the available inventory of serviceable spares.

Contractor’s maintenance procedures shall include a thorough examination of the basic
elements of a fire extinguisher as determined below:

e Mechanical parts of all fire extinguishers

e Extinguishing agent of cartridge- or cylinder-operated dry chemical, stored-
pressure, loaded stream, and pump tank fire extinguishers.

e Expelling means of all fire extinguishers

e Seals or Tamper Indicators: At the time of the maintenance, the tamper seal of
rechargeable fire extinguishers shall be removed by operating the pull pin or
locking device. After applicable maintenance procedures are completed, a new
tamper seal shall be installed.

Provide immediate repair or replacement of defective parts, including replacement wall hooks
and vehicle brackets.

Maintenance Recordkeeping: Each fire extinguisher shall tag or label securely attached that
indicates the month and year the maintenance was performed and that identifies the person
performing the service.

Recharging: Contractor shall recharge any rechargeable-type fire extinguisher after any use or
as indicated by an inspection or when performing maintenance. When performing the
recharging, the recommendation of the manufacturer shall be followed.

Hydrostatic Testing: At intervals not exceeding 12 years, the Contractor shall hydrostatically
retest all rechargeable fire extinguishers. The hydrostatic rest shall be conducted within the
calendar year of the specified test interval. In no case shall an extinguisher be recharged if it is
beyond its specified rest date. Nonrechargeable fire extinguishers shall not be hydrostatically
tested but shall be removed from service at a maximum interval of 12 years from the date of
manufacturer.

A hydrostatic test shall always include both an internal and external visual examination of the
cylinder.

Hydrostatic testing shall be performed by persons trained in pressure testing procedures and
safeguard s who have suitable testing equipment, facilities, and appropriate servicing manuals





available. Hydro-static testing must be performed by technicians certified by the Seattle Fire
Departments Certification Unit to test and evaluated low and high pressure systems.

The Contractor shall maintain a permanent record for each cylinder tested.

Skagit Facilities: This contract requires services at remote locations, specifically including but
not limited to the Seattle City Light Skagit hydro facility. Provide service, repair, inspection,
and annual maintenance of Fixed CO2, Halon High and Low Pressure Installation at the Skagit
Facilities and other related services when requested.

High/Low C02 Systems: Carbon dioxide and fixed halogen systems including various types
of systems to protect generators, as well as some for City vessels. Inspect and recertify any
fixed High/Low Co2, Halon and Clean Agent Systems. Provide emergency repair and
upgrades as required to keep the CO2, Halon, and Clean Agent. Suppression System in good
working condition and under current certification. Provide documentation of specifics of CO2,
Halon, and Clean Agent Fire Suppression Systems, operation, equipment, function, Serial
Numbers, and facility responsibility for checking equipment.

Additional Systems: provide service, annual inspection, hydrostatic testing and recharging,
maintenance and repairs for other City fire protection systems, including:

e Fixed CO2 Marine System for city-owned vessels including pneumatic simulated
discharge testing with a 500 pound and 1000 pound capacities;

e  Wet chemical systems for kitchen range-hoods. Includes max 12 fusible links;

e  Annual fire hose pressure testing at job site, for 50 and/or 100’ length industrial fire
hose, in accordance with NFPA 25 standards and as current.

e Fixed dry chemical systems, which range through a variety of manufacturers.

e Form deluge system for City roadway/tunnels if required by Seattle Department of
Transportation.

e A variety of fixed Pre-Engineered Suppression Systems in both facilities and aboard
City vessel(s).

Emergency Response: Provide twenty-four hour a day emergency response, with an
emergency call service and sufficient expertise and capacity to respond do any City emergency
request, and sufficient capacity to respond to requests that are on the scale of possibility given
the size of the City, the variety of systems and volume of equipment.

Compliance with Regulation: All inspections, testing and services shall be done in
accordance with all local, state and federal regulations, including but not limited to: Seattle
Fire Code, Seattle Fire Department Administration Rules, National Fire Protection Association
(NFPA) 10 Standard for Portable Fire Extinguishers that is in effect and as revised and the
NFPA 12 Standard for Fire Protection Systems, and compliance to Coast Guard requirements
and regulations appropriate for work aboard vessels.

All supplies, materials, and chemicals will be new and unused, except Halon (or alternate)
which may be reused.

Contract Start-Up: Upon contract execution, Contractor shall meet with each participating
department to coordinate contract responsibilities. The Contractor shall obtain from the
appropriate departmental representative a listing of all sites and types of equipment for each
site. The Contractor shall schedule inspections with the appropriate departmental





representative, to ensure ready access to all equipment. All equipment shall be inspected,
tested and serviced as scheduled and proper documentation shall be marked on the equipment.
Should equipment require removal from the site for any reason, the Contractor shall coordinate
with the department to ensure replacement equipment is available, if required.

