Purpose:

ND AND PURPOSE

The City of Seattle is seeking bidders for inspection, testing, maintenance and replacement, of City
of Seattle on-site portable fire extinguisher, fire protection systems and technical assistance, as
needed. This includes systems and extinguishers in City facilities and aboard City vessels. The
City intends to select the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, and enter into a five-year
contract with the option to renew for an additional 2-year term.

Extinguisher and System types includes:

e Fire extinguishers

e High/Low CO2 Systems, Halon and Clean Agent Systems.

e Fixed CO2 Marine System for city-owned vessels including pneumatic simulated
discharge testing with a 500 pound and 1000 pound capacities;

e Wet chemical systems for kitchen range-hoods. Includes max 12 fusible links;

e Fixed dry chemical systems, which range through a variety of manufacturers.

e Foam deluge system for City roadway/tunnels if required by Seattle Department of
Transportation.

e Various fixed Pre-Engineered Suppression Systems in both facilities and aboard City
vessel(s).

The City’s current contract will expire the end of March, 2012. Over the past five years, (since
March 2007), the City spent approximately $400,000 on a variety of extinguisher products and
services.

Portable Fire Extinguishers: Inspect, test, maintain, repair and replace as needed, all City of
Seattle fire extinguishers as required by NFPA current standard. The City has various sizes and
types. Provide hydrostatic testing of pressurized water, dry chemical and carbon dioxide fire
extinguishers; recharge exhausted extinguishers and conduct miscellaneous repairs as required;
replace all Halon fire extinguishers with ABC multipurpose fire extinguishers and supply appropriate
replacement wall hook or vehicle brackets as needed.

Contractor shall take immediate corrective action when an inspection of any fire extinguisher
reveals a deficiency in any of the conditions listed above.

Contractor shall keep a record on a tag or label attached to the fire extinguisher that provides a
permanent record of each inspection.

Maintenance: Contractor shall perform maintenance on fire extinguishers at intervals of not more
than once a year, providing the appropriate one year, five year, six year and/or twelve (12) year
maintenance services in accordance with Seattle Fire Department and National Fire Protection
Association Standards for portable fire extinguishers.

Contractor shall replace fire extinguishers removed from service for maintenance with a fire
extinguisher suitable for the type of hazard being protected, and shall be of at least equal rating.
These can be pulled from the available inventory of serviceable spares.

Contractor's maintenance procedures shall include a thorough examination of the basic elements of
a fire extinguisher as determined below:

* Mechanical parts of all fire extinguishers

* Seals or Tamper Indicators: At the time of the maintenance, the tamper seal of rechargeable
fire extinguishers shall be removed by operating the pull pin or locking device.

Provide immediate repair or replacement of d=fective parts, including replacement wall hooks and
vehicle brackets.





Maintenance Recordkeeping: Each fire extinguisher shall tag or label securely attached that
indicates the month and year the maintenance was performed and that identifies the person
performing the service.

Recharging: Contractor shall recharge any rechargeable-type fire extinguisher after any use or as
indicated by an inspection or when performing maintenance. When performing the recharging, the
recommendation of the manufacturer shall be followed.

Hydrostatic Testing: At intervals not exceeding 12 years, the Contractor shall hydrostatically
retest all rechargeable fire extinguishers. The hydrostatic rest shall be conducted within the
calendar year of the specified test interval. In no case shall an extinguisher be recharged if it is
beyond its specified rest date.

A hydrostatic test shall always include both an internal and external visual examination of the
cylinder. '

Hydrostatic testing shall be performed by persons trained in pressure testing procedures and
safeguard s who have suitable testing equipment, facilities, and appropriate servicing manuals
available. Hydro-static testing must be performed by technicians certified by the Seattle Fire
Departments Certification Unit to test and evaluated low and high pressure systems.

The Contractor shall maintain a permanent record for each cylinder tested.

1. Skagit Facilities: This contract requires services at remote locations, specifically including
but not limited to the Seattle City Light Skagit hydro facility. Provide service, repair,
inspection, and annual maintenance of Fixed CO2, Halon High and Low Pressure
Installation at the Skagit Facilities and other related services when requested.

2. High/Low C02 Systems: Carbon dioxide and fixed halogen systems including various
types of systems to protect generators, as well as some for City vessels. Inspect and
recertify any fixed High/Low Co2, Halon and Clean Agent Systems. Provide emergency
repair and upgrades as required to keep the CO2, Halon, and Clean Agent. Suppression
System in good working condition and under current certification. Provide documentation of
specifics of CO2, Halon, and Clean Agent Fire Suppression Systems, operation, equipment,
function, Serial Numbers, and facility responsibility for checking equipment.

3. Additional Systems: Provide service, annual inspection, hydrostatic testing and
recharging, maintenance and repairs for other City fire protection systems, including:

o Fixed CO2 Marine System for city-owned vessels including pneumatic simulated
discharge testing with a 500 pound and 1000 pound capacities;

¢ Wet chemical systems for kitchen range-hoods. Includes max 12 fusible links:

¢ Annual fire hose pressure testing at job site, for 50" and/or 100’ length industrial fire
hose, in accordance with NFPA 25 standards and as current.

e Fixed dry chemical systems, which range through a variety of manufacturers.

¢ Form deluge system for City roadway/tunnels if required by Seattle Department of
Transportation.

e A variety of fixed Pre-Engineered Suppression Systems in both facilities and aboard
City vessel(s).
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Emergency Response: Provide 24x7 emergency response, with an

emergency call service and sufficient expertise and capacity to respond to any City
emergency request, and sufficient capacity to respond to requests that are on the scale of
possibility given the size of the City, the variety of systems and volume of equipment.

