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Customer, be responsible for the enforcement of, or will perform without charge,
the applicable obligations which the supplier of such equipment may have with
respect to repairing or replacing such equipment to the extent necessary to correct
such defects. '

(2) If, during the warranty period specified in Section a., above, Customer
(a) discovers defects in the software provided by PRC under this Agreement, such
that the software will not perform in accordance with the express warranty set forth
in Section a., and (b) notifies PRC, in writing, of such defects, then PRC shall,
without charge to Customer, correct such defects.

(3) If, during the warranty period specified in Section a., Customer (a) discovers that
the services performed by PRC under this Agreement had not been performed in
accordance with the express warranty set forth in Section a., and (b) notifies PRC
in writing of such faulty services, then PRC shall, without charge to Customer, re-
periorin such services to the cxtent necessary to correct the fauit therain.

(4)  Every claim that PRC’s goads or services are faulty shall be deemed waived unless
such claim is made in writing during the warranty period specified in a. above.

11.  CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL
PRC shall assign only competent personnel to perform services pursuant to this Agreement.
Customer retains the right to request removing PRC personnel from the project by giving
written notice to PRC.

12. CONTRACT AMOUNT AND PAYMENT SCHEDULE
Unless set forth to the contrary in the Quote for Services, payment shall be due as follows:
a. Hardware and Third Party Software and Services - 100% of the purchase price for the

hardware shall be paid upon delivery to the Customer site. Partial deliveries, invoicing,

and payment based on line item pricing provided by PRC shall be permitted.

b. PRC Software, Services, and Miscellaneous (includes hardware delivery and installation.
Bonding is not included unless specifically provided in the PRC Quote for Services)

¢. For those projects less than$2,000, payment will be made upon acceptance.

d. For those projects over $2,000, payment schedule will be as mutually agreed
upon by PRC and the City.

SALES AND USE TAXES

PRC shall be liable for all applicable federal, state and local Business and Occupation taxes
levied or assessed on all the goods and services provided pursuant to this Agreement. PRC
shall be liable for all other applicable state, local or federal taxes, including but not limited
to, taxes on gross or net income, and personal property taxes which accrue upon the transfer
of title, regardless when such taxes are assessed. The Customer shall pay all appropriate
sales taxes imposed by any state and local government agency on the goods and services
acquired hereunder. Certificate of Registry #9173 0099k exempts Customer from Federal
Excise Taxes.

DISPUTES

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, any dispute concerning a claim or

controversy arising under this Agreement, which is not otherwise disposed of by the parties,

shall be settied by either of the following methods of arbitration:

a. Formal. Dispute will be settled by arbitration in accordance with the rules of the
American Arbitration Association, and judgment upon the award rendered by the
arbitrator(s) may be entered into a court having jurisdiction thereof.

b. [nformal. Disputes will be setiled by a mediation board consisting of three members
selected as follows:

o One member selected by Customer
» One member selected by PRC
« One member selected jointly by both Customer and PRC.

FORCE MAJEURE

In the event that either party is unable to perform its obligations under this Agreement, or to
enjoy any of its benefits because of natural disaster or any action or decree of a '
governmental body (hereinafter referred to as a “Force Majeure Event”), the party who has
been so affected immediately shall give notice to the other party and shall do everything
possible to resume performance. Upon receipt of such notice, the affected party’s
obligations under this Agreement shall be immediately suspended, but only for the minimum
period that the affected party cannot perform its obligations. If the period of non-
performance exceeds fifteen (15) days from the other party’s receipt of notice of the Force
Majeure Event, the party whose ability to perform has not been so affected may terminate
this Agreement by giving written notice. If such Event shall affect the Final Acceptance or
any warranty period under this Agreement, such date or warranty period shall automatically
be extended for a period of equal to the duration of such Event. -

TERMINATION AND DEFAULT

Termination for Cause. If PRC should be adjudged bankrupt or should make a general
assignment for the benefit of its creditors, or if a receiver should be appointed on account
of its insolvency, Customer may terminate this Agreement. If PRC should refuse or
should fail, to provide enough properly skilled workers or proper materials, or disregard
laws and ordinances, or not proceed with work or otherwise be guilty of, a violation of
any provision of this Agreement, Customer shall give PRC written notice. Upon receipt
of such notice, PRC shall be allowed thirty (30) calendar days to cure such deficiencies.
If PRC is unable to cure such deficiencies within thirty (30) calendar days, the Clty may,
at is option, terminate iie agreement.

