documentation submitted through paper procedures.  If the Contractor utilizes paper submittal, a copy shall be promptly provided to the Buyer

Affidavit of Wages Paid:  Upon contract completion, Contractor and each subcontractor shall then file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000) approved by the Industrial Statistician of Washington State L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Contractor has initiated the original Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line.  The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before Seattle can pay the final invoice

Orders shall be placed by DEPARTMENT REPRESENTATIVES.  Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate to the DEPARTMENT PLACING THE ORDER, Attn: Accounts Payable, per attached list (or a/p address).  Each invoice shall indicate Contract #0000001419.

The City of Seattle will not authorize payment for any order exceeding that amount without prior approval by the buyer.  David Stubblefield is the buyer on this contract and can be reached at (206)684-0452.
The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  This contract is subject to cancellation by either party upon thirty (30) days advanced written notice.  The City may award contracts to other vendors for similar products or services.
