TRAFFIC SIGNAL PARTS
SCOPE OF WORK
1. Contractor shall provide Traffic Signal, LED Pedestrian Signals, and related Parts and Products to the City of Seattle, (Seattle Public Utility Warehouse).  Cross section of such products are identified in Attachment #2 and represents the vast majority of parts and products used and intended for purchase under this Contract. 

2.  Change Order #1 Contract Period:  April 1, 2007 through March 31, 2011
SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Delivery of Products or Services:  Contractor will deliver or provide products and services in a manner consistent with quoted prices (Attachment 2), contract terms and conditions and schedules agreed upon between Contractor and ordering department.  Pickups or deliveries by or to the City will be done within the Contractor’s normal operating hours, Monday through Friday.
2. Discounts:  Any percentage discounts quoted shall be firm-fixed throughout the term the contract.  At any time, the Contractor may increase the discount where volume or purchases warrants it.  The City will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice derived by a discount lower than what is stated in the contract.
3. Payments:  Before payment, the Contract shall provide the User Department a correct line itemized invoice, in duplicates, documenting all products and services provided and billed.  Invoices shall be sent to the authorized Accounts Payable representative identified by the user department.  The City reserves the right to withhold payment if proper invoicing and documentation is not provided.
4. Prices:  Prices, as indicated in Attachment #2, shall remain firm through at least the initial year of the Contract.  After the first year, pricing under the Contract can be changed only as provided in this section.

i) Decreases:  Any price or cost reduction to the Contractor shall be reflected in a reduction of the Contract price to the City, retroactive to the date of the price or cost reduction to the Contractor.

ii) Increases:  Any prices increase must be requested by the Contractor and may be implemented if accepted by the City.  Request may only be made after the first year of the Contract.  Any request shall clearly identify the items (s) and increase (s), be filed with the Purchasing Services Section a minimum of 30 days before the proposed price change date, be the result of cost or price increases to the Contractor incurred after the Contract commencement date, and be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the City sufficient to warrant the increase.  Any price accepted by the City shall remain unchanged for no less than one year.
5. Contract Expansion:  This Contract may be expanded to cover other products or services supplied or produced by the Contractor provided that such products or services are normally furnished by the Contractor and the Contractor agrees to provide these other products or services using similar prices.
6. Compliance and Permits:  Contractor shall provide products and services in full compliance with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, rules and orders of all government agencies and entities.

7. Permits and Licenses:  Contractor shall maintain all necessary permits, licenses and other governmental approval for its facility, equipment and all other aspects of business operation.
GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1) This Attachment #1 modifies form terms and conditions issued by the city (including, but not limited to, Attachment #2) and both supplements and takes precedence over such terms and conditions. In the event that a provision of this Attachment #1 conflicts with any other provision of the contract, this Attachment #1 shall control.

2) The Contractor shall be solely responsible for obtaining/providing all materials, equipment, supplies, labor and other services required by the Contract as may be necessary to fulfill the requirements of the Contract. The Contractor shall competently and efficiently supervise and direct all activities necessary to fulfill the requirements of the contract. The Contractor shall accomplish all services in a timely and appropriate manner, and, at no additional expense to the City, comply with all applicable laws affecting performance of the Contract, including but not limited to all federal and state laws, county and city ordinances, Environmental or Safety Law, implementing regulations, and governmental orders, permits, licenses, approvals, and authorizations.
