Reference is made to Invitation to Bid #SCL2391 for a Streetlight Maintenance Program, dated 07/25/08, scheduled to be opened 11:00AM, 08/13/08.  Note:  Bid opening has 
been extended until 11:00AM, 08/27/08.
The following changes shall become part of this

Invitation to Bid:
1) Pg. 2, the estimated annual expenditure has been   changed to $575,000.  The $950,000 in the original bid included the lamps and photocells which the City provides to the vendor.
2) Pg. 2, Background – The original contract period will be for the first phase to relamp 21,000 streetlights, with the option to extend through 2009. 
3) Pg. 3, Minimum Qualifications has been changed to:
· The vendor shall be licensed and complete all electrical work utilizing qualified, trained employees per RCW 19.28, Electricians and Electrical Installations and WAC 296-45, Safety Standards for Electrical Workers.
· Vendor must be capable of tracking all work electronically.  
4) Pg. 3, “Install facility identification information…”  Information to be determined.
5) Pg. 3, Specifications and Scope of work:

Delete the following sentence: Check and verify fixture line voltage.

Replace with the following sentence:

Check and note fixture line voltage. 

6) Pg. 3, Specifications and Scope of work:

Add to sentence:

Clean each fixture, including lens and body, and ensure luminaire lens is free of dirt and debris.  

The following:

Do not use products with chlorinated or aromatic hydrocarbons and use a soft cloth.

7) Pg. 3, Specifications and Scope of work:

Delete the following sentence:

Check and correct mounting hardware by tightening bolts where needed and making sure luminaires are properly set on mounts, checking for bolts backing off and luminaire creep on bracket arms to protect against the luminaires backing off their mounts due to vibration.

Replace with:

Check and correct mounting hardware by checking that the bracket arm slipfitter is against the luminaire stop and the torque on each bolt is 10 pounds. This is to protect against the luminaires backing off their mounts due to vibration. 
8) Pg. 3, Specifications and Scope of work:

Add bullet, “Vendor to write legibly, with approximately 1/4” high lettering, the installation date of the lamp on the metal base and on the glass nearest the metal base of the lamp with indelible ink, i.e. Sharpie permanent marker.  Date shall be written with 2 digit month, day, and year. i.e.:  08/10/08.  The PE Cells shall also be dated with their installation date on the bottom with the same ink and dating convention.
9) Pg. 3, Specifications and Scope of work:

Add bullet, Relamping shall consist of: Removal of existing lamp and noting the manufacturer, lamp wattage, lamp life rating, and previously marked installation date.  When installing the new lamp, contractor shall note lamp wattage, lamp life rating, and manufacturer.

10) Pg. 3, References for Maintenance, add to the end: Design Guide can be purchased from www.iesna.org.  Go to bookstore and choose the Electronic Publications.
11) Pg. 4, Plan for completion:
First Paragraph, add to end:

Contract crews shall verify information on quarter section maps and Light Summary reports.  This shall include verifying the SL#, location, luminaire type/description, Support code/description and to include location and installation of luminaires found in the field not on the currently shown on the quarter section maps.  Location shall be shown on quarter section map as well as information as to SL# if tagged, location, luminaire type/description, and Support code/description.  As-built quarter section maps and light summary reports shall be turned in to SCL Operation Supervisor for record of work completed.
12)  Pg. 4, Plan for completion:

Second Paragraph, second sentence:

Replace following sentence:

The contractor will start at the southern border of the distribution territory.  

With:

The contractor will start at the northern part of the region as defined.
13) Pg. 4, Material:
a) Lamps are supplied by Seattle City Light.  Vendor to obtain from SCL’s supplier, Consolidated Electrical Distributors.
b) PE Cells are supplied by Seattle City Light.  Vendor to obtain from SCL’s supplier, HD Supply Utilities.
c) “Removed material shall be returned to SCL for recycling.” Shall be CHANGED TO:  “Vendor shall recycle removed material with SCL’s supplier, Ecolights Northwest (Total Reclaim).
14) Pg. 4, Material

Add to this section:

Damage to SCL Supplied Materials 

The contractor will take every precaution to safeguard lamps and PE cells and any other materials supplies by SCL.  In the event materials are broken or misplaced due to contractor negligence then the contractor must replace material in kind as approved by SCL Operation Inspector.

Defective material

Material found to be defective from the manufacturer shall be returned to the manufacturer by the contractor at contractor’s expense. Contractor shall coordinate with the supplier for material exchange.
15) Pg. 4, Inspection, Quality Control and Contractor Field Contact
Add to end of this section:

Work done by the contractor outside of these normal business hours need to be coordinated by SCL Operations Supervisor.
16) Page 7, MINIMUM LICENSING AND BUSINESS TAX REQUIREMENTS

Trial Period and Right to Award to Next Low Vendor: 

Please delete the following sentence.

A ninety (90) day trial period shall apply to contract(s) awarded as a result of this solicitation. 
Replace with the following sentence.

A thirty (30) day trial period shall apply to contract(s) awarded as a result of this solicitation.  

Please add to the end of this paragraph:

The minimum number of lamps to be replaced during the trial period is 5700 and will be considered a part of the vendor’s performance evaluation.

17) Pg. 7, Invoicing, ADD:  Vendor to invoice monthly in arrears.  Invoices to be sent to Seattle City Light Accounts Payable, PO BOX 34023, Seattle, WA 98124-4023. 

18) Q.  Can you bid on a portion of the project?

A.  No.

19) Q.  Is a bid bond required?
A.  No.

20) Q.  Do we have specific target goals for the
        subcontracting component of the Outreach Plan?

A. SMC 20.42.050 requires that each Bidder “shall 
actively solicit bids for subcontractors to qualified, available and capable women and minority businesses to perform commercially useful functions.”  In the Bid Package, the City has included a Vendor Questionnaire, which in turn, includes an Outreach Plan.  This Plan requires Bidders to describe the commercially useful functions that can be performed by subcontracting, the efforts and active recruitment that the Bidder has conducted to recruit women and minority owned firms for such subcontracting, and what percentage of the subcontracting is anticipated to be awarded to women or minority business. 

City Purchasing will review the Bidder Outreach Plans for compliance with SMC 20.42.050. The City will review the commercially useful subcontracting identified by the Bidder and the Bidder’s active efforts to seek women and minority firms to perform such subcontracting.  The City will also consider the voluntary participation percentage that the Bidder presents in the Outreach Plan to the extent that the percentage reflects an active and responsible effort by the Bidder to seek such subcontracting participation.  

The City does not provide a target goal for subcontracting because each bid will carry a greater or lesser percentage depending on the functions and availability. 

Note that City Purchasing may discuss, seek clarification, modification or increased efforts from the lowest and best Bidder prior as the basis to determine the Bidder is responsible.
