Reference is made to the Request for Proposal #2360 released 5-20-08. Proposal due date of 06/09/08 at 5:00 pm (Pacific Time) for Active Directory Management Tools and Related Services.
The following revisions to RFP #2360 are hereby made part of the proposal.  Proposers shall take this addendum into consideration when preparing and submitting their proposals.  

Proposers shall attach this addendum to their copy of their proposal package, and shall acknowledge receipt of this addendum No 1 in the space provided on page 2 by signing and submitting with the proposal documents.  

1. Changes to Section 1 - Background and Purpose, Sub-Section titled “Background”  

· Second paragraph, second sentence, is revised to read:  “The vision is to plan, design, procure, build, test, and migrate to a single organizational AD Forest for 11,000 City of Seattle users and workstations.
2. Changes to Section 5 – Statement of Work and Specifications, Sub-Section titled “Goods Provided and Services Performed”

· Item 6) is revised to read:  “Vendor shall be required to provide a recovery plan describing the step-by-step process to restore the Active Directory Management Tools to a fully functional state in the event the implementation fails after the City's acceptance of the Tools.  The recovery plan should be tailored to the City's implementation of the Active Directory Management Tools.
3. Change to Section 6.0 – Offer and Proposal Form
· Add the following:  “The Proposer's answer to each question of the Product Response and of the Management Response should be no more than 600 words (approximately one page).  The Proposer may provide an attachment (s) e.g., a diagram, to its answer.  Any attachment(s) should be succinct and relevant to the answer. Proposer should clearly indentify on its attachment(s) the specific question to which it relates.  Supporting attachments should be provided in the form of paper copies in the quantities requested in Sub-section 6.6, Item e):  a) One original copy; b) five duplicate copies and; c) CD containing the Vendor’s entire response.”
4. Change to Section 8. – Evaluation Process, Sub-Section titled “References”
· The second, and third sentences are deleted and replaced with the following: "For the purposes of determining Vendor's compliance with Minimum Qualifications”, references will be evaluated on a pass/fail basis.  The Management Response also asks for references.  Those references will be evaluated and scored.  However, at any point in the evaluation where references are evaluated, a negative reference may, result in the rejection of the Proposal as not responsible.”
