Reference is made to Request for Proposal SCL #2328, dated2/27/08, for Recycling Non PCB Equipment, for Seattle City Light.
I have received the following question(s) and clarification(s);  

Question #1; Is it possible to rebuild/resell these transformers?
Reference Scope of work page 3 embedded document. The bid price for each of the above waste streams will be evaluated separately. As such, interested bidders may bid on one or more of the waste streams described above.

Bid Option 1: The material to be covered by the Contract under Bid Option 1 is electrical equipment, primarily transformers drained of mineral oil/ dielectric fluid containing non-detectable levels (less than 1 ppm) of polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs). The equipment is located at Seattle City Light's South Service Center and Seattle City Light substations or generating facilities.
Bid Option 2: The material to be covered by the Contract under Bid Option 2 is electrical equipment, primarily transformers drained of mineral oil/ dielectric fluid containing low levels (1 to less than 50 ppm) of PCBs. The equipment is located at Seattle City Light's South Service Center and Seattle City Light substations or generating facilities.

The following paragraphs are intended to apply to both bid options, except where the PCB concentration is specifically noted (last two paragraphs)
Answer #1;  No, all transformers are to be cut apart and the metal recycled by smelting. These transformers are sold drained of oil and with some absorbent material inside, on an “as is, where is” basis and are to be removed at the purchaser’s expense. No warranty other than ownership is expressed or implied.

All non-recyclable wastes not destroyed during the salvage process shall be sent to a regulated landfill approved for the waste material, or disposed of by incineration.
All bids are due at 4:00pm, March 27, 2008
In all other respects, the Request for Proposal remains unchanged.
