1. Question: Offer Sheet: On the 90' & 105' Units. State of Washington as you know has very tight axle weight requirements on tandem axle vehicles which are 34,000 lbs. The 90' Double

elevator units as well as the 105' units in UELC & Terex's inventory exceed

34,000 lbs on tandem axle vehicles. I know the City have rented these

configurations in the past, how does the City deal with overweight vehicles?
