	At this time the City’s estimate is between 5 to 10 units but may go as high as 25 or more depending on the number of replacements called for and in the City’s budget.  The number of vehicles that these will replaces overall could be anywhere from 100 to 200  overall in the fleet. As it stands right now, there are 174 Astro vans in the fleet and will need replacement at some point in time.  These vans may also replace other vehicles like full size vans and pick ups, mid size cars and others alike depending on the City department needs.

	I have been wrestling with item #5 on page 13 of the Specification offer sheet. It states that the City of Seattle is an authorized warranty center but is requiring the vendor to reimburse it for labor when warranties are taken care of in the city shop. All "Ford authorized" warranty centers are to submit their own claims for reimbursement including labor. All other larger warranties are to be handled by the nearest Ford warranty center. To require the winning vendor to "pickup" the van and perform the warranty on it is an unrealistic expectation. Ford has a policy to direct all warranty work to the nearest warranty dealer to the place of "breakdown" that is also how the "Roadside assistance" is set up.

Why does the city have this requirement in the bid submittal when Ford has set up a procedure for this scenario that is quite different?


	The City desires to build relationships with vendors.  That relationship includes initial purchase, parts and service from the same source.
	See page 13, Warranty section 5, replace with the following: The City of Seattle is an authorized Ford warranty repair facility.
