	I do have a question on the Bid Offer Sheet:  Line 8 states:  2"x3" pump plumbing adder.  What is this?  And then, lines 9 & 10 are these addition spare parts?


	The answer to question number 8 is this. The 2x3 fitting gives the pump a larger suction capability. It is an upgrade to the pump and should make it have a longer life span.

The difference is that the standard fitting will be a 2x2

This proposal is for a 3" suction and a 2" return.

The question to numbers 9 and 10 is that they are the parts for an agitation system that will be installed in the tanks by the vendor.
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
