The City is currently using New Resources Group for showerheads and aerators and Greenlite for CFL’s.

Special provisions relating to work funded under American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (May 2009) 

Preamble 

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. 111-5, (Recovery Act) was enacted to preserve and create jobs and promote economic recovery, assist those most impacted by the recession, provide investments needed to increase economic efficiency by spurring technological advances in science and health, invest in transportation, environmental protection, and other infrastructure that will provide long-term economic benefits, stabilize State and local government budgets, in order to minimize and avoid reductions in essential services and counterproductive State and local tax increases. 

The Vendor shall comply with all terms and conditions in the Recovery Act relating generally to governance, accountability, transparency, data collection and resources as specified in Act itself and as discussed below. 


Vendors should begin planning activities including obtaining a DUNS number (or updating the existing DUNS record), and registering with the Central Contractor Registration (CCR). 


Be advised that Recovery Act funds can be used in conjunction with other funding as necessary to complete projects, but tracking and reporting must be separate to meet the reporting requirements of the Recovery Act and related guidance. For projects funded by sources other than the Recovery Act, Vendor must keep separate records for Recovery Act funds and to ensure those records comply with the requirements of the Act. 


The Government has not fully developed the implementing instructions of the Recovery Act, particularly concerning specific procedural requirements for the new reporting requirements. The Vendor will be provided these details as they become available. The Vendor must comply with all requirements of the Act. If the Vendor believes there is any inconsistency between ARRA requirements and current award terms and conditions, the issues will be referred to the City Purchasing Buyer for reconciliation. 

This award is subject to all applicable provisions of implementing guidance for the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 issued by the United States Office of Management and Budget, including the Initial Implementing Guidance for the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (M-09-10) issued on February 18, 2009 and available on www.recovery.gov, and any subsequent guidance documents issued by OMB.

Definitions


For purposes of this clause, Covered Funds means funds expended or obligated from appropriations under


the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. 111-5. Covered Funds will have special


accounting codes and will be identified as Recovery Act funds in the grant, cooperative agreement or TIA


and/or modification using Recovery Act funds. Covered Funds must be reimbursed by September 30,


2015.

Non-Federal employer means any employer with respect to covered funds -- the contractor, subcontractor,


grantee, or recipient, as the case may be, if the contractor, subcontractor, grantee, or recipient is an


employer; and any professional membership organization, certification of other professional body, any


agent or licensee of the Federal government, or any person acting directly or indirectly in the interest of an employer receiving covered funds; or with respect to covered funds received by a State or local


government, the State or local government receiving the funds and any contractor or subcontractor


receiving the funds and any contractor or subcontractor of the State or local government; and does not


mean any department, agency, or other entity of the federal government.


Recipient means any entity that receives Recovery Act funds directly from the Federal government


(including Recovery Act funds received through grant, loan, or contract) other than an individual and


includes a State that receives Recovery Act Funds.

Special Provisions 

A. Flow Down Requirement 

Vendors must include these special terms and conditions in any subaward. 


B. Segregation of Costs 

Vendors must segregate the obligations and expenditures related to funding under the Recovery Act. Financial and accounting systems should be revised as necessary to segregate, track and maintain these funds apart and separate from other revenue streams. No part of the funds from the Recovery Act shall be commingled with any other funds or used for a purpose other than that of making payments for costs allowable for Recovery Act projects. 


C. Prohibition on Use of Funds 

None of the funds provided under this agreement derived from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. 111-5, may be used by any State or local government, or any private entity, for any casino or other gambling establishment, aquarium, zoo, golf course, or swimming pool. 


D. Reporting and Registration Requirements under Section 1512(c) of the Recovery Act

Vendor acknowledges and agrees that the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, hereinafter “Recovery Act” places great emphasis on accountability and transparency in the use of taxpayer dollars. Among other things, it creates a new Recovery Accountability and Transparency Board and a new website -- Recovery.gov -- to provide information to the public, including access to detailed information on grants and contracts made with Recovery Act funds. 

Vendor agrees to provide to the City of Seattle all reports, documentation, or other information, as may be required by the Department of Ecology to meet reporting obligations under the Recovery Act. Vendors receipt of funds is contingent on Vendors meeting the reporting requirements of Section 1512. 

Additional instructions and guidance regarding the required reporting will be provided as they become available. For planning purposes, however, Vendors receiving Recovery Act funds should be aware that Recovery Act section 1512(c) provides: 


Not later than 10 days after the end of each calendar quarter, each Vendor shall submit a report to the Buyer or to an address or website designated by the Buyer or the City Project Manager that contains: 


• A detailed list of all projects or activities for which American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub L. 111-5, covered funds were expended or obligated including: 


o Name of project or activity 


o Agreement number 


o Description of project or activity 


o Evaluation of the completion status of project or activity 


o Estimate of number of jobs created and retained by project or activity in the manner and form prescribed 


o Infrastructure investments made by State and local governments, purpose, total cost, rationale of agency for funding infrastructure investment, name of agency contact. 


o Information on subcontracts awarded by vendor to include data elements required to comply with the Federal Accountability and Transparency Act of 2006 (Pub. L. 109-282). 


See the Reporting Requirements Checklist for the ARRA-Performance Progress Report and Instructions. 
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This information shall be reported to and published on the Internet at. www.Recovery.gov. 

Vendors required to report must register with the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) database. Vendor shall ensure that they have a DUNS number and are registered in the CCR no later than the date the first report is due under paragraph D above. 

Failure to comply with this reporting requirement may result in termination of that part of the award funded by the Recovery Act.


E. Access to Records 

With respect to each contract awarded utilizing at least some of the funds appropriated or otherwise made available by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. 111-5, any representative of an appropriate inspector general appointed under section 3 or 8G of the Inspector General Act of 1988 (5 U.S.C. App.) or of the Comptroller General is authorized – 


(1) to examine any records of the contractor, any of its subcontractors, or any State or local agency administering such contract that pertain to, and involve transactions relation to, the subcontract, subcontract; and 


(2) to interview any officer or employee of the contractor, or agency regarding such transactions. 


