	It appears there are only 2 approved bidders: ABB & Carte International. If another vendor’s bid would not be allowed for this bid, what is the process to becoming an approved vendor for these sized transformers?  
	Established transformer manufacturing companies that are interested in supplying units to Seattle City Light typically contact Material Control and supply documentation demonstrating conformance to Material Standard 0035.7. 

Documentation includes outline drawings, construction materials and details, instruction and maintenance books, and certified test reports verifying compliance with all listed electrical tests. 

Manufacturers provide a reference list of five (5) other US utility companies that have purchased transformers from them in the past 5 years. Units for consideration must have a similar primary voltage rating and the same kVA rating as the stock number units being considered. For each utility company, the rating of the transformer and a standards or purchasing contact name including phone number, city and state is requested for verification. 

If an additional manufacturer is determined to be beneficial and added to the approved suppliers list, and upon a successful future bid solicitation, the power transformer is purchased as a “trial and evaluation” unit, which must be energized in the Seattle City Light system and perform continuously without problems for a period of five (5) years. After this period, the manufacturer will be listed as an approved manufacturer.

Manufacturers are encouraged to plan accordingly. The approval process can take up to one year to complete.
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