10. Travel: Contractor shall travel, as needed or requested, to various City facilities including the
City’s Skagit facilities. Travel shall be at Contractor’s cost and not billed separately.

11. Service to Motorized Equipment: Service to fire extinguishers in any City of Seattle owned
motorized conveyance (i.e., automobile, boats, truck, tractor, etc.) shall be scheduled with a
representative of the City Department holding responsibility for its operation and maintenance.
Service call slips shall be provided by vendor during each service call. Service requests may be
cyclic as appropriate, supplemented with additional service requests on an as-needed basis, as
appropriate to the equipment and regulatory requirements for testing.

12. Reporting Requirements: Contractor will provide service reports to each department contact
person. Reporting shall include locations, serial number and type of extinguisher. Contractor
will provide service call slips to a designated City representative at the time of a service call.
The Contractor shall maintain a Service and Inspection log on all equipment serviced for the
duration of the contract and shall provide such logs monthly or upon request from and to the
authorized City official to whom the equipment belongs. All inspection forms shall meet the
minimum NFPA requirements that are current at the time of test, inspection or maintenance.

13. Qualifications: The City requires that all personnel will have and maintain proper certification
of all individuals working on any extinguisher or system The City may request information
from the Contractor during the course of the Contract. The City may request at any time during
the contract, proof of certifications that all personnel including subcontractors are properly
certified and/or trained.

4. Minimum Qualifications: The following are minimum qualifications and licensing
requirements that the Vendor must meet to be eligible to submit a bid. The Bid Offer Form must
clearly show compliance to these minimum qualifications. Those that are not clearly responsive to
these minimum qualifications in the opinion of the Buyer shall be rejected by the City without further
consideration:

e The Contractor must be a certified USDOT hydrostatic facility for low and high pressure systems
and provide their own RIN (Requalificaton Identification Number) number from USDOT. Bidder
must be able to self-perform in-shop hydro-static testing rather than sending the cylinder to a third
party (subcontractor) to be hydro-static tested.

e Bidder must be able to remove self contained breathing apparatus cylinder valves and properly
replace them with proper o-rings ensuring a proper seal , on steel, aluminum, carbon fiber and
composite cylinders. This shall also include oxygen cylinders that are steel and aluminum.

e Bidder must have Coast Guard certification for work on vessels.

e Bidder must be a Class A shop that performs repairs of extinguishers at their shop and on-site.





5. Special Contract Provisions

In addition to the contract, terms and conditions provided elsewhere herein, the following
shall also apply:

Contract Term: This contract shall be for five years, with a two year extension allowed at the option
of the City. Such extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect with or without written
confirmation from the City to the Successful Bidder, unless the City provides the Successful Bidder
advance notice of the intention to not renew. Such notice shall be given prior to the otherwise
automatic renewal date.

Order Desk: Successful Bidder shall provide a telephone service or “order desk™ to receive calls
from City departments for a request for service or to report a vandalized extinguisher or to provide
advice or assistance, recommendations, as regard to fire extinguishers. Access and communication with
the Successful Bidder should be available from 7:00a.m. to 5:00 p.m. all business days except City
holidays.

Warranty: Manufacturer warranty or better shall be provided for all new or refurbished extinguishers
purchased from the Successful Bidder, including labor, for less 90-days parts and labor.

Pricing: Discount rates. However, Bidder will submit actual prices and manufacturer’s discounts for
extinguishers and systems. Discount prices only may be used for future price adjustments.

Invoicing: The Successful Bidder shall submit an invoice to the appropriate department’s Accounts
Payable, with the Contract number, serial numbers, where applicable and a summary of services or
products provided. The Successful Bidder will be required to provide a method for tracking the current
“Net Distributors Current Price List,” and the discounted pricing, that can be easily tracked and verified
by the City with each invoice. This includes providing invoices to the City that specify the “Net
Distributors Current Price List,” pricing for the product. Upon request by the City, the Contractor shall
also provide access to the “Net Distributors Current Price List” in electronic and/or paper format. Such
requests may be for current catalogue pricing or for past catalogue that are within the term of the
contract.

Not a Mandatory or Guaranteed Utilization: The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.
The City may provide estimates of use or the value of prior utilization of similar contracts; such
information is for the convenience of the Vendor and does not serve as a guarantee of usage under any
contract signed as a result of this solicitation. The City reserves the right to make multiple or partial
awards, to terminate contracts under the conditions named herein, and/or to order quantities based on
the needs of the City.

Successful Bidders Usage Reports: Should the City request, within 10 business days, the
Successful Bidder shall supply to the City a usage report in the format requested by the City.
The report must be clearly titled (Company name, contact information, dates of report period).
The Successful Bidder will provide, upon a request by the City, information sorted according
to the City request, which may include: invoice specific detail or summary detail, by item
name, by the user name (the department customer placing the order), by City Department, and
date or order.