Compliance with Regulation: All inspections, testing and services shall be done in
accordance with all local, state and federal regulations, including but not limited to: Seattle
Fire Code, Seattle Fire Department Administration Rules, National Fire Protection
Association (NFPA) 10 Standard for Portable Fire Extinguishers that is in effect and as
revised and the NFPA 12 Standard for Fire Protection Systems, and compliance to Coast
Guard requirements and regulations appropriate for work aboard vessels.

All supplies, materials, and chemicals will be new and unused, except Halon (or alternate)
which may be reused.

Contract Start-Up: Upon contract execution, Contractor shall meet with each participating
department to coordinate contract responsibilities. The Contractor shall obtain from the
appropriate departmental representative a listing of all sites and types of equipment for each
site. The Contractor shall schedule inspections with the appropriate departmental
representative, to ensure ready access to all equipment. All equipment shall be inspected,
tested and serviced as scheduled and proper documentation shall be marked on the
equipment. Should equipment require removal from the site for any reason, the Contractor
shall coordinate with the department to ensure replacement equipment is available, if
required.

Travel: Contractor shall travel, as needed or requested, to various City facilities including
the City’'s Skagit facilities. Travel shall be at Contractor’s cost and not billed separately.

Service to Motorized Equipment: Service to fire extinguishers in any City of Seattle
owned motorized conveyance (i.e., automobile, boats, truck, tractor, etc.) shall be scheduled
with a representative of the City Department holding responsibility for its operation and
maintenance. Service call slips shall be provided by vendor during each service call.
Service requests may be cyclic as appropriate, supplemented with additional service
requests on an as-needed basis, as appropriate to the equipment and regulatory
requirements for testing.

Reporting Requirements: Contractor will provide service reports to each department
contact person. Reporting shall include locations, serial number and type of extinguisher.
Contractor will provide service call slips to a designated City representative at the time of a
service call. The Contractor shall maintain a Service and Inspection log on all equipment
serviced for the duration of the contract and shall provide such logs monthly or upon request
from and to the authorized City official to whom the equipment belongs. All inspection forms
shall meet the minimum NFPA requirements that are current at the time of test, inspection or
maintenance.

Qualifications: The City requires that all personnel will have and maintain proper
certification of all individuals working on any extinguisher or system The City may request
information from the Contractor during the course of the Contract. The City may request at
any time during the contract, proof of certifications that all personnel including
subcontractors are properly certified and/or trained.





SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Contract Term: This contract shall be for five years, with a two year extension allowed at the
option of the City. Such extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect with or without
written confirmation from the City to the Successful Bidder, unless the City provides the Successful
Bidder advance notice of the intention to not renew. Such notice shall be given prior to the
otherwise automatic renewal date.

No Guaranteed Utilization: The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract. The solicitation
may provide estimates of utilization; such information is for the convenience of the Vendor and does
not serve as a guarantee of usage. The City reserves the right to multiple or partial awards, to
terminate contracts, and/or to order varying quantities based on City needs. The City reserves the
right to use other appropriate contract sources to obtain these products or services, such as State
of Washington Contracts. The City may also periodically resolicit for new additions to the Vendor
pool, to invite additional Vendors to submit bids or proposals for award. Use of such supplemental
contracts does not limit the right of the City to terminate existing contracts for convenience or
cause.

Expansion Clause: Any resultant contract or Purchase Order may be expanded as allowed below.
A modification may be considered per the criteria and procedures below, for any ongoing Blanket
Contract that has not yet expired. Likewise, a one-time Purchase Order may be modified if the bid
reserved the right for additional orders to be placed within a specified period of time, or if the project
or body of work associated with a Purchase Order is still active. Such modifications must be
mutually agreed. The only person authorized to make such agreements on behalf of the City is the
Buyer from the City Purchasing Division (Department of Finance and Administrative Services). No
other City employee is authorized to make such written notices. Expansions must be issued in
writing from the City Buyer in a formal notice. The Buyer will ensure the expansion meets the
following criteria collectively: (a) it could not be separately bid, (b) the change is for a reasonable
purpose, (c) the change was not reasonably known to either the City or vendors at time of bid or
else was mentioned as a possibility in the bid (such as a change in environmental regulation or
other law); (d) the change is not significant enough to be reasonably regarded as an independent
body of work; (e) the change could not have attracted a different field of competition; and (f) the
change does not vary the essential identity or main purpose of the contract. The Buyer shall make
this determination, and may make exceptions for immaterial changes, emergency or sole source
conditions, or for other situations as required in the opinion of the Buyer.

Note that certain changes are not considered an expansion of scope, including an increase in
quantities ordered, the exercise of options and alternates in the bid, or ordering of work originally
identified within the originating solicitation. If such changes are approved, changes are conducted
as a written order issued by the City Purchasing Buyer in writing to the Vendor.

Limits of Sales to Authorized Products and Services: Contractor has responsibility to limit sales to those
products or services authorized within the contract, as authorized by changes and amendments or stated
within the original contract scope. The Contractor is responsible for refusing orders that are not properly
authorized by the contract or through other proper Purchase Orders issued by authorized persons from the
City. If the Contractor has consistent sales of unauthorized products or services, the City reserves the right to
use any of the following: terminate the contract in accordance with termination provisions, place the
Contractor payments on “hold” for all incoming invoices while the City determines which are authorized items
eligible for payment, and/or refuse certain invoices that contain non-authorized items.

Vendor Usage Reports: The City may request that the Vendor provide reports of purchases made by the
City during the contract term. Within 10 business days of a request, the Vendor will supply the City a report in
the requested format. The report must be clearly titled (Company name, contact information, dates of report
period). The Vendor will provide, upon a request by the City, information sorted according to the City
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request, which may include: invoice specific detail or summary detail, by item name, by the user name (the
department customer placing the order), by City Department, and date of order.