Funding Out. Customer may terminate this Agreement in the event no funds are
appropriated by Customer in any fiscal year provided Customer gives PRC at least thirty
{30) days advance written notice of such non-appropriation. Such notice to be effective
must be in writing and tendered to PRC at icast fouricen (14) days prior to the therein
speciiied effective daie of termination, during which period PRC will endeavor to
minimize appropriate costs prior to terminaii<r:. Upon receipt of such written notice of
termination, PRC shall file an invoice for all work performed and all charges incurred by
PRC under the Agreement to date’ of the effective date of termination. Customer shall
pay such invoice within thirty (30) days of receipt. Customer shall nonetheless
reimburse PRC for all costs incurred or committed to PRC (includiag a reasonable
profit) prior to the date of termination. In any event, PRC may retain ali payments
received from Customer through the effective: date of this Agrecment.

Termination for Convenience. The work may be terminated, in whole or in part, by
Customer at its sole discretion upon writien notice to PRC, whenever, for any reason,
Customer shall determine that such termination is in its best interests. Such notice te be
effeciive must be in writing and tendered to PRC at least iourteen (14) days prior to ihe
therein specified effective date of termination, during which period PRC will endeavor to
minimize appropriate costs prior to termination. Upon receipt of such written notice of
termination, PRC shall within ninety (90) days after the date of termination, file an
invoice for all work performed and all charges incurred by PRC, including a reasonable
profit, under the Agreement up to the effective date of termination.- Customer shall pay
such invoice within thirty (30) days of receipt. '

ASSIGNMENT

The rights, duties, and obligations of the parties may not be assigned, by either party in
whole or in part, without the written consent of the other party being first obtained. Any
attempt to assign any performance Subject hereto without the written consent of the other
party shall be null and void and shall constitute a breach of this Agreement.

PATENTS

PRC shall indemnify, defend, and hold free and harmless Customer, its officers and
employees from all liabilities, claims, damages, costs, or expenses, including, but not limited
to attorney’s fees, imposed upon them or any of them, for any alleged infringement of patent
rights or copyrights of any person or persons in consequence of the use by Customer, its
officers, employees, agents, and other duly authorized representatives of articles or processes
supplied to Customer hereunder by PRC.

If a final injunction is obtained in such action against Customer’s use of the products or if in
PRC’s opinion the products are likely to become the subject of a claim of infringement, PRC
will, &t its option and entirely at its expense, either: (a) procure for Customer the right to
continue using the products; (b) replace or modify the same (provided that such
modifications do not adversely affect Customer’s intended use of the products) so that the
products become non-infringing; or (¢) if none of the foregoing alternatives is reasonably
available to PRC, refund ir full all 1nouies paid by Cusicmer in iespend io such infringing -
products only and accept return of same.

SECURITY AND PRIVACY

The System will include software that can be used to access local, state, and national law
enforcement data bases. System records and fiies will also contain eonfidential data that is
for law enforcement use only. Federal and State laws regulate non-criminal justice agency
access to and dissemination of law enforcement informatior.. These regulations apply to
PRC’s employees that develop, install, test, and maintain Police systems. Protection of
victims, complainants, and investigative information from pubiic disclosure is provided in
RCW 42.17.255 and RCW 42.17.310. Information concerning vehicle accidents is protected
by RCW 46.52.080 and RCW 46.52.083.

The Non-Disclosure Agreement, Appendix I, is required by law to control the provision of
data processing services by a non-criminal justice agency and must be signed by PRC..

[t is PRC’s responsibility to comply with all state and local statutes and regulations,
including but not limited to the following applicable State laws: Washington State Criminal
Records Privacy Act (RCW 10.97) and its corresponding WAC rules and regulations (Title
446-20-230 through 446-20-260); Privacy, Violating the Right of (RCW 9.73.090 through
9.73.110); and Keeping and Release of Records by Juvenile Justice or Care Agencies (RCW
13.50.050 through 13.50.100). Copies of these laws are included in Appendix II, with a
copy of the Police Department’s agreement with the National Crime Information Center
(NCIC) and Washington State Criminal Information Center (WACIC).
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Customer agrees that it will not permit the use or disclosure of any information designated in
advance by PRC as “Confidential and Proprietary” information , (including software), to any
person other than City officers or employees who must have such information for the
performance of their City duties or obligations hereunder unless such use or disclesure is
specifically authorized in writing by PRC or is required by law. The term, “Confidential and
Proprietary” information, is not meant to include ideas, concepts, know-how or techniques
related to any information which, at the time of disclosure, is in the public domain unless the
entry of that information into the public domain is a result of any breach of this Agreement.

In the event any request is made for materials which PRC has desigpated as containing
Confidential Information, the City will notify PRC in writing of the request pursuant to
RCW 42.17.330 and PRC shall have three (3) days after receipt of notice to take such action
as it deems necessary and appropriate to prevent the release of such information and the City
shail have ne further obligations iu this regaid, provided, however, thai PRC riay not take
action that would affect a) the ability of the Customer to operate the Cu siomner’s PRC
systems or b) the obligations of PRC under this Agreement. In the cvent PRC does not take
action to prevent the disclosure of its Confidential Information within the time periods
required by law the Customer shall not be liable te PRC in the event the Confidential
Information is released. Should Customer allow such use or disclosure inconsistent with this
paragraph, PRC may terminate Customer’s license granied under this Agrcement.