F. Publication 

A proposal  may contain technical data and other data, including trade secrets and/or privileged or confidential information, which the vendor does not want disclosed to the public or used by the Government for any purpose other than the application. To protect such data, the vendor should specifically identify each page including each line or paragraph thereof containing the data to be protected and mark with the following Notice as well as referring to the Notice on each page to which the Notice applies: 


Notice of Restriction on Disclosure and Use of Data

The data contained in pages ---- of this application have been submitted in confidence and contain trade secrets or proprietary information, and such data shall be used or disclosed only for evaluation purposes, provided that if this vendor receives an award as a result of or in connection with the submission of this proposal, the City shall have the right to use or disclose the data here to the extent provided in the award. This restriction does not limit the Government’s right to use or disclose data obtained without restriction from any source. 


Information about this agreement will be published on the Internet and linked to the website www.recovery.gov , maintained by the Accountability and Transparency Board. The Board may exclude posting contractual or other information on the website on a case-by-case basis when necessary to protect national security or to protect information that is not subject to disclosure under sections 552 and 552a of title 5, United States Code. 


G. Protecting State and Local Government and Contractor Whistleblowers. 

The requirements of Section 1553 of the Act are summarized below. They include, but are not limited to: 


Prohibition on Reprisals: An employee of any non-Federal employer receiving covered funds under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. 111-5, may not be discharged, demoted, or otherwise discriminated against as a reprisal for disclosing, including a disclosure made in the ordinary course of an employee’s duties, to the Accountability and Transparency Board, an inspector general, the Comptroller General, a member of Congress, a State or Federal regulatory or law enforcement agency, a person with supervisory authority over the employee (or other person working for the employer who has the authority to investigate, discover or terminate misconduct, a court or grant jury, the head of a Federal agency, or their representatives information that the employee believes is evidence of: 


• gross management of an agency contract or grant relating to covered funds; 


• a gross waste of covered funds 


• a substantial and specific danger to public health or safety related to the implementation or use of   covered funds; 


• an abuse of authority related to the implementation or use of covered funds; or 


• as violation of law, rule, or regulation related to an agency contract (including the competition for or negotiation of a contract) or grant, awarded or issued relating to covered funds. 


Vendor Action: Not later than 30 days after receiving an inspector general report of an alleged reprisal, the head of the agency shall determine whether there is sufficient basis to conclude that the non-Federal employer has subjected the employee to a prohibited reprisal. The vendor shall either issue an order denying relief in whole or in part or shall take one or more of the following actions: 


• Order the employer to take affirmative action to abate the reprisal. 


• Order the employer to reinstate the person to the position that the person held before the reprisal, together with compensation including back pay, compensatory damages, employment benefits, and other terms and conditions of employment that would apply to the person in that position if the reprisal had not been taken. 


• Order the employer to pay the employee an amount equal to the aggregate amount of all costs and expenses (including attorneys’ fees and expert witnesses’ fees) that were reasonably incurred by the employee for or in connection with, bringing the complaint regarding the reprisal, as determined by the head of a court of competent jurisdiction. 


Nonenforceablity of Certain Provisions Waiving Rights and remedies or Requiring Arbitration: Except as provided in a collective bargaining agreement, the rights and remedies provided to aggrieved employees by this section may not be waived by any agreement, policy, form, or condition of employment, including any predispute arbitration agreement. No predispute arbitration agreement shall be valid or enforceable if it requires arbitration of a dispute arising out of this section. 


Requirement to Post Notice of Rights and Remedies: Any employer receiving covered funds under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. 111-5, shall post notice of the rights and remedies as required therein. (Refer to section 1553 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. 111-5, www.Recovery.gov, for specific requirements of this section and prescribed language for the notices.).  


H. False Claims Act 

Vendor and sub-contractors shall promptly refer to the DOE or other appropriate Inspector General any credible evidence that a principal, employee, agent, contractor,  subcontractor or other person has submitted a false claim under the False Claims Act or has committed a criminal or civil violation of laws pertaining to fraud, conflict or interest, bribery, gratuity or similar misconduct involving those funds. 


I. Information in supporting of Recovery Act Reporting 

Vendor may be required to submit backup documentation for expenditures of funds under the Recovery Act including such items as timecards and invoices. Vendor shall provide copies of backup documentation at the request of the Buyer or designee. 


J. Availability of Funds 

Funds appropriated under the Recovery Act and obligated to this award are available for reimbursement of costs until September 30, 2015. 



WAGE RATE REQUIREMENTS UNDER SECTION 1606 OF THE RECOVERY ACT


(a) Section 1606 of the Recovery Act requires that all laborers and mechanics employed by contractors and subcontractors on projects funded directly by or assisted in whole or in part by and through the Federal Government pursuant to the Recovery Act shall be paid wages at rates not less than those prevailing on projects of a character similar in the locality as determined by the Secretary of Labor in accordance with subchapter IV of chapter 31 of title 40, United States Code.


Pursuant to Reorganization Plan No. 14 and the Copeland Act, 40 U.S.C. 3145, the Department of Labor


has issued regulations at 29 CFR parts 1, 3, and 5 to implement the Davis-Bacon and related Acts.


Regulations in 29 CFR 5.5 instruct agencies concerning application of the standard Davis-Bacon contract


clauses set forth in that section. Federal agencies providing grants, cooperative agreements, and loans under the Recovery Act shall ensure that the standard Davis-Bacon contract clauses found in 29 CFR 5.5(a) are incorporated in any resultant covered contracts that are in excess of $2,000 for construction, alteration or repair (including painting and decorating).



(b) For additional guidance on the wage rate requirements of section 1606, contact the U.S. Department of Labor. Recipients of grants, cooperative agreements and loans should direct their initial inquiries concerning the application of Davis-Bacon requirements to a particular federally assisted project to the Federal agency funding the project. The Secretary of Labor retains final coverage authority under Reorganization Plan Number 14.


DAVIS BACON ACT REQUIREMENTS

Note: Where necessary to make the context of these articles applicable to this award, the term "Contractor" shall mean "Recipient" and the term "Subcontractor" shall mean "Subrecipient or Subcontractor" per the following definitions.

Recipient means the organization, individual, or other entity that receives an award from DOE and is


financially accountable for the use of any DOE funds or property provided for the performance of the


project, and is legally responsible for carrying out the terms and conditions of the award.

Subrecipient means the legal entity to which a subaward is made and which is accountable to the recipient for the use of the funds provided. The term may include foreign or international organizations (such as agencies of the United Nations).