Requests for price increases shall be considered only immediately prior to a contract anniversary
period, as follows: Pricing shall be fixed and firm throughout the first two years. No later than forty-
five days prior to the second anniversary date of the contract, the Successful Bidder may submit a
written request for a price increase to the City Buyer. Thereafter, written request for price increases





shall only be considered when provided at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, and if
approved, shall take effect on the contract anniversary date.

Such requests shall demonstrate the following:

=  Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other
pricing index appropriate to the particular product herein;

= Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract;

®  (Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

= Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;

®  And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.

The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected. Failure to submit a price
request at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall result in a continuation of all
existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date. The decision to accept any
price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.

The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have
been known by either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of
both parties, in the opinion of the Buyer.

Cost Reductions: Any cost reductions to the Successful Bidder, such as rebates or “specials™, shall be
reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately. City of Seattle will not be bound by
prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract. Unless the higher price has
been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the
Successful Bidder for corrections.

Expansion Clause: Any resultant contract may be further expanded by the Buyer in writing to include
any other item normally offered by the Successful Bidder, as long as the price of such additional
products is based on the same cost/profit formula as the listed item.

Delivery of Products and Services — Idling Prohibited: Delivery of Products and Services — Idling
Prohibited: Vehicles and/or diesel fuel trucks shall not idle at the time and location of the delivery to
the City for more than five minutes. The City requires vendors to utilize practices that reduce fuel
consumption and emission discharge, including turning off trucks and vehicles during delivery of
products to the City. Exceptions to this requirement include when a vehicle is making deliveries and
associated power is necessary; when the engine is used to provide power in another device, and if
required for proper warm-up and cool-down of the engine. Specific examples include “bucket” trucks
that allow a worker to reach wires on telephone poles or tree branches for trimming; and vehicles with a
lift on the back of a truck to move products in and out of the truck. The City of Seattle has a
commitment to reduction of unnecessary fuel emissions. The City intends to improve air quality by
reducing unnecessary air pollution from idling vehicles. Limiting car and truck idling supports cleaner
air, healthier work environments, the efficient use of city resources, the public’s enjoyment of City
properties and programs, conservation of natural resources, and good stewardship practices. A reference
sheet regarding the Anti-Idling provision is attached to provide further background.

Travel and Direct Charges: If this work encompasses travel that the City has specified for
reimbursement, such costs will be explicitly identified in the specifications and/or scope of work, and
the limitations of reimbursement stated within the Contract terms and conditions shall apply.

Permits: All necessary permits required to perform work are to be supplied by the Successful Bidder at
no additional cost to the City.

Trial Period and Right to Award to Next Low Bidder: A ninety (90) day trial period shall apply to
contract(s) awarded as a result of this solicitation. During the trial period, the Successful Bidder(s)
must perform in accordance with all terms and conditions of the contract. Failure to perform during this
trial period may result in the immediate cancellation of the contract. In the event of dispute or
discrepancy as to the acceptability of product or service, the City’s decision shall prevail. The City
agrees to pay only for authorized work performed or products delivered up to the date of termination. If
the contract is terminated within the trial period, the City reserves the option to award the contract to
the next low responsive bidder by mutual agreement with such bidder. Any new award will be for the
remainder of the contract and will also be subject to this trial period.

Mandatory Seattle Business Licensing and associated taxes.

1. The Successful Bidder must obtain a Seattle Business license and have taxes due paid to date before

the Contract is signed except as exempted. All costs for any licenses and permits shall be borne by the

Successful Bidder and not charged separately to the City.

The apparent successful Bidder has the responsibility to immediately obtain the license and ensure all

City taxes are current, unless exempted by RCA and City Code.

3. Ifyou believe you are exempt, provide an explanation to the Buyer and/or confirmation by the
Revenue and Consumer Affairs Office (RCA). Foreign-owned businesses are NOT exempt.

4. Should the apparent successful Bidder (s) fail to obtain a license and/or pay taxes current in a timely
manner, the City reserves the right as necessary or appropriate to the interests of the City, to enter into
the contract and pursue compliance by all appropriate City efforts including withholding of final
invoice payments as provided for within SMC 5.45.060.

5. Questions and Assistance: The City Revenue and Consumer Affairs (RCA) is the office that issues
business licenses and enforces licensing requirements. The main phone is 206-684-8484. You may
also call Anna Pedroso (206-615-1611) or Wendy Valadez at 206-684-8509 of RCA for assistance.

Mandatory State Business Licensing and associated taxes.