Trial Period and Right to Award to Next Low Vendor: A ninety (90) day trial period shall apply to
contract(s) awarded as a result of this solicitation. During the trial period, the vendor(s) must perform in
accordance with all terms and conditions of the contract. Failure to perform during this trial period may result
in the immediate cancellation of the contract. In the event of dispute or discrepancy as to the acceptability of
product or service, the City's decision shall prevail. The City agrees to pay only for authorized orders
received up to the date of termination. If the contract is terminated within the trial period, the City reserves the
option to award the contract to the next low responsive Vendor by mutual agreement with such Vendor. Any
new award will be for the remainder of the contract and will also be subject to this trial period.

Schedule, Orders, Delivery

Order Desk: The winning vendor shall provide a telephone service or “order desk” to receive calls from City
departments for advice or assistance, recommendations on products, parts, and repairs, and for receiving and
processing of phone orders. The Order Desk shall be available from 7:00a.m. to 5:00 p.m. all business days
except City holidays. If your standard operating hours are otherwise, notify the solicitation Coordinator.
Depending on the operating needs of the Department, hours that are similar to, but not exactly the same as
the 7-5 schedule may be accepted by the City as material compliance to this requirement.

Adequate Inventory and Response Times: The vendor shall provide five (5) business days’ response time
and delivery for most new orders placed by the City. Vendor will maintain adequate inventory to stock and
provide same-day response on the most frequently ordered items, allowing City employees to purchase
products or parts at the Vendor location within the same-day of placing the order.

The Vendor shall provide a delivery service that will be available for routine orders. The Vendor will pick up
or deliver products to the City location specified. There will not be an additional charge for delivery, unless
specified in the Bid.

No Minimum Order: There is no minimum order size for this contract.

* Warranty: The Vendor shall warrant all materials and workmanship delivered under any resulting contract to
be free from defects, damage or failure for any reason whatsoever which the City may reasonably determine
* is the responsibility of the Vendor, for a minimum of ninety (90) days after the date of final acceptance and
= without cost to the City for labor, materials, parts, installation or any other costs except where longer periods
+ of warranty of guarantees are specified.

Right to Replace Products & Product Discontinuance: In the event the manufacturer discontinues or
replaces a product, Vendor may request the City substitute a new product or model on the contract. The City
may allow the Vendor to provide a substitute product, upon confirmation that the product has been
discontinued. Pricing for such a product replacement or substitute must be the same discount rate as
provided to the City on the original product.

Cancellation of Orders: The City may cancel an order before delivery without penalty or charge, providing
that the Vendor has not incurred any special production costs such as custom fabrication in fulfilling the order.
If the City cancels the order after production has begun for a non-standard or custom order, then the Vendor
may charge the customer reasonable expenses incurred up until the date of the cancellation, that cannot be
reasonably avoided or offset by the Vendor, not in any event to exceed 10% of the total value of the order.

Returns and Restocking:

= Vendor Error: No restocking charge for items ordered due to Vendor error. Vendor pays all shipping
costs.

= Standard Stock items: No restocking fee applies if new, unused, in original packaging and shipped back
within 30 days of receipt by the City. Customer pays the shipping cost.

= Non-Standard or Custom items: Item(s) may be returned if new, unused, in original packaging and
shipped back within 30 days of receipt. If the City cancels the order after production has begun for a non-
standard or custom order, then the Vendor may charge the customer reasonable expenses incurred up until
the date of the cancellation, that cannot be reasonably avoided or offset by the Vendor, not in any event to
exceed 10% of the total value of the order.
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" Fabricated Items: Items that are custom engineered and fabricated to design specifications may be
returned under the terms negotiated between the parties upon request of the City. '

® Failure to perform: If Vendor has presented a particular product as suitable and fit for the purpose
described by the City herein or upon order by the City, and the product fails to perform as advised and/or
specified, that shall be defined as a Vendor error. No restocking charge shall be charged to the City. Further,
if such fitness could not have been determined until the product had been in use, the City may return the
product opened and used within 30 days of receipt without penalty or charges due to the City.

Pricing and Invoicing

Prohibition on Advance Payments The City does not accept requests for early payment, down payment or
partial payment, unless the Bid or Proposal Submittal specifically allows such pre-payment proposals or
alternates within the bid process. Maintenance subscriptions may be paid up to one year in advance provided
that should the City terminate early, the amount paid shall be reimbursed to the City on a prorated basis; all
other expenses are payable net 30 days after receipt and acceptance of satisfactory compliance.

Rates and Prices: Pricing shall be prepared with the following terms. These are in addition to annual
Prevailing Wage adjustments instructions when required that are specified elsewhere within this solicitation.
The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by
either party at the time of bid or other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, as determined in the
opinion of the Buyer.

Such changes (whether increases or decreases) may only be issued by the City Purchasing Buyer
(Department of Finance and Administrative Services). No other individual or City Department is authorized to
approve such modifications. Changes shall be issued in writing by the City Purchasing Buyer. Absent a
written contract document, such changes shall not be considered effective. The Change Order shall not
require joint signature, and implies concurrence unless the vendor rejects in writing immediately upon receipt
of such a Change Order.

Requests for Price Decreases: Vendors can offer volume discounts or improved pricing that is more
favorable to the City at any time, when a specific order is placed or when a long-term change in costs allows
the vendor to offer a permanent change to the contract prices. Requests that reduce pricing charged to the
City may be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer at any time during the contract period. Such price
reductions should use the same pricing structure as the original contract (i.e. discounts below list, mark-up
above, fixed price, or hourly rates). The City may likewise initiate a request to the vendor for price reductions,
subject to mutual agreement of the vendor.

Requests for Price Increases must be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer in accordance to the rules
below. No other employee may accept a rate increase request on behalf of the City. Any invoice that is sent
to the City with pricing above that specified by the City in writing within this Contract or specified within an
official written change issued by City Purchasing to this contract, shall be invalid. Payment of an erroneous
invoice does not constitute acceptance of the erroneous pricing, and the City would seek reimbursement of
the overpayment or would withhold such overpayment from future invoices.