INDEMNITY

PRC shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Customer from and against any and all
claims, demands, suits, actions, proceedings, judgments, losses, damages, injuries, penalties,
costs, expenses (including attorneys’ fees) and liabilities, of, by, or with respect to third
parties, which arise solely from PRC’s negligent performarnce of services undc: this
Agreement. PRC shall not be responsible for, and Customer shall inderanify, defend and
hold harmless PRC from and against, any and all claims, demands, suits, actions,
proceedings, judgments, losses, damages, injuries, penalties, costs, expenses (including
attorneys’ fees) and liabilities, of, by or with respect to third parties, which arise solely from
Customer’s negligence. With respect to any and all claims, demands, suits, actions,
proceedings, judgments, losses, damages, injuries, penalties, costs, expenses (including
attorneys’ fees) and liabilities, of, by or with respect to third parties, which arise from the
joint or concurrent negligence of PRC and Customer, each party shall assume responsibility
in proportion to the degree of its respective fault.

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

In no event shall either party hereto be liable for special, indirect or consequential damages
of any nature.

CONTRACT REPRESENTATIVES

Any changes in the method or nature of work to be performed under this Agreement must be
processed by Customer through PRC’s Contracts Manager. Upon acceptance of the PRC
Quote for Services, Customer will name its representative who will represent Customer
under this Agreement.

VALIDITY

The invalidity, in whole or in part, of 2ny provision of these terms and conditions shal! ot
vord or affect the validity of any other provision of these teris and conditions.

GOVERNING LAW

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Washingtoen, including the
State’s Uniform Commercial Code, and the Charter and Ordinances of the City. The venue
of any action hereunder shail be in the Superior Court for King County, Washington.

INSURANCE

Without limiting PRC’s indemnification of Customer, PRC shall provide and maintain, at its
own expense, during the term of this Agreement, the following programs of insurance -
covering iis operations hereurider. Such insurance shall be provided by incarer(s) licensed to
do business in the state and evidence of such programs shall be delivered to Customer within
thirty (30) days of request. :

A. Liability and Property

Such insurance shall be primary to and not contributing with any other insurance
maintained by Customer, shall name Customer as an additional insured and shall
include:

Comprehensive General Liability insurance endorsed for Independent Contractor
Coverage, Premises-Operations Coverage, Products/Completed Operations
Coverage, Contractual Liability, Broad Form Property Damage, and Personal Injury
with a combined single limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per
claim; and, Comprehensive Auto Liability endorsed for all owned and non-owned
vehicles with a combined single limit of at least One Million Dollars ($1,000,000).

B. Errors and Omissions Liability Insurance

Such insurance shall be appropriate to PRC’s profession. Coverage should

be for a professional error, act, or omission arising out of the scope of services
under the Agreement. The minimum limit of coverage shall be $1,000,000

A program of workers’ compensation insurance in an amount and form to meet all
applicable requirements of the Labor Code of the Staic in which the services are
bemg delivered and which specifically covers all persons providing services on
behalf of PRC and all risks to such persons under this Agreement.

TITLE AND RISX OF LOSS

Title to all equipmer: provided hereunder shall pass to Customer uporn pament of ali
amounts due PRC u.+der this Agreement. Risk of loss shall be borne by PRC until delivery
to the Customer’s site. Customer shall pay any personal property taxes which may be
assessed on the equipment after delivery to Customer’s site if required by law.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAW

PRC shall comply with all applicabie federal and state :aws, county and city ordinances, and
any implementing regulations affecting itz performance.

NON-DISCRIMINATION.

During the performance of this cuntract, PRC agrees as

follows: The PRC shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment
because of creed, religion, race, color, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, political
ideology, ancestry, national origin, or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical
handicap, unless based upon a bona fide occupational qualification. PRC will take
affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed and that employees are treated
during employment without regard to their creed, religion, race, color, sex, national origin,
or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap. Such action shall include, but
not be limited to the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer, recruitment
or recruitment advertising layoff or termination, rates of pay or other forms of compensation,
and selection for training, including apprenticeship. PRC agrees to post in conspicuous
places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the
City’s Director of Human Rights settmg, forth the pr0v1510ns of this nondiscrimination
clause.

Nothing in this warranty shall be construed to
limit any rights or remed:es Cusioinsr may otherwise have mder this Agreement with
respecis to defects other than Yea: 2000 performance.