Davis-Bacon Act

(a) Definition.--"Site of the work"--

(1) Means--


(i) The primary site of the work. The physical place or places where the construction called for in the award will remain when work on it is completed; and


(ii) The secondary site of the work, if any. Any other site where a significant portion of the building or


work is constructed, provided that such site is--


(A) Located in the United States; and


(B) Established specifically for the performance of the award or project;


(2) Except as provided in paragraph (3) of this definition, includes any fabrication plants, mobile factories, batch plants, borrow pits, job headquarters, tool yards, etc., provided--


(i) They are dedicated exclusively, or nearly so, to performance of the award or project; and


(ii) They are adjacent or virtually adjacent to the "primary site of the work" as defined in paragraph


(a)(1)(i), or the "secondary site of the work" as defined in paragraph (a)(1)(ii) of this definition;


(3) Does not include permanent home offices, branch plant establishments, fabrication plants, or tool yards of a Contractor or subcontractor whose locations and continuance in operation are determined wholly without regard to a particular Federal award or project. In addition, fabrication plants, batch plants, borrow pits, job headquarters, yards, etc., of a commercial or material supplier which are established by a supplier of materials for the project before opening of bids and not on the Project site, are not included in the "site of the work." Such permanent, previously established facilities are not a part of the "site of the work" even if the operations for a period of time may be dedicated exclusively or nearly so, to the performance of a award.


(b) (1) All laborers and mechanics employed or working upon the site of the work will be paid


unconditionally and not less often than once a week, and without subsequent deduction or rebate on any


account (except such payroll deductions as are permitted by regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor


under the Copeland Act (29 CFR Part 3)), the full amount of wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash


equivalents thereof) due at time of payment computed at rates not less than those contained in the wage


determination of the Secretary of Labor which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, or as may be


incorporated for a secondary site of the work, regardless of any contractual relationship which may be


alleged to exist between the Contractor and such laborers and mechanics. Any wage determination


incorporated for a secondary site of the work shall be effective from the first day on which work under the


award was performed at that site and shall be incorporated without any adjustment in award price or


estimated cost. Laborers employed by the construction Contractor or construction subcontractor that are


transporting portions of the building or work between the secondary site of the work and the primary site of the work shall be paid in accordance with the wage determination applicable to the primary site of the


work.


(2) Contributions made or costs reasonably anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits under section 1(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon Act on behalf of laborers or mechanics are considered wages paid to such laborers or


mechanics, subject to the provisions of paragraph (e) of this article; also, regular contributions made or


costs incurred for more than a weekly period (but not less often than quarterly) under plans, funds, or


programs which cover the particular weekly period, are deemed to be constructively made or incurred


during such period.


(3) Such laborers and mechanics shall be paid not less than the appropriate wage rate and fringe benefits in the wage determination for the classification of work actually performed, without regard to skill, except as provided in the article entitled Apprentices and Trainees. Laborers or mechanics performing work in more than one classification may be compensated at the rate specified for each classification for the time actually worked therein; provided, that the employer's payroll records accurately set forth the time spent in each classification in which work is performed.


(4) The wage determination (including any additional classifications and wage rates conformed under


paragraph (c) of this article) and the Davis-Bacon poster (WH-1321) shall be posted at all times by the


Contractor and its subcontractors at the site of the work in a prominent and accessible place where it can be easily seen by the workers.

(c) (1) The Contracting Officer shall require that any class of laborers or mechanics which is not listed in


the wage determination and which is to be employed under the award shall be classified in conformance


with the wage determination. The Contracting Officer shall approve an additional classification and wage


rate and fringe benefits therefore only when all the following criteria have been met:


(i) The work to be performed by the classification requested is not performed by a classification in the


wage determination.


(ii) The classification is utilized in the area by the construction industry.


(iii) The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe benefits, bears a reasonable relationship to the wage rates contained in the wage determination.


(2) If the Contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be employed in the classification (if known), or


their representatives and the Contracting Officer agree on the classification and wage rate (including the


amount designated for fringe benefits, where appropriate), a report of the action taken shall be sent by the Contracting Officer to the Administrator of the:


Wage and Hour Division

U.S. Department of Labor

The Administrator or an authorized representative will approve, modify, or disapprove every additional


classification action within 30 days of receipt and so advise the Contracting Officer or will notify the


Contracting Officer within the 30-day period that additional time is necessary.


(3) In the event the Contractor, the laborers or mechanics to be employed in the classification, or their


representatives, and the Contracting Officer do not agree on the proposed classification and wage rate


(including the amount designated for fringe benefits, where appropriate), the Contracting Officer shall refer the questions, including the views of all interested parties and the recommendation of the Contracting Officer, to the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division for determination. The Administrator, or an authorized representative, will issue a determination within 30 days of receipt and so advise the Contracting Officer or will notify the Contracting Officer within the 30-day period that additional time is necessary.


(4) The wage rate (including fringe benefits, where appropriate) determined pursuant to subparagraphs

(c)(2) and (c)(3) of this article shall be paid to all workers performing work in the classification under this


award from the first day on which work is performed in the classification.


(d) Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the award for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe benefit which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the Contractor shall either pay the benefit as stated in the wage determination or shall pay another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly cash equivalent thereof.


(e) If the Contractor does not make payments to a trustee or other third person, the Contractor may consider as part of the wages of any laborer or mechanic the amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing bona fide fringe benefits under a plan or program; provided, that the Secretary of Labor has found, upon the written request of the Contractor, that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon Act have been met. The Secretary of Labor may require the Contractor to set aside in a separate account assets for the meeting of obligations under the plan or program.


Rates of Wages 

The minimum wages to be paid laborers and mechanics under this award involved in performance of work at the project site, as determined by the Secretary of Labor to be prevailing for the corresponding classes of laborers and mechanics employed on projects of a character similar to the contract work in the pertinent locality, are included as an attachment to this award. These wage rates are minimum rates and are not intended to represent the actual wage rates that the Contractor may have to pay.