Before the contract is signed, you must provide the State of Washington business license (a State “Unified
Business Identifier” known as UBI #) and a Contractors License if required. These will be required before
the contract is to be signed by the Successful Bidder. All costs for any licenses, permits and associated tax
payments due to the State as a result of licensing shall be borne by the Successful Bidder and not charged
separately to the City. Instructions and applications are at http://www.dol.wa.gov/business/file.html.
Again, note that those holding a Washington Business License (UBI#) will be required to report and pay






revenue taxes to the City. Such costs should be carefully considered by the Bidder prior to submitting their
offer.

Unless authorized by the Buyer, no other City official or City employee is empowered to speak for the City
with respect to this solicitation. Any Bidder seeking to obtain information, clarification, or interpretations from
any other City official or City employee other than the Buyer is advised that such material is used at the
Vendor’s own risk. The City will not be bound by any such information, clarification, or interpretation.

Following the bid submittal deadline, Bidders shall not contact the City Buyer or any other City employee,
except to respond to a request by the City Buyer. The Vendor may obtain status of the project on the City
website at http://www.seattle.gov/purchasing/

Contact by the vendor to obtain information regarding this acquisition from anyone other than the Buyer
may be grounds for rejection of the vendor’s Bid.

Pre-Bid Conference.

The City shall conduct an optional pre-Bid conference at the date and time on page 1, at the Seattle
Purchasing Services Office, 700 5™ Avenue, Suite 4112, Seattle. Bidders are not required to attend in order
to be eligible to submit a Bid. The purpose of the meeting is to answer questions potential Bidders may
have regarding the solicitation document and to discuss and clarify issues. This is an opportunity for
Bidders to raise concerns regarding specifications, terms, conditions, and any requirements of this
solicitation. Failure to raise concerns over any issues at this opportunity will be a consideration in any
protest filed regarding such items that were known as of this pre-bid conference.
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Questions.

Questions shall be submitted electronically to Wiley Thompson, email wiley.thompson@seattle.gov no
later than the date and time on page 1. Failure to request clarification of any inadequacy, omission, or
conflict will not relieve the Bidder of any responsibilities under this Bid or any subsequent contract. It is
the responsibility of the Bidder to assure that they received responses to the questions if any are issued.

Changes to the ITB/Addenda.

A change may be made by the City if, in the sole judgment of the City, the change will not compromise the
City’s objectives in this acquisition. A change to this ITB will be made by formal written addendum issued
by the City’s Buyer. Addenda issued by the City shall become part of this ITB specification and will be
included as part of the final Contract. It is the responsibility of the interested Vendor to assure that they
have received Addenda.

Receiving Addenda and/or Question and Answers.

The City will make efforts to provide courtesy notices, reminders, addendums and similar announcements
directly to interested Bidders. The City intends to make information available on the City website. The City

Notwithstanding efforts by the City to provide such notice to known Bidders, it remains the obligation and
responsibility of the Bidder to learn of any addenda, responses, or notices issued by the City. Such efforts
by the City to provide notice or to make it available on the website do not relieve the Vendor from the sole
obligation for learning of such material.

Bid Response Date and Location.

a) Bids must be received into the City Purchasing Offices no later than the date and time on page 1 or
as revised by Addenda.

b) Bids must be submitted in a hard-copy original. FAX and e-mail copies are not a substitute for the
hard-copy original.

¢) Responses should be in a sealed box or envelope clearly marked and addressed with the Buyer, ITB
title and number. If ITB’s are not clearly marked, the Vendor has all risks of the ITB being
misplaced and not properly delivered. The Buyer is not responsible for identifying bids submitted
that are not properly marked.

d) Mark the outside of your mailing envelope to say “ITB #0519” This is important to proper
handling of your bid!

e) The ITB response may be hand-delivered or must otherwise be received by the Buyer at the
address provided, by the submittal deadline. Delivery errors will result if you aren’t very careful to
use the proper address given your chosen delivery method.

f) The City requires one original and 2 extra copies.

g) The submitter has full responsibility to ensure the Bid arrives at the City Purchasing Office within
the deadline. The City assumes no responsibility for delays caused by the US Post Office or any
other delivery service. Postmarking by the due date will not substitute for actual receipt of
response by the date due. Bids will be opened after the due date and time. Responses arriving
after the deadline may be returned, unopened, to the Bidder, or may simply be declared non-
responsive and not subject to evaluation, or may be found to have been received in accordance
with the solicitation requirements, at the sole determination of Purchasing.

h) ITB responses shall be signed by an official authorized to legally bind the Bidder.

i) The City will consider supplemental brochures and materials. Bidders are invited to attach any
brochures or materials that will assist the City in evaluation.

Bid Opening.

The Bid shall be publicly opened by the City at the date and time specified, at the City Purchasing office.
The City requests bidders honor the City effort to safeguard pricing or proposal information until an
Intention to Award is announced. With this preference stated, the City shall continue to properly fulfill all
public disclosure requests for such information, as required by State Law. Should any bidder request
pricing information prior to City award, all bidders may be informed of such by the City.