1. Discount from Manufacturer List Pricing: The City will not accept requests to change discount
rates below Manufacturer List prices or mark-up above wholesale, except for those that are more favorable to
the City than the original contract. As manufacturer list prices change, the net price to the City will
automatically change in the same percentage as the discount rate to the City.

2. Hourly Rates or Service Pricing: For multi-year contracts that provide services. The vendor may
submit a price reduction that implements a lower and more favorable cost to the City at anytime during the
contract. Vendor requests for rate increases must be no sooner than two years after contract signature, are at
the discretion of the Buyer; and must be:

* The direct result of increases to wage rates and do not exceed the CPI index or other appropriate service
rate index agreed upon between the Buyer and the Vendor.

® Incurred after contract commencement date.

® Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.
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®  Clearly identify the service titles and the hours of service performed if specified within the contract and the
before and after wage rates for such titles.

= Be filed with Buyer a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.

= Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase.

®  The United States published indices such as the Consumer Price Index or other government data may be
referenced to help substantiate the Vendor's documentation. A link to the CPl Data is available at
http://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.ijsp?survey=wp.

®  The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the
adjustment.

®*  Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology

3 Fixed Product Pricing: For product and supply contracts that provide on-going, multiple year
supply. The Vendor may submit notice of a price reduction that provides more favorable and lower prices to
the City, at any time during the contract. Requests by the Vendor to increase pricing shall be no sooner than
two years after the execution of the contract, are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must also be:

® The direct result of increases at the manufacturer's level (or if Vendor is a supplier of a raw material
delivered directly to the City such as cement or soil, the increase must be verified at the supplier level).

® |ncurred after contract commencement date.

= Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.

= Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase.

= Be filed with Buyer a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.

= Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase.

= The United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index or other government data may be
referenced to help substantiate the Vendor's documentation. A link to the PPl Commodity Data is available at
http://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.jsp?survey=wp.

®= The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the
adjustment.

= Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology.

The City will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract. Unless
the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and
returned to the Vendor for corrections.

Catalogue and Manufacturer List Pricing: Upon request by the City, the Vendor shall also provide access
to the "Manufacturer's Current Price List" in electronic and/or paper format. Such requests may be for current
catalogue pricing or for past catalogue that are within the term of the contract.

Invoicing: The Successful Bidder shall submit an invoice to the appropriate department’s Accounts Payable,
with the Contract number, serial numbers, where applicable and a summary of services or products provided.
The Successful Bidder will be required to provide a method for tracking the current “Net Distributors Current
Price List,” and the discounted pricing, that can be easily tracked and verified by the City with each invoice.
This includes providing invoices to the City that specify the "Net Distributors Current Price List,” pricing for the
product. Upon request by the City, the Contractor shall also provide access to the “Net Distributors Current
Price List” in electronic and/or paper format. Such requests may be for current catalogue pricing or for past
catalogue that are within the term of the contract.

Environmental Specifications

Paper and Paper Product Requirements: To promote and encourage environmentally sustainable
practices for companies doing business with the City, the City requests vendors under City contract use
environmentally preferable products in production of City work products.

. The City desires the use of 100% PCF (post consumer recycled content, chlorine-free) paper to
encourage environmentally preferable practices for City business. Such paper is available at City contract
prices from Complete Office at 206-628-0059 or Keeney's Office Supplies. Note - Keeney’s is a Women
Owned Firm and may be noted on your Inclusion Plan.

. The City prohibits plastic or vinyl binders. The City prefers 100% recycled stock Binders. “Rebinders”
are a product that fit this requirement and are available at City contract prices from Complete Office at 206-
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628-0059 or Keeney's Office Supplies at 425-285-0541. Please do not use binders or plastic folders, unless
essential. Note - Keeney's is a Women Owned Firm and may be noted on your Inclusion Plan.

n Contractors are to duplex all materials that are prepared for the City under this Contract, whether
such materials are printed or copied, except when impracticable to do so due to the nature of the product
being produced. This directive is executed under the Mayor's Executive Order, issued February 13, 2005.

Delivery of Products and Services — Idling Prohibited: Vehicles and/or diesel fuel trucks shall not idle at
the time and location of the delivery to the City for more than five minutes. The City requires vendors to utilize
practices that reduce fuel consumption and emission discharge, including turning off trucks and vehicles
during delivery of products to the City. Exceptions to this requirement include when a vehicle is making
aeliveries and associated power is necessary; when the engine is used to provide power in another device,
and if required for proper warm-up and cool-down of the engine. Specific examples include “bucket” trucks
that allow a worker to reach wires on telephone poles or tree branches for trimming; and vehicles with a lift on
the back of a truck to move products in and out of the truck. The City of Seattle has a commitment to
reduction of unnecessary fuel emissions. The City intends to improve air quality by reducing unnecessary air
pollution from idling vehicles. Limiting car and truck idling supports cleaner air, healthier work environments,
the efficient use of city resources, the public's enjoyment of City properties and programs, conservation of
natural resources, and good stewardship practices. A reference sheet regarding the Anti-ldling provision is
attached to provide further background.

Bids are not rejected for failure to register, however, if you win a contract and have not registered, you will be
required to place yourself, or you will be added into the system. Women and minority owned firms are asked
to self-identify. If you need assistance, please call 206-684-0444.

Failure to raise concerns
over any issues at this opportunity will be a consideration in any protest filed regarding such items that were
known as of this pre-bid conference.