Payrolls and Basic Records


(a) Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be maintained by the Contractor during the course of the work and preserved for a period of 3 years thereafter for all laborers and mechanics working at the site of the work. Such records shall contain the name, address, and social security number of each such worker, his or her correct classification, hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of contributions or costs anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits or cash equivalents thereof of the types described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act), daily and weekly number of hours worked, deductions made, and actual wages paid. Whenever the Secretary of Labor has found, under paragraph (d) of the article entitled Davis-Bacon Act, that the wages of any laborer or mechanic include the amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under a plan or program described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act, the Contractor shall maintain records which show that the commitment to provide such benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is financially responsible, and that the plan or program has been communicated in writing to the laborers or mechanics affected, and records which show the costs anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing such benefits. Contractors employing apprentices or trainees under approved programs shall maintain written evidence of the registration of apprenticeship programs and certification of trainee programs, the registration of the apprentices and trainees, and the ratios and wage rates prescribed in the applicable programs.


(b)(1) The Contractor shall submit weekly for each week in which any award work is performed a copy of


all payrolls to the Contracting Officer. The payrolls submitted shall set out accurately and completely all of the information required to be maintained under paragraph (a) of this article. This information may be


submitted in any form desired. Optional Form WH-347 (Federal Stock Number 029-005-00014-1) is


available for this purpose and may be purchased from the –

The Prime Contractor is responsible for the submission of copies of payrolls by all subcontractors.

(2) Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a "Statement of Compliance," signed by the Contractor or subcontractor or his or her agent who pays or supervises the payment of the persons employed under the award and shall certify --


(i) That the payroll for the payroll period contains the information required to be maintained under


paragraph (a) of this article and that such information is correct and complete;


(ii) That each laborer or mechanic (including each helper, apprentice, and trainee) employed on the award during the payroll period has been paid the full weekly wages earned, without rebate, either directly or indirectly, and that no deductions have been made either directly or indirectly from the full wages earned, other than permissible deductions as set forth in the Regulations, 29 CFR Part 3; and


(iii) That each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less than the applicable wage rates and fringe benefits or cash equivalents for the classification of work performed, as specified in the applicable wage


determination incorporated into the award.

 (3) The weekly submission of a properly executed certification set forth on the reverse side of Optional


Form WH-347 shall satisfy the requirement for submission of the "Statement of Compliance" required by


subparagraph (b)(2) of this article.

(4) The falsification of any of the certifications in this article may subject the Contractor or subcontractor to civil or criminal prosecution under Section 1001 of Title 18 and Section 3729 of Title 31 of the United


States Code.


(c) The Contractor or subcontractor shall make the records required under paragraph (a) of this article


available for inspection, copying, or transcription by the Contracting Officer or authorized representatives


of the Contracting Officer or the Department of Labor. The Contractor or subcontractor shall permit the


Contracting Officer or representatives of the Contracting Officer or the Department of Labor to interview


employees during working hours on the job. If the Contractor or subcontractor fails to submit required


records or to make them available, the Contracting Officer may, after written notice to the Contractor, take such action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further payment. Furthermore, failure to submit the required records upon request or to make such records available may be grounds for debarment action pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.

Withholding of Funds


The Contracting Officer shall, upon his or her own action or upon written request of an authorized


representative of the Department of Labor, withhold or cause to be withheld from the Contractor under this award or any other Federal award with the same Prime Contractor, or any other federally assisted award subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage requirements, which is held by the same Prime Contractor, so much of the accrued payments or advances as may be considered necessary to pay laborers and mechanics, including apprentices, trainees, and helpers, employed by the Contractor or any subcontractor the full amount of wages required by the award. In the event of failure to pay any laborer or mechanic, including any apprentice, trainee, or helper, employed or working on the site of the work, all or part of the wages required by the award, the Contracting Officer may, after written notice to the Contractor, take such action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations have ceased.

Apprentices and Trainees


(a) Apprentices.


(1) An apprentice will be permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the work they performed when they are employed--


(i) Pursuant to and individually registered in a bona fide apprenticeship program registered with the U.S.


Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration, Office of Apprenticeship and Training,


Employer, and Labor Services (OATELS) or with a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the


OATELS; or


(ii) In the first 90 days of probationary employment as an apprentice in such an apprenticeship program,


even though not individually registered in the program, if certified by the OATELS or a State


Apprenticeship Agency (where appropriate) to be eligible for probationary employment as an apprentice.

(2) The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymen on the job site in any craft classification shall not be


greater than the ratio permitted to the Contractor as to the entire work force under the registered program.

(3) Any worker listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who is not registered or otherwise employed as stated in paragraph (a)(1) of this article, shall be paid not less than the applicable wage determination for the classification of work actually performed. In addition, any apprentice performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually performed.

 (4) Where a contractor is performing construction on a project in a locality other than that in which its


program is registered, the ratios and wage rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman's hourly rate)


specified in the Contractor's or subcontractor's registered program shall be observed. Every apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the registered program for the apprentice's level of progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeyman hourly rate specified in the applicable wage determination.

(5) Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the apprenticeship


program. If the apprenticeship program does not specify fringe benefits, apprentices must be paid the full


amount of fringe benefits listed on the wage determination for the applicable classification. If the


Administrator determines that a different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice classification,


fringes shall be paid in accordance with that determination.

(6) In the event OATELS, or a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by OATELS, withdraws approval of an apprenticeship program, the Contractor will no longer be permitted to utilize apprentices at less than the applicable predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable program is approved.

(b) Trainees.


(1) Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.16, trainees will not be permitted to work at less than the


predetermined rate for the work performed unless they are employed pursuant to and individually


registered in a program which has received prior approval, evidenced by formal certification by the U.S.


Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration, Office of Apprenticeship Training,


Employer, and Labor Services (OATELS). The ratio of trainees to journeymen on the job site shall not be


greater than permitted under the plan approved by OATELS.

(2) Every trainee must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the approved program for the trainee's


level of progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeyman hourly rate specified in the applicable wage determination. Trainees shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the trainee


program. If the trainee program does not mention fringe benefits, trainees shall be paid the full amount of


fringe benefits listed in the wage determination unless the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division


determines that there is an apprenticeship program associated with the corresponding journeyman wage rate in the wage determination which provides for less than full fringe benefits for apprentices. Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee rate who is not registered and participating in a training plan approved by the OATELS shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate in the wage determination for the classification of work actually performed. In addition, any trainee performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate in the wage determination for the work actually performed.

(3) In the event OATELS withdraws approval of a training program, the Contractor will no longer be


permitted to utilize trainees at less than the applicable predetermined rate for the work performed until an


acceptable program is approved.