Bid and Price Specifications.

Bidder shall specify Offer on the form provided, indicating unit prices for each item, attaching additional
pages if needed. In the case of difference between the unit pricing and the extended price, the City shall use
the unit pricing. The City may correct the extended price accordingly. Unless specified otherwise on the
Offer Form, Bidder shall quote prices with freight prepaid and allowed. Bidder shall quote prices FOB
Destination. All prices are to be in US Dollars.

Don’t mark your Offer Form with Exceptions nor add alternative boilerplate.

The City will reject bids that the Buyer finds to be taking material exception to the City specifications and
City contract. Therefore, be careful that you don’t add information or mark-up forms in a manner that may
appear to be a change or exception. Don’t take exceptions, don’t offer alternatives (unless the City
specifically requests), and don’t mark the Offer with changes to specifications or the contract. Don’t attach
your own boilerplate. Even a request to consider an exception or an attachment “for our information”
could result in rejection of your bid. This decision will be made in the sole opinion of the Buyer.





Prohibition on Advance Payments.

State law prohibits the City from paying in advance for goods and services. No request for early payment,
down payment or partial payment will be honored; payment shall be made only upon delivery of units.
Maintenance may be paid up to one year in advance provided that should the City terminate early, the
amount paid shall be reimbursed to the City on a prorated basis; all other expenses are payable net 30 days
after receipt and acceptance and satisfactory compliance.

Partial and Multiple Awards.

Unless stated to the contrary in the Scope of Work, the City reserves the right to name a partial and/or
multiple awards, in the best interest of the City. Bidders are to prepare pricing and Offers given the City’s
intention to utilize the right to a partial or multiple award, in the best interest of the City. Further, the City
may eliminate an individual line item when calculating award, in order to best meet the needs of the City, if
a particular line item is not routinely available or is a cost that exceeds the City funds.

All or None Bid.
The City will only accept Bidders who offer all services.

Equal Benefits.

1. Bidders must submit an Equal Benefits Compliance Form with their ITB response (See Attachments).
If not submitted, your bid will be rejected. If your company does not comply with Equal Benefits and
does not intend to do so, you must still submit the Form with your bid.

2. Fill out the form properly. It is essential to your standing in the evaluation process, so it is important to
understand and complete the Form properly. You may call Kathy Peterson at 206-233-7111 (the City
Equal Benefits Manager) to ensure you correctly complete the form properly before you submit your
bid. If Kathy is not available or you are not receiving a response in the time frame you require, call the
Buyer for assistance.

3. There are 6 options on the Form to pick among. They range from full compliance (Options A, B, C), to
several alternatives that require advance authorization by the City before you send in your bid (Option
D, E), to Non Compliance. Select the option that is true of your company standing at the time you send
in your bid. You are not allowed to change your answer after you submit the Form.

4. Option D and Option E are used only if you have an official waiver from the City before you submit
your bid. Waivers are issued by Kathy Peterson at 206-233-7111. You must request and receive the
waiver before you submit your bid. If Kathy is not available or you are not receiving a response in the
time frame you require, call the Buyer for assistance. If the waiver is not attached with your bid, the

Buver can change your status to non-compliance.

5. The Form provides the Buyer your declared EB status. However, the City issues the final determination
of your EB status for purposes of bid evaluation.

6. If information on your form is conflicting or not clearly supported by the documentation that the City
receives, the Buyer may reject your bid or may seek clarification to ensure the City properly classifies
your compliance.

Equal Benefits makes a significant difference in your standing as a Bidder. Here are the evaluation
steps:

7. If one or more vendors comply (having properly selected any options from A through E) then:

e  Only EB compliant vendors continue towards evaluation.
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e Any non-compliant vendor would be rejected and not evaluated. These include vendors that select
the option of “Non Compliance™ (they do not comply and do not intend to comply) or those that the
City finds Non Compliant upon review (such as those that select Option D or E and do not have a
waiver from the City to select that option, or where the form is blank, or where the bidder
worksheet proves non-compliance even if they checked a compliance option).

8. The City occasionally receives responses where every Vendor is non-compliant to EB. If every vendor
is non-compliant then:

e All bids or responses that are otherwise responsive and responsible bids will continue forward for
scoring and evaluation.

e This is used when every vendor either selects Non Compliance (that they do not comply and do not
intend to comply) or is found by the City as Non Compliant upon review.