Questions

Questions are to be submitted to the Buyer no later than the date and time on page 1, in order to allow
sufficient time for the City Buyer to consider the question before the bids or proposals are due. The City
prefers such questions to be through e-mail directed to the City Buyer e-mail address. Failure to request
clarification of any inadequacy, omission, or conflict will not relieve the Vendor of any responsibilities under
this Bid or any subsequent contract. It is the responsibility of the Vendor to assure that they received
responses to the questions if any are issued.

Changes to the ITB/Addenda

A change may be made by the City if, in the sole judgment of the City, the change will not compromise the
City's objectives in this acquisition. A change to this ITB will be made by formal written addendum issued by
the City’s Buyer. Addenda issued by the City shall become part of this ITB specification and will be included
as part of the final Contract. It is the responsibility of the interested Vendor to assure that they have received
Addenda.

Receiving Addenda and/or Question and Answers

The City Buyer will make efforts to provide you notice, either through the RSS Feed or e-mail notices that
changes or addendums have been posted on our website. Notwithstanding efforts by the City, it remains the
obligation and responsibility of the Vendor to learn of any addendums, responses, or notices issued by the
City. Such efforts by the City to provide notice or to make it available on the website do not relieve the
Vendor from the sole obligation for learning of such material.

Some third-party services independently post City of Seattle bids on their websites. The City does not
guarantee that such services have accurately provided bidders with all information particularly Addendums or
changes to bid date/time.

All Bids sent to the City shall be considered compliant to all Addendums, with or without specific confirmation
from the Bidder that the Addendum was received and incorporated. However, the Buyer can reject the Bid if
it does not reasonably appear to have incorporated the Addendum. The Buyer could decide that the Bidder
did incorporate the Addendum information, or could determine that the Bidder failed to incorporate the
Addendum changes and that the changes were material so that the Buyer must reject the Offer, or the Buyer
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may determine that the Bidder failed to incorporate the Addendum changes but that the changes were not
material and therefore the Bid may continue to be accepted by the Buyer.

Submittal Requirements
This section details City procedures for submittal.

1. Number all pages sequentially. The format should follow closely that requested in this ITB.

2. The City may designate page limits for certain sections of the response. Any pages that exceed the
page limit will be excised from the document for purposes of evaluation.

3. Proposers have full responsibility to ensure the response arrives at the City within the deadline. A late
submittal may be rejected, unless the lateness is waived as immaterial by the City Purchasing and
Contracting Services Director, given specific fact-based circumstances. Late responses may be
returned unopened to the submitting firm; or PCSD may accept the package and make a
determination as to lateness.

4, The response should be in an 8 1/2" by 11" format. Non-recyclable materials are strongly
discouraged. Proposers are encouraged to “double side”. If there are page limitations, one side of a
printed page is considered one page.

5. NOTE: The City will not accept Fax and CD copies as an alternative to the paper or electronic e-mail
copy submittal. If a CD or fax version is delivered to the City, the paper or electronic e-mail copy will
be the only official version accepted by the City.

Late Submittals:

The submitter has full responsibility to ensure the response arrives at City Purchasing within the deadline. A
submittal after the time fixed for receipt will not be accepted unless the lateness is waived by the City as
immaterial based upon a specific fact-based review. Responses arriving after the deadline may be returned
unopened to the Vendor, or the City may accept the package and make a determination as to lateness.

Electronic Copy Submittal:

In lieu of an official paper copy, bidders may submit their bid documents via an e-mail process described
below with all other bid requirements remaining the same. The City will use a secure mailbox to receive and
protect bids for a sealed opening at the designated date and time.

Any risks associated with the electronic transmission of the bid submittal are borne by the  Bidder.

If the bidder also submits a paper-copy, the City will determine which form takes precedence in the
event of discrepancies.

The City intends to send a confirming e-mail in reply. However, a bidder may also call
206-684-0444 to confirm that there bid has been received by the City.

Bid Opening
The Bid shall be publicly opened by the City at the date -and time specified, at the City Purchasing office.

Bid and Price Specifications

Vendor shall provide Offer on forms provided by the City, indicating unit prices for each item, attaching
additional pages if needed. In the case of difference between the unit pricing and the extended price, the City
shall use the unit pricing. The City may correct the extended price accordingly. Unless specified otherwise
on the Offer Form, Vendor shall quote prices with freight prepaid and allowed. Vendor shall quote prices FOB
Destination. All prices are to be in US Dollars.
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Do Not Submit Extra Comments, Explanations, Information or Changes

The City will reject bids that the Buyer finds to be taking material exception to the City specifications and City
contract. Therefore, be careful that you do not add information or explanations on your Offer form. Do not
take exceptions, do not offer alternatives (unless the City specifically requests), and do not mark the Offer
with changes to specifications or the contract. Don't attach your own boilerplate. Even adding an
explanation about your pricing could result in rejection of your bid. This decision will be made in the sole
opinion of the Buyer. If the Offer Form doesn't seem to adequately address your concern or clarification, call
the Buyer for direction.

Partial and Multiple Awards

Unless stated to the contrary in the Scope of Work, the City reserves the right to name a partial and/or
multiple awards, in the best interest of the City. Vendors are to prepare pricing and Offers given the City's
intention to utilize the right to a partial or multiple award, in the best interest of the City. Further, the City may
eliminate an individual line item when calculating award, in order to best meet the needs of the City, if a
particular line item is not routinely available or is a cost that exceeds the City funds.

Prompt Payment Discount
On the Offer form or submittal, the Vendor may state a prompt payment discount term, if the Vendor offers
one to the City. A prompt payment discount term of ten or more days will be considered for bid tabulation.

Taxes

The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax (Certificate of Registry #9173 0099K exempts the City).
Washington state and local sales tax will be an added line item although taxes are not used in bid tabulation
for award.