(c) Equal employment opportunity. The utilization of apprentices, trainees, and journeymen under this


article shall be in conformity with the equal employment opportunity requirements of Executive Order


11246, as amended, and 29 CFR Part 30.

Compliance with Copeland Act Requirements


The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of 29 CFR Part 3, which are hereby incorporated by


reference in this award.

Subcontracts (Labor Standards)


(a) Definition. "Construction, alteration or repair," as used in this article means all types of work done by


laborers and mechanics employed by the construction Contractor or construction subcontractor on a


particular building or work at the site thereof, including without limitation--


(1) Altering, remodeling, installation (if appropriate) on the site of the work of items fabricated off-site;


(2) Painting and decorating;


(3) Manufacturing or furnishing of materials, articles, supplies, or equipment on the site of the building or


work;


(4) Transportation of materials and supplies between the site of the work within the meaning of paragraphs (a)(1)(i) and (ii) of the "site of the work" as defined in the article entitled Davis Bacon Act of this award, and a facility which is dedicated to the construction of the building or work and is deemed part of the site of the work within the meaning of paragraph (2) of the "site of work" definition; and


(5) Transportation of portions of the building or work between a secondary site where a significant portion of the building or work is constructed, which is part of the "site of the work" definition in paragraph (a)(1)(ii) of the Davis-Bacon Act article, and the physical place or places where the building or work will remain (paragraph (a)(1)(i) of the Davis Bacon Act article, in the "site of the work" definition).


(b) The Contractor or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts for construction, alterations and repairs within the United States the articles entitled--


(1) Davis-Bacon Act;


(2) Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act -- Overtime Compensation (if the article is included in


this award);


(3) Apprentices and Trainees;


(4) Payrolls and Basic Records;


(5) Compliance with Copeland Act Requirements;


(6) Withholding of Funds;


(7) Subcontracts (Labor Standards);


(8) Contract Termination -- Debarment;


(9) Disputes Concerning Labor Standards;


(10) Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act Regulations; and


(11) Certification of Eligibility.


(c) The Prime Contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier


subcontractor performing construction within the United States with all the award articles cited in


paragraph (b).


(d)(1) Within 14 days after issuance of the award, the Contractor shall deliver to the Contracting Officer a


completed Standard Form (SF) 1413, Statement and Acknowledgment, for each subcontract for


construction within the United States, including the subcontractor's signed and dated acknowledgment that the articles set forth in paragraph (b) of this article have been included in the subcontract.


(2) Within 14 days after the award of any subsequently awarded subcontract the Contractor shall deliver to the Contracting Officer an updated completed SF 1413 for such additional subcontract.


(e) The Contractor shall insert the substance of this article, including this paragraph (e) in all subcontracts


for construction within the United States.

Contract Termination – Debarment 

A breach of the award articles entitled Davis-Bacon Act, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act -- Overtime Compensation, Apprentices and Trainees, Payrolls and Basic Records, Compliance with


Copeland Act Requirements, Subcontracts (Labor Standards), Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related


Act Regulations, or Certification of Eligibility may be grounds for termination of the whole award or in


part for the Recovery Act covered work only, and for debarment as a Contractor and subcontractor as


provided in 29 CFR 5.12.

Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act Regulations

All rulings and interpretations of the Davis-Bacon and Related Acts contained in 29 CFR Parts 1, 3, and 5


are hereby incorporated by reference in this award.

Disputes Concerning Labor Standards

The United States Department of Labor has set forth in 29 CFR Parts 5, 6, and 7 procedures for resolving


disputes concerning labor standards requirements. Such disputes shall be resolved in accordance with those procedures and not the Disputes and Appeals as defined in 10 CFR 600.22. Disputes within the meaning of this article include disputes between the Contractor (or any of its subcontractors) and the contracting agency, the U.S. Department of Labor, or the employees or their representatives.


Certification of Eligibility


(a) By entering into this award, the Contractor certifies that neither it (nor he or she) nor any person or firm who has an interest in the Contractor's firm is a person or firm ineligible to be awarded Government awards by virtue of section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).


(b) No part of this award shall be subcontracted to any person or firm ineligible for award of a Government award by virtue of section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).


(c) The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in the U.S. Criminal Code, 18 U.S.C. 1001.

Approval of Wage Rates


All straight time wage rates, and overtime rates based thereon, for laborers and mechanics engaged in work under this award must be submitted for approval in writing by the head of the contracting activity or a representative expressly designated for this purpose, if the straight time wages exceed the rates for


corresponding classifications contained in the applicable Davis-Bacon Act minimum wage determination


included in the award. Any amount paid by the Contractor to any laborer or mechanic in excess of the


agency approved wage rate shall be at the expense of the Contractor and shall not be reimbursed by the


Government. If the Government refuses to authorize the use of the overtime, the Contractor is not released from the obligation to pay employees at the required overtime rates for any overtime actually worked.

6 On the basis of disability in the Architectural Barriers Act of 1968(42 U.S.C. 4151 et seq.) for the design, construction, and alteration of buildings and facilities financed with Federal funds.

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Davis -Bacon Act for contracts with federal funds (ARRA-American Recovery and Reinvestment Act).

Contractor shall comply with the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. 276a to a-7) and as supplemented by US Department of Labor regulations (29 CFR part 5, “Labor Standards Provisions Applicable to Contracts Governing Federally Financed and Assisted Construction.”). Under this Act, contractors shall be required to pay wages to laborers and mechanics at a rate not less than the minimum wages specified in a wage determination made by the Secretary of Labor.  In addition, contractors shall be required to pay wages not less than once a week. The Contractor shall report all suspected or reported violations to the City. http://www.gpo.gov/davisbacon/wa.html. Davis Bacon Act shall apply only to the field crew that will be installing the CFLs, showerheads and bathroom faucet aerators, including “volunteers” unless exempted in writing by US Department of Labor. For projects where both the state prevailing wage law and the federal Davis-Bacon and related Acts apply, contractors must pay the higher of the state or the federal wage rates, on a classification by classification basis.  

Prevailing Wage Requirements

Preparing Offer Forms with consideration of Prevailing Wages.