9. The Equal Benefit requirements are established under Seattle Municipal Code 20.45.
Compliance to the Equal Benefits statements made by the Vendor is required through the
duration of the Contract. Ifthe Vendor indicates that the Vendor provides Equal Benefits, and
then discontinues during the term of the contract, this can cause contract termination and/or
Vendor debarment from future City contracts. Equal Benefits may be audited at any time prior
to contract award or during the contract. See the City website for further information:

Affirmative Efforts for Women and Minority Subcontracting.

Under SMC 20.42.010, the City finds that minority and women businesses are significantly under-
represented and have been underutilized on City Contracts. Additionally, the City does not want to enter
into agreements with businesses that discriminate in employment or the provision of services. The City
intends to provide the maximum practicable opportunity for increased participation by minority and women
owned and controlled businesses, as long as such businesses are underrepresented, and to ensure that City
contracting practices do not support discrimination in employment and services when the City procures
public works, goods, and services from the private sector. The City shall not enter into Contracts with
contractors that do not agree to use Affirmative Efforts as required under SMC Chapter 20.42 or violate any
provisions of that chapter, or those requirements given below.

1. As part of the ITB response, Proposers must fill out and submit a Vendor Questionnaire. That is
provided to Vendors in the Submittal Section at the back of this ITB. This Vendor Questionnaire will
ask the Proposer whether there is any new employment or subcontracting opportunities that will result
from award of this contract.

2. If the Vendor anticipates no new employment and no new subcontracting opportunities, the Vendor
shall simply indicate NO and proceed forward. A *“No™ response does not impact the standing of the
Vendor during the evaluation in any way.

3. Ifyes, the Vendor shall submit the requested Outreach Plan. The City shall review the Plan to ensure it
is a responsible response.

4. By submitting a Proposal, the Proposer is agreeing to the terms and conditions that require the Vendor
to take affirmative efforts to assure equality of employment. Contractors entering into Contracts shall
actively solicit the employment of women and minority group members. At the request of the City,
Contractors must furnish evidence of the Contractor's compliance, including documentation of their
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efforts to: 1) employ women and minority group members; 2) subcontract with Women and Minority
Businesses on City Contracts; and 3) compliance with non-discrimination in the provision of goods and
services.

The City may offer services and facilities to assist contractors desiring to bid on, or having been awarded a
City Contract, to comply with the equal opportunity, non-discrimination, and affirmative efforts provisions
for such Contract, and may offer information as to organizations and agencies available to assist such
contractor in recruiting, tutoring, training, or otherwise preparing potential employees and subcontractors.
Vendors are allowed to contact Bobby Forch of the City of Seattle, at 206-684-0722, notwithstanding other
instructions on communications with City employees.

Terms and conditions for affirmative efforts in subcontracting and employment are within the Contract
Terms and Conditions. Bidders should review those obligations and be aware of them as a condition of
bidding.

Prompt Payment Discount.
On the Offer form or submittal, the Bidder may state a prompt payment discount term, if the Bidder offers
one to the City. A prompt payment discount term of ten or more days will be considered for bid tabulation.

Seattle Business Tax Revenue Consideration.

SMC 20.60.106 (H) authorizes that in determining the lowest and best bidder, the City shall consider the tax
revenues derived by the City from its business and occupation or utility taxes and its sales and use taxes
from the proposed purchase. Businesses located and licensed within the Seattle City limits are eligible for
Seattle tax consideration for purposes of calculation of low bid. This shall be equivalent to a reduction of
the cost for purposes of bid evaluation only, of .019.

Taxes.

The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax (Certificate of Registry #9173 0099K exempts the City).
Washington state and local sales tax will be an added line item although taxes are not used in bid tabulation
for purposes of award.

Interlocal Purchasing Agreements.

This is for information only and consent of the Bidder, and will not be used to determine award. RCW
39.34 allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies, non profits and other political subdivisions.
Public agencies that file an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with the City of Seattle
may purchase from Contracts established by the City. The seller agrees to sell additional items at the bid
prices, terms and conditions, to other eligible governmental agencies that have such agreements with the
City. The City of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other
governmental agencies. Should the Vendor require additional pricing for such purchases, the Vendor is to
name such additional pricing upon Offer to the City.

Insurance Requirements.
See Contract Terms and Conditions.

Contract Terms and Conditions.

Bidders are to carefully review all specifications, requirements, Terms and Conditions (see Attachment #1),
insurance requirements (see Attachment #2 if any, or Contract Terms and Conditions), and other
requirements herein. Submittal of a proposal is agreement to all Terms and Conditions. All documents and
responses are considered a part of the resulting contract executed with the City. All such specifications,
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requirements, terms and conditions are mandatory and all submittals should anticipate full compliance with
no exceptions to these terms and conditions.

Effective Dates of Offer.

Offer prices and costs in Vendor submittal must remain valid until City completes award. Should any
vendor object to this condition, the vendor must provide objection through a question and/or complaint to
the Buyer prior to the bid closing date.