Interlocal Purchasing Agreements

This is for information only and consent of the Vendor, and will not be used to determine award. RCW 39.34
allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies, non profits and other political subdivisions. Public
agencies that file an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with the City of Seattle may
purchase from Contracts established by the City. The seller agrees to sell additional items at the bid prices,
terms and conditions, to other eligible governmental agencies that have such agreements with the City. The
City of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other governmental
agencies. Should the Vendor require additional pricing for such purchases, the Vendor is to name such
additional pricing upon Offer.

Contract Terms and Conditions

Vendors are to carefully review all specifications, requirements, Terms and Conditions (see Attachment #1),
and insurance requirements. Submittal of a response is agreement to all Terms and Conditions. All
specifications, requirements, terms and conditions are mandatory and all submittals should anticipate full
compliance with no exceptions to these terms and conditions.

Incorporation of ITB and Bid in Contract

This ITB and the Vendor's response, including all promises, warranties, commitments, and representations
made in the successful Bid, shall be binding and incorporated by reference in the City's contract with the
Vendor.

Effective Dates of Offer

Offered prices in Bid must remain valid until City completes award. Should any Vendor object to this
condition, the Vendor must provide objection through a question and/or complaint to the Buyer prior to the bid
closing date.

Cost of Preparing Bids

The City will not be liable for any costs incurred by the Vendor in the preparation and presentation of Bids
submitted in response to this ITB including, but not limited to, costs incurred in connection with the Vendor's
participation in demonstrations and the pre-Bid conference.
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Vendor Responsibility to Examine Documents

It is the Vendor responsibility to examine all specifications and conditions thoroughly, and comply fully with
specifications and all attached terms and conditions. Vendors must comply with all Federal, State, and City laws,
ordinances and rules, and meet any and all registration requirements where required for Vendors as set forth in
the Washington Revised Statutes. By responding to this Invitation to Bid (ITB), Bidder agrees that he/she has
read and understands all documents within this ITB package.

Vendor Responsibility to Provide Full Response _
It is the Vendor’s responsibility to provide a full and complete written response and Offer Form that does not
require interpretation or clarification by the Buyer. The Vendor is to provide all requested materials, forms
and information. The Vendor is responsible to ensure the Offer properly and accurately reflects the Vendor
specifications and offering. The City does not accept materials to supplement the bid after the bid deadline;
however this does not limit the right of the City to consider additional materials that are obtained by the City
such as references or past experience, even if such materials were not specifically submitted by the Vendor,
or to seek clarifications from the Vendor as needed by the City.

Do Not Attach Additional Materials with your Bid

Do not insert material sheets, extra product options, comments on boilerplate, supplemental or suggested
contract terms, or other similar materials unless such materials are specifically requested by the City or are
necessary to show an “or equal” product specification. Such additional materials can compromise the clarity
of your bid and result in rejection of your offer. If the materials conflict with your Offer, the City will not be
obligated to clarify or determine which has priority; the City may instead reject your bid.

Changes or Corrections to Bids

Prior to the bid submittal closing date and time established for this ITB, a Vendor may make changes to its bid
provided the change is initialed and dated by the Vendor. No change to a bid shall be made after the bid
closing date and time. Note that you cannot change, mark-up or cross-out any condition, format, provision or
term that appears on the City’'s published Offer Form. If you need to change any of your own prices or
answers that you write on the Offer Form must be made in pen, initialed, and be clear in intent. Do not use
white-out.

Errors in Bids
Vendors are responsible for errors and omissions in their Bids. No such error or omission shall diminish the
Vendor's obligations to the City.

Withdrawal of Bid
A submittal may be withdrawn by written request of the submitter, prior to bid closing. After the closing date
and time, the submittal may be withdrawn only with permission by the City.

Rejection of Bids and Rights of Award
The City reserves the right to reject any or all Bids at any time with no penalty. The City also has the right to
waive immaterial defects and minor irregularities in any submitted Bid.

Bid Disposition
All material submitted in response to this ITB shall become the property of the City upon delivery to the Buyer.

Equal Benefits

Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 20.45 (SMC 20.45) requires consideration of whether bidders provide health
and benefits that are the same or equivalent to the domestic partners of employees as to spouses of
employees, and of their dependents and family meribers. The bid package includes a “Vendor
Questionnaire” which is the mandatory form on which you make a designation about the status of such
benefits. If your company does not comply with Equal Be 1efits and does not intend to do so, you must still
supply the information on the Vendor Questionnaire. Instructions are provided at the back of the
Questionnaire.
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Women and Minority Subcontracting

The City intends to provide the maximum practicable opportunity for successful participation of minority and
women owned firms, given that such businesses are underrepresented. The City requires all Bidders agree
to SMC Chapter 20.42, and require bids with meaningful subcontracting opportunities to supply a plan for
including minority and women owned firms. If the City believes there is meaningful subcontracting
opportunity, the solicitation will require you to submit an Inclusion Plan, which will be a material part of the bid
and contract. The Plan must be responsible in the opinion of the City, which means a meaningful and
successful search and commitments to include WMBE firms for subcontracting work when applicable. They
City reserves the right to improve the Plan with the winning Bidder before contract execution. Good faith
efforts to perform will be a material contract provision. Bidders should use whatever selection methods and
strategies the Prime Bidder finds effective for successful WMBE participation. The City may reject bids that
do not provide a substantial responsive Plan with an intentional and responsible commitment. The City may
use availability based on City analysis, or may use comparative participation from other incoming bids to
establish a baseline of responsible efforts. At the request of the City, Vendors must furnish evidence of the
Vendor's compliance, including documentation such as copies of agreements with WMBE subcontractor
either before contract execution or during contract performance. The winning Bidder must request written
approval for changes to the Inclusion Plan once it is agreed upon before contract execution. This includes
goals, subcontract awards and efforts. See the attached Contract (such provisions are usually number #27,
28 and 29, although it may vary on any individual contract) and/or Terms and Conditions (such provisions are
usually numbered #34, 35 and 36, although it may vary on a particular contract).