Prevailing wages shall apply only to the field crew that will be installing the CFLs, showerheads and bathroom faucet aerators, including “volunteers” unless exempted in writing by State of Washington Department of Labor and Industries.  The Offer submitted by the Vendor to the City must clearly show the intention of the Vendor to pay prevailing wages.  The City retains the right to reject Offers that do not clearly show the intention to pay prevailing wages.  The City will consider whether the pricing of the Offer appears to have considered the prevailing wages due or other indicators.  If the City is not certain as to whether the Offer is sufficient to pay prevailing wages, the City may seek clarification and/or reject the Offer based on responsibility criteria.


Prevailing Wage Provisions


a. This contract is subject to prevailing wages, as required by RCW 39.12 (Prevailing Wages on Public Works) and RCW 49.28 (Hours of Labor) and the US Department of Labor as amended or supplemented. 


b. Vendor, Partner Organizations and any subcontractors shall be responsible for compliance with all provisions herein.  Vendors are highly encouraged to contact the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries to confirm whether or not you are required to pay prevailing wages.  If the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries make a determination that you or your Partner Organizations are not required to pay prevailing wages, provide your confirmation from the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries with your proposal.  Contact information can be found at  http://www.lni.wa.gov/Main/ContactInfo/TradesLicensing/PrevailingWage.asp?RefererID=1164

c. The awarded Vendor, Partner Organizations and subcontractors shall file an Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage Form concurrent with the execution of the contract.  The Buyer will give the awarded Vendor(s) a Contract Number, and the Vendor, Partner Organizations, and their subcontractor(s) shall then promptly submit the Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages to the Department of Labor & Industries for approval.  The City requests this be done on-line to allow the City a rapid mechanism to verify submittal.  http://www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/default.asp.  However, the City will accept forms submitted through paper procedures.  If the Vendor utilizes paper submittal, a copy shall be promptly provided to the Buyer.  


d. Vendor is responsible for all fees assessed by Washington L&I for all forms filed.


e. Vendor, Partner Organizations, and any subcontractor shall not pay any laborer, worker or mechanic less than the prevailing hourly wage rates in effect at the time of bid opening for the worker classifications that is provided for under Prevailing Wages as issued by the State of Washington and US Department of Labor for the County in which the work shall be performed. 


f. Vocationally handicapped workers, i.e. those individuals whose earning capacity is impaired by physical or mental deficiency or injury, may be employed at wages lower than the established prevailing wage.  The Fair Labor Standards Act requires that wages based on individual productivity be paid to handicapped workers employed under certificates issued by the Secretary of Labor.  These certificates are acceptable to the Department of Labor and Industries.  Sheltered workshops for the handicapped may submit a request to the Department of Labor and Industries for a special certificate, which would, if approved, entitle them to pay their employees at wages, lower than the established prevailing wage.  


g. In certain situations, an Intent to Pay Prevailing wages shall be filed with the Department of Labor & Industries and with the City of Seattle Buyer, but the Vendor may indicate an exception which exempts the requirement to pay at least prevailing wages rates for the following:


· Sole owners and their spouse.


· Any partner who owns at least 30% of a partnership.


· The president, vice-president, and treasurer of a corporation if each one owns at least 30% of the corporation.


· Workers regularly employed on monthly or per diem salary by state or any political subdivision created by its laws.


h. Prevailing Wage rates in effect at the time of bid/response opening are attached.  These wages remain in effect for the duration of this contract, except for annual adjustments required by this agreement for multi-year contracts (where contract is longer than one year)  and building service maintenance contracts (janitorial, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners), which provide for an annual adjustment in wage rates as specified below.


i. It is the sole responsibility of the Vendor to assign the appropriate classification and associate wage rates to all laborers, workers or mechanics that perform any work under this contract, in conformance with the scope of work descriptions of the Industrial Statistician of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.  Vendors are highly encouraged to contact Washington State Department of Labor and Industries to confirm the appropriate classification.

j. With each invoice, Vendor will attach or write a statement that wages paid were compliant to applicable Prevailing Wage rates.


k. Affidavit of Wages Paid:  Upon contract completion, Vendor and each subcontractor shall then file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000) approved by the Industrial Statistician of Washington State L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Vendor has initiated the original Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line.  The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before Seattle can pay the final invoice.

l. For jobs above $10,000, Vendor is required to post for employees’ inspection, the Intent form including the list of the labor classifications and wages used on the project.   This may be postured in the nearest local office, for road construction, sewer line, pipeline, transmission line, street or alley improvement projects as long as the employer provides a copy of the Intent form to the employee upon request. 


m. In the event any dispute arises as to what the prevailing wages are for this Contract, and the dispute cannot be solved by the parties involved, the matter shall be referred to the Director of the Department of Labor and Industries of the State of Washington.  In such case, the Director’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties.  If the dispute involves a federal prevailing wage rate, the matter shall be referred to the U.S. Secretary of Labor for a decision.  In such case, the Secretary’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties. 


Prevailing Wage rate changes for Service Contracts greater than one year in duration:


a. This provision only applies to service contracts that continue beyond a single year in duration, including building service maintenance contracts (janitorial service Vendors and work performed by janitors, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners) and other multi-year service contracts where prevailing wages are required.


b. Vendor, Partner Organizations and any subcontractor must pay at least the prevailing wage rates that were in effect at time of bid/response throughout the duration of the contract.  


c. Each contract anniversary thereafter, Vendor, Partner Organizations and any subcontractors shall review the then current Prevailing Wage Rates.  The Vendor shall increase wages paid if required to meet no less then the current prevailing wage rates for those positions that are covered by such wage rates, in effect at the time of the contract anniversary.


d. Any price or rate increases made as a result of a change in the prevailing wages will be compensated by the City on a pass through basis if the Vendor requests a price increase in accordance with the price increase request requirements provided elsewhere in this contract. The Vendor must follow the contract instructions for pricing increases, by notifying the Buyer at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date of any resulting price increase and clearly documenting the increase.

2. Phase III includes installation and delivery work.  If workers only perform delivery and drop-off to a home, and do not install any product in the home, that work is regarded by both DOL and L&I as exempt because they are technicians not performing work subject to prevailing wages or Davis-Bacon wages. 