Taxpayer Identification Number and W-8.

Unless the apparently successful Vendor has already submitted a fully executed Taxpayer Identification
Number and Certification Request Form (W-9) to the City, the apparently successful Vendor must execute
and submit this form prior to the contract execution date.

Proprietary Bid Material.

The City requests that companies refrain from requesting public disclosure of ITB information until an
intention to award is announced, as a measure to best protect the solicitation process, particularly in the
event of a cancellation or resolicitation. With this preference stated, the City shall continue to properly
fulfill all public disclosure requests for such information as required by State Law.

Bidder should understand that any records (including but not limited to bid or proposal submittals, the
Agreement, and any other contract materials) they submit to the City become public records under
Washington State law (See RCW Chapter 42.56, the Public Disclosure Act, at
http://www].leg.wa.gov/LawsAndAgencyRules. Public records must be promptly disclosed upon request
unless a statute exempts disclosure. Exemptions from disclosure include trade secrets and valuable formulas
(See RCW 42.56.540 and RCW Ch. 19.108). However, public-disclosure exemptions are narrow and
specific. Bidders are expected to be familiar with any potentially-applicable exemptions, and the limits of
those exemptions.

Bidders are obligated to separately bind and clearly mark as “proprietary” information any proposal records
they believe are exempted from disclosure. The body of the ITB may refer to these separately-bound
records. Bidder should mark as “proprietary” only that information they believe legitimately fits within a
public-disclosure exemption. The City may reject solicitation responses that are marked proprietary in their
entirety.

If the City receives a public disclosure request for records that a Bidder has marked as “proprietary
information,” the City may notify the Bidder of this request and postpone disclosure briefly to allow the
Bidder to file a lawsuit under RCW 42.17.330 to enjoin disclosure. However, this is a courtesy of the City
and not an obligation.

The City has no obligation to assert an exemption from disclosure. If the Bidder believes that its records are
exempt from disclosure, the Bidder is obligated to seek an injunction under RCW 42.56. By submitting an
ITB the Bidder acknowledges this obligation; the Bidder also acknowledges that the City will have no
obligation or liability to the Bidder if the records are disclosed.
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Cost of Preparing Bids.

The City will not be liable for any costs incurred by the Bidder in the preparation and presentation of Bids
submitted in response to this ITB including, but not limited to, costs incurred in connection with the
Bidder’s participation in demonstrations and the pre-Bid conference.

Bidder Responsibility.

It is the Bidder responsibility to examine all specifications and conditions thoroughly, and comply fully with
specifications and all attached terms and conditions. Bidders must comply with all Federal, State, and City
laws, ordinances and rules, and meet any and all registration requirements where required for contractors as set
forth in the Washington Revised Statutes.

Changes in Bids.

Prior to the bid submittal closing date and time established for this ITB, a Bidder may make changes to its
bid provided the change is initialed and dated by the Bidder. No change to a bid shall be made after the bid
closing date and time.

Errors in Bids.

Bidders are responsible for errors and omissions in their Bids. No such error or omission shall
diminish the Bidder’s obligations to the City.

Withdrawal of Bid.

A submittal may be withdrawn by written request of the submitter, prior to bid closing. After the closing
date and time, the submittal may be withdrawn only with permission by the City.

Rejection of Bids and Rights of Award.

The City reserves the right to reject any or all Bids at any time with no penalty. The City also has the right
to waive immaterial defects and minor irregularities in any submitted Bid.

Incorporation of ITB and Bid in Contract.

This ITB and the Bidder’s response, including all promises, warranties, commitments, and representations
made in the successful Bid, shall be binding and incorporated by reference in the City’s contract with the
Vendor.

No Gifts and Gratuities.

The Seattle Ethics Code provides rules about employee work activities, business relationships, and the use
of City resources. City Purchasing requires that Bidders who contract with City Purchasing, or are
interested in pursuing a purchasing contract, comply with standards to support the City Ethics Code. Bidder
shall not directly or indirectly offer gifts and resources to any person employed by the City that is intended,
or may be reasonably intended, to benefit the Bidder by way of award, administration, or in any other way
to influence purchasing decisions of the City. This includes but is not limited to, City Purchasing office
employees and City employees that do business with, order, purchase or are part of decision-making for
business, contract or purchase decisions. The Bidder shall not offer meals, gifts, gratuities, loans, trips,
favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work, or anything of economic value to any such City
employees. This does not prohibit distribution of promotional items that are less than $25 when provided as
part of routine business activity such as trade shows.

It is also unlawful for anyone to offer another such items, to influence or cause them to refrain from
submitting a bid.
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Bidders must strictly adhere to the statutes and ordinances for ethics in contracting and purchasing,
including RCW 42.23 (Code of Ethics for Municipal Officers) and RCW 42.52 (Ethics in Public Service).
This is applicable to any business practice, whether a contract, solicitation or activity related to City
business.