Insurance Requirements

Insurance requirements in the attached Terms and Conditions shall apply, unless modified by further
materials within this solicitation. If formal proof of insurance is required to be submitted to the City before
execution of the Contract, the City will remind the winning Vendor in the Intent to Award letter. The apparent
successful Vendor must promptly provide such proof of insurance to the City in reply to the Intent to Award
Letter. Contracts will not be executed until all required proof of insurance has been received and approved by
the City. Vendors are encouraged to immediately contact their Broker to begin preparation of the required
insurance documents, in the event that the Vendor is selected as a finalist. Vendors may elect to provide the
requested insurance documents within their Bid.

Proprietary Materials

The State of Washington’s Public Records Act (Release/Disclosure of Public Records)

Under Washington State Law (reference RCW Chapter 42.56, the Public Records Act) all materials received
or created by the City of Seattle are considered public records. These records include but are not limited to
bid or proposal submittals, agreement documents, contract work product, or other bid material.

The State of Washington's Public Records Act requires that public records must be promptly disclosed by the
City upon request unless that RCW or another Washington State statute specifically exempts records from
disclosure. Exemptions are narrow and explicit and are listed in Washington State Law (Reference RCW
42.56 and RCW 19.108).

Bidders/proposers must be familiar with the Washington State Public Records Act and the limits of record
disclosure exemptions. For more information, visit the Washington State Legislature's website at
http://mwww1.leg.wa.gov/LawsAndAgencyRules).

Marking Your Records Exempt from Disclosure (Protected, Confidential, or Proprietary)

As mentioned above, all City of Seattle offices (“the City”) are required to promptly make public records
available upon request. However, under Washington State Law some records or portions of records are
considered legally exempt from disclosure and can be withheld. A list and description of records identified as
exempt by the Public Records Act can be found in RCW 42.56 and RCW 19.108.

If you believe any of the records you are submitting to the City as part of your bid/proposal or contract work
products, are exempt from disclosure you can request that they not be released before you receive
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notification. To do so you must complete the City Non-Disclosure Request Form (“the Form”) provided by
City Purchasing (see attached) and very clearly and specifically identify each record and the exemption(s)
that may apply. (If you are awarded a City contract, the same exemption designation will carry forward to the
contract records.)

The City will not withhold materials from disclosure simply because you mark them with a document header or
footer, page stamp, or a generic statement that a document is non-disclosable, exempt, confidential,
proprietary, or protected. Do not identify an entire page as exempt unless each sentence is within the
exemption scope; instead, identify paragraphs or sentences that meet the specific exemption criteria you cite
on the Form. Only the specific records or portions of records properly listed on the Form will be protected and
withheld for notice. All other records will be considered fully disclosable upon request.

If the City receives a public disclosure request for any records you have properly and specifically listed on the
Form, the City will notify you in writing of the request and will postpone disclosure. While it is not a legal’
obligation, the City, as a courtesy, will allow you up to ten business days to file a court injunction to prevent
the City from releasing the records (reference RCW 42.56.540). If you fail to obtain a Court order within the
ten days, the City may release the documents.

The City will not assert an exemption from disclosure on your behalf. If you believe a record(s) is exempt
from disclosure you are obligated to clearly identify it as such on the Form and submit it with your solicitation.
Should a public record request be submitted to City Purchasing for that (those) record(s) you can then seek
an injunction under RCW 42.56 to prevent release. By submitting a bid document, the bidder acknowledges
this obligation; the proposer also acknowledges that the City will have no obligation or liability to the proposer
if the records are disclosed.

Requesting Disclosure of Public Records

The City asks bidders/proposers and their companies to refrain from requesting public disclosure of proposal
records until an intention to award is announced. This measure is intended to shelter the solicitation process,
particularly during the evaluation and selection process or in the event of a cancellation or resolicitation. With
this preference stated, the City will continue to be responsive to all requests for disclosure of public records as
required by State Law.

Ethics Code

The Seattle Ethics Code was revised for City employees and elected officials. The Code covers certain
vendors, contractors and consultants. Please familiarize yourself with the new code:

No Gifts and Gratuities. Vendors shall not directly or indirectly offer anything of value (such as retainers,
loans, entertainment, favors, gifts, tickets, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work, or
meals) to any City employee, volunteer or official, if it is intended or may appear to a reasonable person to be
intended to obtain or give special consideration to the Vendor. A example is giving a City employee sporting
event tickets to a City employee that was on the evaluation team of a bid you plan to submit. The definition of
what a “benefit” would be is very broad and could include 'iot only awarding a contract but also the
administration of the contract or the evaluation of contract performance. The rule works both ways, as it also
prohibits City employees from soliciting items of value from ver dors. Promotional items worth less than $25
may be distributed by the vendor to City employees if the Ve idor uses the items as routine and standard
promotions for the business.

Involvement of Current and Former City Employe s

If a Vendor has any current or former City employee s, official or volunteer, working or assisting on solicitation
of City business or on completion of an awarded cor tract, you n ust provide written notice to City Purchasing
of the current or former City official, employee or voli:nteer's nan e. The Vendor Questionnaire within your bid
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documents prompts you to answer that question. You must continue to update that information to City
Purchasing during the full course of the contract. The Vendor is to be aware and familiar with the Ethics
Code, and educate vendor workers accordingly.

Contract Workers with more than 1,000 Hours

The Ethics Code has been amended to apply to vendor company workers that perform more than 1,000
cumulative hours on any City contract during any 12-month period. Any such vendor company employee
covered by the Ethics Code must abide by the City Ethics Code. The Vendor is to be aware and familiar with
the Ethics Code, and educate vendor workers accordingly.