The work that is actual installation of showerheads, faucet aerators, and CFLs (or any other similar product that would require installation during the course of the contract in the home), however, may require payment of wages that are at least the State of Washington prevailing wage rate and/or Federal Davis-Bacon wage rate.   If both the State and the Federal wage rate programs apply, than the higher wage rate between the two must be paid.  It is expected that any worker that actually performs installation (as opposed to a worker that just walks up to a door to deliver the product) will require payment of prevailing wages. Employers are responsible for ensuring that the proper labor classification is applied.  Should any Federal or State agency decide that you underpaid the wages by using a lower wage category than the State or Federal agency believes was proper, the vendor is financially, legally and administratively liable for that underpayment.  Further, if the wage category requires licensing (such as an electrical license or a plumber’s license) the vendor is also required to ensure such workers comply with those licensing requirements as well.

The ARRA Recovery Act requires Davis Bacon wages be paid on all ARRA Recovery Projects. As of this date, the City has not received clear guidance that exempts the installation work on this project.  Current federal guidance is not clear on whether Davis-Bacon will offer any exemptions for volunteer labor and which labor category that the federal government believes shall apply.  


The State of Washington (Department of Labor & Industries) has additional state laws that also require wages paid to be at least equal to the “prevailing wage rate” and to have associated paperwork filed with the State.  The State may issue exceptions to this requirement for use of certain volunteer workforce situations. The State has provided exemptions for certain uses of Washington Conservation Corps and Washington Service Corps in the past, but Vendors are to independently verify their own circumstance.  Please note that this does not waive your requirement to separately apply the Davis-Bacon wage categories and comply with the greater and more expansive of the two wage requirements.

Given the absence of any federal guidance that exempts any component of the Davis-Bacon wage requirements, we require each Bidder to provide pricing given various scenarios.  As soon as sufficient federal guidance is issued, the City and the Bidder (or Contractor, if such guidance is issued after the contract has already been issued) will proceed with the scenario that best fits the federal guidance.

Scenario 1 - Paid Labor Prevailing Wages Mandatory:  You must provide pricing for this scenario.  Price your proposal to clearly meet or exceed the Davis-Bacon or the State Prevailing Wage classifications, whichever is higher that you find appropriate to the work.  


Because there is some indication that the Federal US Department of Labor through Congress may create a distinct wage category in the future for the installation work, the City requires you to submit detail about the wages you intend to pay.  If after receipt of the bids and/or after contract execution, DOL issues a new wage category or a lesser wage category, the Vendor and/or the City shall examine how the lower wage rate would reduce the pricing for Phase III.  Note that even if the Federal US Department of Labor approves a lower wage rate than currently known, the bidder must still meet the higher of the State or federal prevailing wage rates. 

Scenario 2 – Paid Labor if mandatory wage rates are not required:  You must provide pricing for this scenario.  During the course of the contract, the City and the Vendor could agree to use either this Scenario or Scenario 3 (volunteers only), or a combination of the two, if a complete exemption of prevailing wages has been given.

Scenario 3 - Volunteer Labor Allowed:  This scenario would be used if the State and DOL provide an exemption that volunteers are exempt from prevailing wages either before or during the course of the contract. If the State and DOL provide exemptions at some future date, the City and Vendor would use this pricing instead of other scenarios.  

The City will consider all 3 pricing scenarios in scoring and evaluation.

The purpose of the project was to demonstrate how direct citizen outreach to single family residential homes can serve as an effective tool relative to installing energy and water conservation devices and educating residents on the benefits of changing their personal lifestyle habits as a mechanism to save money and reduce residential greenhouse gas emissions.  The project also served as real-world training venue to advance the interpersonal communication skills of low-income disadvantaged young adults who aspire to obtain careers in the emerging green economy.

The Training Curriculum


The Neighborhood Power Project training curriculum provided hands-on environmental, personal (soft) and professional (hard) skills to the members of the crew.  These skills, which are life long and transferrable, covered the following subjects:


1. Introduction to Climate Change 


a. The Issue with Carbon


b. Climate Change & Urban Communities


c. Environmental Sustainability


2. The Emerging Green Economy


a. Green Educational Opportunities


b. Green Career Opportunities

c. Toilet Tummy Installation


d. Low flow Shower Head & Faucet Aerator Installation

6. Basic Weatherization


a. Weatherization 101

The Canvass Operation 


The scope of the Neighborhood Power Project canvass operation is currently focused on installing CFLs and low flow shower heads in residential homes.  The pilot phase was primarily an exploratory step to identify challenges to an eventual large-scale rollout.   While exploratory, anecdotal information about the task lead time and related challenges each task presented was gathered in the recent interview and post pilot report.  Three phases of the canvass operational process have been indentified, to include preparation, installation and wrap-up.  The specific details of the respective phases are listed below. 

Phase 1: Preparation


The purpose of the Preparation phase of the day is to ensure all the necessary people, information, tools, and resources are in place to begin the work day.  Additionally, it serves as an opportunity for the team to gather, build relationships, learn from one another, trouble shoot any issues and develop the interpersonal skills needed to thrive in a work environment.  The agenda is standardized which allows for team members to take turns facilitating the morning meeting.  Integrating job rotation from the outset of the day is a tool to empower team members and increase their participation level.  This can lead to higher job satisfaction and improved performance.  A sample agenda for the team is as follows:


Check In:  Who is here and who is not.  Those present sign in. 


Connect Question:  A short informal question about likes, dislikes, experiences, music, hobbies, etc. that develops the interpersonal connections between team members.  


Review:  Review of previous day’s performance; highlighting any unresolved issues, problems with solutions, or appreciations.  Additionally, review any questions around work standards and/or training issues and use team process to address them.  


Identify Work Teams:  Match up team members skills with job requirements.  This will have a rotation schedule so team members will develop their interpersonal skills by working with different people.  


Work Plan:  Review work plan for the day; identifying order of jobs, job size, necessary preparations, breaks, and lunch time. 


Assign roles:  Have work team assign roles for the day and balance work flow for each crew of two team members.  


Performance goals:  Through team process, set team performance goals for the day and make them visual.  Also, review of a visual record of performance-to-goal over time focuses the team on how they are performing.  Following that up by encouraging team members to make suggestions on how to improve is the purpose of making performance visual.  

Check off on Checklists:  Run through checklists utilizing forms; Safety, Tools & Equipment, Materials, and Introduction/Education.  Each crew member must sign off on their own checklist and that of their crew mate for the day.  This helps to build in quality by double checking for completeness and building a sense of accountability to each other.  


Off to Work:  Once the checklists are signed off by both crew members, work crews move on to the next phase.  