Involvement of Former City Employees.

Upon receipt of a notice of intention to award, Successful Bidder shall promptly notify the City in writing
of any person who is expected to perform any of the Work and who, during the twelve months immediately
prior to the expected start of such work, was a City official, officer or employee. Bidder shall ensure that
no Work related to this contract is performed by such person, to the extent that such work is disallowed by
the City.

No Conflict of Interest.

Bidder confirms that Bidder does not have a business interest or a close family relationship with any City
official, officer or employee who was, is, or will be involved in selection, negotiation, drafting, signing,
administration or evaluating Vendor performance. Should any such relationship exist, Successful Bidder
shall notify the Buyer in writing, and the City shall make sole determination as to compliance.

Protests and Complaints.

The City has rules to govern the rights and obligations of interested parties that desire to submit a complaint
or protest to this ITB process. Please see the City website at http://www.seattle.gov/purchasing/ for these
rules. Interested parties have the obligation to be aware of and understand these rules, and to seek

Vendors that do not submit
the EB Declaration within their bid are subject to rejection as indicated in the instructions provided
previously herein.

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7. Evaluation Process.

The City shall select the lowest responsive and responsible bidder(s), and may consider multiple awards
or partial awards to achieve the best overall price to the City.

Responsiveness and Responsibility: Purchasing Services shall review submittals as necessary for
determination of the lowest responsive and responsible bidder. Determinations of responsiveness and
responsibility may be made upon initial review of submittals or at any time prior to contract award, and
may be determined of all Bidders or made only as needed to determine the lowest responsive and
responsible Bidder for purposes of award.

Responsibility Analysis:

The City will award to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder. There are two elements of
responsibility that the City will consider prior to award of the contract, and that will remain active
throughout the contract. These are in addition to any other elements and considerations of
responsibility. If information is not provided to the satisfaction of the Buyer and in a prompt, timely
and comprehensive manner, the Buyer may reject the lowest responsive and otherwise responsible
bidder, and proceed to the next bidder. Responsibility shall be a decision that is made in the sole
opinion of the City.

1. In assessing the responsibility of the lowest responsive bidder, the City may request the bidder
provide additional information about capacity of the Bidder, including but not limited to:

e Past experience on similar contracts;

® Successful management of contracts of a similar size and scope;

e Whether company has or can access an inventory sufficient to respond to emergencies that
are of the size and scale the City of Seattle could experience;

e  Whether the company has an inventory of replacement/substitute extinguishers and parts
sufficient to respond to all City of Seattle needs, whether routine maintenance or
emergency requirements;

e Sufficient staff and/or subcontracting to properly support each component of this work

e A workforce and/or subcontractors with proper certifications;

e Sufficient legal, regulatory and technical expertise to manage extinguisher inspections,
testing and maintenance; recharging various types of extinguisher including Halon, Clean
Agent and CO2s.

e Sufficient knowledge of servicing water deluge systems, marine fixed fire systems and high
and low pressure COs systems, etc.

2. The City requires that all Contractor employees including subcontractors if any, working on
any City extinguisher or system, shall have and maintain proper certifications. The City may
request prior to contract signature and/or at any time during the contract, proof of such
certifications.

Specifications: The City will evaluate each Bidder’s compliance with the specifications and other bid
requirements set forth in the ITB, and shall make determinations of “or equal” alternates prior to
calculation of bidders.

Discounts: Any discounts for Seattle Business address and/or for prompt payment discounts, shall be
reviewed for acceptance and shall be calculated into the bidder’s response for purposes of evaluation.
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Pricing: Items on price sheets shall then be calculated for purposes of award. Pricing will be weighted
based by grand totals for the costs of each service type, instead of using an extended total based upon
specific number of units.

e Grand Total for inspection, maintenance, repair of basic extinguishers shall be given 30%
weight.

e Grand Total for inspection, maintenance, repair of dry chemical extinguishers shall be given
50% weight.

e Grand Total for Replacement Extinguisher Costs shall be given 10% weight.
e Grand Total for Fire Protection System shall be given 10% weight.
Grand Totals will be weighted as above to calculate the low bidder.

In the event of an error in math, unit pricing will be considered the correct price and will be used. For
businesses within the Seattle City limits, the scoring of cost proposals for purposes of evaluation only,
the City will calculate and reduce the pricing submitted, by applying any prompt payment discounts
and/or any Seattle business tax revenues (.019%) for purposes of cost evaluation only.

Substantially Equivalent Scores: Should calculation of the lowest responsive and responsible bids
result in two bidders that are tied, the City shall award the contract to the bidder whose offer is
deemed to be in the best interest of this project using that method or consideration considered most
appropriate by the City.