No Conflict of Interest. :

Vendor (including officer, director, trustee, partner or employee) must not have a business interest or a close
family or domestic relationship with any City official, officer or employee who was, is, or will be involved in
selection, negotiation, drafting, signing, administration or evaluating Vendor performance. The City shall make
sole determination as to compliance.

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8. EVALUATION PROCESS.

The City shall select the lowest responsive and responsible Bidder. The City may consider multiple awards or
partial awards to achieve the best overall price to the City.

Responsiveness and Responsibility: City Purchasing shall review submittals to determine basic
responsiveness (timely submittal, all required forms submitted, etc), responsibility (minimum qualifications,
. equal benefit determinations, etc), a responsive and responsible Subcontracting Inclusion Plan, and technical
minimum requirements if any (delivery date, required specifications etc). An initial review will be made after
opening, however additional and more detailed reviews may also be made during evaluation and prior to
contract award. The review may be made of all Vendors or only as needed to determine the lowest
responsive and responsible Vendor for purposes of award.

Specifications: Before tabulating pricing, the City will evaluate Vendor compliance with specifications and
bid requirements, and determinations of “or equal” alternates. If submitting an “or equal” the bidder is to
provide sufficient materials to show that the product is equivalent, by attaching comprehensive
manufacturering specifications or other appropriate materials. Separately, the Buyer may also obtain and rely
upon a manufacturer line card if the Buyer needs verification that the product is compliant. In the event the
manufacturer specification material differs from the Bidders response or Bidder materials, the Bidder must
clearly explain in their bid why the manufacturer specification material would be different than the
specifications in the Bid or the Buyer may rely upon the manufacturer specification materials alone to make
the determination.

Pricing:

Pricing will be weighted based by grand totals for the costs of each service type, instead of using an extended
total based upon specific number of units.

e« Grand Total for inspection, maintenance, repair of basic extinguishers shall be given 30% weight.

¢ Grand Total for inspection, maintenance, repair of dry chemical extinguishers shall be given 50%
weight.

e Grand Total for Replacement Extinguisher Costs and Wall and Vehicle Brackets shall be given 10%
weight.

e Grand Total for Fire Protection System shall be given 10% weight.
Grand Totals will be weighted as above to calculate the low bidder.

In the event of an errcr in math, unit pricing will be considered the correct price and will be used. For
businesses within the Seattle City limits, the scoring of cost proposals for purposes of evaluation only, the City
will calculate and reduce the pricing submitted, by applying any prompt payment discounts and/cr any Seattle
business tax revenues (.019%) for purposes of cost evaluation only.

Prompt Payment Discount: For the scoring of cost responses for purposes of evaluation only, the City will
calculate and reduce the pricing submitted, by applying any prompt payment discounts.

Local Business Tax Revenue Consideration: SMC 20.60.106 (H) authorizes that in determining the lowest
and best bid, the City shall consider the tax revenues derived by the City from its business and occupation,
utility, sales and use taxes from the proposed purchase. The Ci'tyr will apply SMC 20.60.106(H) and calculate
when the value could serve as a differentiator to determine the lowest bid. The City of Seattle's Business and
Occupation Tax rate varies according to business classification. Typically, the rate for service such as
consulting and other professional services is .00415% and for retail or wholesale sales and associated
services, the rate is .00215%. Only vendors that have a City of Seattle Business License and have an annual
gross taxable Seattle income of $100,000 or greater, pay Business and Occupation Tax.





9. AWARD AND CONTRACT EXECUTION INSTRUCTIONS

The City Buyer intends to provide written notice of the intention to award in a timely manner and to all
Vendors responding to the Solicitation. Please note, however, that there are time limits on protests to bid
results, and Vendors have final responsibility to learn of results in sufficient time for such protests to be filed in
a timely manner.

Protests and Complaints

The City has rules to govern the rights and obligations of interested parties that desire to submit a complaint
or protest to this ITB process. Please see the City website at http://www.seattle.gov/purchasing for these
rules. Interested parties have the obligation to be aware of and understand these rules, and to seek
clarification as necessary from the City.

No Debriefs
The City issues results and award decisions to all bidders. The City does not provide debriefs.

Instructions to the Apparently Successful Vendor(s)

The Apparently Successful Vendor(s) will receive an Intention to Award Letter from the Buyer after award
decisions are made by the City. The Letter will include instructions for final submittals that are due prior to
execution of the contract or Purchase Order. The Vendor will be expected to provide all essential documents
within ten (10) business days. This includes attaining a Seattle Business License and payment of all
associated taxes due and providing proper proof of insurance. If the selected Vendor fails to complete all the
final submittals within the allotted ten (10) days, the City may elect to cancel the intended award and award to
the next ranked Vendor, or cancel or reissue this solicitation. Cancellation of an award for failure to execute
the Contract in the timeframes above may result in Bidder disqualification for future solicitations for this same
or similar product/service.

Final Submittals Prior to Award

The Vendor(s) should anticipate that the Letter will require at least the following. Vendors are encouraged to
prepare these documents as soon as possible, to eliminate risks of late compliance.

® Ensure Seattle Business License is current and all taxes due have been paid.

" Ensure the company has a current State of Washington Business License.

SCOPE OF WORK

This Contract facilitates the inspection, testing, maintenance and replacement, of on-site portable
fire extinguisher, fixed fire protection systems and provide technical assistance, as needed, for the
City of Seattle. This includes portable extinguishers in City facilities and fire protection systems
aboard City vessels.

Extinguisher and System types includes:

SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Expansion Clause: This contract may be expanded as allowed below. A modification may be
considered per the criteria and procedures below, for any ongoing Blanket Contract that has not yet
expired. Likewise, a one-time Purchase Order may be modified if the bid reserved the right for

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additional orders to be placed within a specified period of time, or if the project or body of work
associated with a Purchase Order is still active.