Phase 2:  Installation


Upon entry to the home, the install team splits up with one member going clockwise as the other goes counterclockwise.  As team members go room to room, all the work that can be done in that room is completed before they move on to the next room.  

There is an educational outreach component to the program, which is to educate and encourage residents to use less water and electricity.  Thus, part of the program is to deliver outreach materials that highlight the importance of conservation and makes recommendations for how to do so.  With educational materials in hand, install team gives a brief tour of the improvements that were made and how they help conserve energy and water.  A recommendation for this step is for one of the team members to do the outreach step while the other finalizes the paperwork and makes any last preparations before leaving.  

Phase 3: Wrap Up


The reasons for the Wrap Up phase are to gather the whole team to share information and lessons from day, foster team identity, and prepare for the next day.  This phase is designed similarly to the Preparation phase and is facilitated by a standardized meeting format.  Like the Preparation meeting, it is highly collaborative and can be facilitated by any one of the crew members.  A sample agenda of that meeting is as follows:


Turn in job logs:  Each job log requires the signature of both install team members as they are both responsible for accuracy.  In principle, it requires each member to double check the others work.  


Dispose of trash and recycles:  Team member’s trash (i.e., broken CFLs) and recyclable materials are emptied into the appropriate receptacle.

Check off the checklists:  This step expedites the corresponding step in the Prepare phase.  All tools and equipment should be accounted for, returned to their proper place, and material boxes restocked.  Each member will have an individual checklist for their tools and it must be signed off by their install team member.  Lost or broken tools are to be reported to the supervisor and replaced as appropriate.  Checklists and job logs are turned into the supervisor.  

Appreciation:  This may be daily or weekly but building in a culture of appreciation as a core competency communicates a commitment to management by means.  There are many options to facilitate appreciation but the main ingredient is that each voice is represented.  

Work day review:  Review performance to goals for the day.  Identify whether the team is on track or not.  This will lead into the next step.  Address any issues from the day and use team process to trouble shoot (especially if team is not meeting performance goals).  

Prep for following day: Identify job location and Notify about logistics


Sign out: Sign out on time cards

Assessment Lessons Learned

Several lessons were learned from the work the canvass team performed during the pilot phase of the program, to include the following:


Training: Two-days of training (16 hours) seemed too short as the material and hands-on teaching was rushed.  Provide training sessions facilitated by product and/or industry experts.


Community Outreach: Lower income communities with higher rates of ethnic diversity offered greater access to their homes, as opposed to less diverse communities of higher income.  Although based upon anecdotal post program interviews and evaluation forms, common themes included visiting neighborhoods which have been: a) over canvassed, b) residents already have installed water and energy saving devices and c) cross-cultural sensitivities.


Crew Development: Several crew members expressed that burn out was an issue and requested that additional skill building opportunities get built into future phases of the program.


Operational: Sporadic nature of the canvass schedule and payroll management issues caused undo hardship on canvass team looking for steady full-time work.

Program Leadership: The multiple organization and stakeholder aspect of the pilot seemed to confuse people.  Canvassers expressed difficulty explaining the relationship between Seattle Climate Action Now, Moontown, Got Green and Working Green. 


Recommendations for Future Operations


1. Provide additional training on the proper handling and disposal of broken or burned out CFLs


2. Provide additional training on climate change by climate change experts


3. Provide windbreakers with brighter color profiles that clearly identify canvass team


4. Recruit canvass team members with language skills (i.e., Spanish, Vietnamese, and East African)


5. Leverage major local media to promote the work of the Neighborhood Power Project.


6. Utilize neighborhood blogs, community meetings and/or other forms of outreach (i.e., notification in utility bills) to notify communities in advance of the canvassers arrival to the neighborhood.


7. Post a calendar on the City of Seattle website to alert communities when an installation crew will be in their neighborhood, along with a helpline phone number for questions.


8. Increase training from 16-hours to 24-hours to cover more content and hands-on training.


9. Explore whether continue education credits can be placed on training and used for college credit


10. Partner with high school youth looking to earn service learning hours in order to graduate.  This could be done on the weekends or in the summer to allow for enhanced outreach in a community.  The Seattle Parks & Recreation Department’s STEP Program is a suggested partner.


11. Canvasser rap ought to include a conversation (and work order form) that facilitates enhanced energy efficiency services (e.g. basic or advanced energy inspections and installations and retrofits).  


12. Explore whether canvassers are eligible to receive a “commission” if the secondary services noted above are implemented.


13. Identify intermediary to ensure that communities are not overwhelmed by different organizations (i.e., Working Green, Sustainable Works, SCALLOPs, etc) performing similar work.  Should organizations be required to file for a permit to do such work?
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South Park Follow-Up Summary

Following SCL’s April 4, 2009 Neighborhood Power Project canvassing and door-knocking to distribute CFL’s to South Park residents, the SWITCH Project received a spreadsheet of contact information for eligible residents requesting additional weather stripping and water-saving shower head installations.


After some reformatting and sorting of the spreadsheet, several daytime and evening calls from the list to schedule weather stripping to set up appointments as field sites for our SWITCH Project on-the-job training.  There were several wrong telephone numbers, phones that were not able to receive calls, and disconnected service.  Our SWITCH crews were in South Park for these installations on two Saturdays, May 2 & 9, and Monday May 4.

No appointments were scheduled for shower head replacement as installation times are brief and difficult to coordinate.  The SWITCH Project emailed (where known) residents and dropped off approximately 50 flyers (see attached) on May 2nd to let them know we stopped by and to call us to schedule an install appointment the following week.  Not one person called for an appointment.

WEATHER STRIPPING


In spite of pre-arranging weather stripping appointments several failed to materialize.  Several residents were not at home and did not answer phone calls at the scheduled time, were called away for work, and one family was just leaving for the hospital for a medical emergency.  Another resident stated they were renters and did not have the owner’s approval.  To fill the open time slot, under the direction of a SWITCH Crew Chief, the installers were instructed to canvass the immediate streets for homes that did not have a gas meter and knock on their doors to verify eligibility and offer our weather stripping services.  In two instances we were successful.

SHOWER HEADS

According to the spreadsheet there were 58 possible shower heads to replace.  Our Saturday approach without individual appointments yielded fewer than expected access to homes.  Many asked for follow-up appointments (SWITCH Project later determined this approach too difficult to achieve). In several cases we found the resident already had a water-saving shower head and declined our service.
