The Washington State Department of Ecology (Ecology) has issued this Administrative Order

(Order) requiring Seattle City Light to comply with:

e Chapter 90.48 Revised Code of Washington (RCW) — State of Washington Water
Pollution Control Act.

e Chapter 173-201A Washington Administrative Code (WAC) — Water Quality Standards

for Surface Waters of the State of Washington.

e National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Construction Stormwater

General Permit, Permit Number WAR301999.

This is an Administrative Order in accordance with General Condition G13 (Additional
Monitoring) as set forth in the Construction Stormwater General Permit (Permit). RCW

90.48.120(2) gives Ecology the authority to issue Administrative Orders requiring compliance

whenever it determines that a violation will occur per Chapter 90.48 RCW.

Ecology’s determination that violations were about to occur is based on the violation(s) listed below.

Violation(s) description:

Seattle City Light has received coverage under the Construction Stormwater General

Permit, permit number WAR301999, for construction activities associated with the

construction site known as Ross Dam Hollow Jet Valves. The receiving water body will
be Diablo Lake. Seattle City Light reported that the Ross Dam Hollow Jet Valve tunnel
contains contaminated sediment and water which may be discharged due to the proposed
dewatering activity. The Construction Stormwater General Permit does not have water

quality sampling or benchmarks for the known constituents of concern, arsenic,

chromium, copper, lead, nickel, and zinc (listed in Table 1); however, the permit requires

compliance with the Water Quality Standards for Surface Water of the State of
Washington (Water Quality Standards).
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The Order establishes Indicator Levels for the Seattle City Light’s Ross Dam Hollow Jet
Valves dewatering project. Indicator Levels express a pollutant concentration used as a
threshold, below which a pollutant is considered unlikely to cause a water quality
violation, and above which it may. Indicator Levels in this Administrative Order were
derived from the Freshwater Toxic Substances Criteria (WAC 173-201A-240).

Corrective Actions Required:

For these reasons and in accordance with RCW 90.48.120(2) it is ordered that Seattle City
Light take the following actions. In the event of a permit transfer, compliance with this
Administrative Order and the actions listed below is required. These actions are required at
the location known as the Ross Dam Hollow Jet Valves, located at the Ross Dam on the
Skagit River, Whatcom County.

Immediately upon receipt of this Order and continuously thereafter Seattle City Light
must:

Assign a Certified Erosion and Sediment Control Lead (CESCL), who shall be
responsible for ensuring proper treatment system operation and maintenance. The
CESCL for the project must have knowledge of the treatment system in addition to
the criteria outlined in the Construction Stormwater General Permit.

Install all pre-treatment and treatment systems prior to any discharge of dewatering
water to Diablo Lake.

Submit a Request for Chemical Treatment Form to Ecology prior to beginning
treatment.

Seattle City Light is authorized to directly discharge untreated water with a value
between 0 and 4.9 NTU.

Seattle City Light and WaterTechtonics shall use Wavelonics Electrocoagulation
Subtractive Technology (ECST) to treat any contaminated dewatering water or
stormwater comingled with dewatering water (dewatering water) prior to discharge to
surface water. The ECST treatment train includes, at a minimum, a settling tank, the
ECST unit, and a sand filtration unit.

Capture and treat all contaminated dewatering and stormwater comingled with
dewatering water that has a turbidity of 5 NTU or greater, prior to discharge to Diablo
Lake.

Capture and treat all contaminated dewatering and stormwater comingled with
dewatering water when there is a significant change in process or in the influent
water. A significant change in process will include a value for influent turbidity of 50
NTU or greater.

Verify treatment has been effective when the value of influent turbidity is 50 NTU or
greater.

Use a batch treatment system until the proposed treatment system has demonstrated
effectiveness in meeting the indicator levels in Table 1. Once effectiveness has been
demonstrated, a flow-through system may be used.
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Perform a weekly sampling of all dewatering water and stormwater comingled with
dewatering water discharging from the flow-through system and tested for the
parameters listed in Table 1. If any of the Indicator Levels listed in Table 1 are
exceeded, the treated dewatering water must be stopped from discharging to Diablo
Lake until it has been retested to determine that all parameters are equal to or below
the Indicator Levels in Table 1.
Seattle City Light may elect to use a color metric test to conduct batch sampling for
metals in the field. Seattle City Light may proceed with discharges if the test
concludes values for metals are at or below the Indicator Levels. The color metric
test used for batch samples does not replace the required weekly laboratory analysis
(see bullet below). _
Transport all captured sediment from the treatment of the dewatering water to an
approved disposal facility based on the level of contamination.
Use a laboratory registered or accredited under the provisions of Chapter 137-50
WAC, Accreditation of Environmental Laboratories, to analyze all samples and
prepare monitoring data. The color metric test used for batch samples does not
replace the weekly laboratory analysis.
If sampling is conducted more frequently than required by this Order, the results of
this monitoring must be included in the data that is submitted in the Discharge
Monitoring Reports (DMRs).
Continous sampling for pH and turbidity will result in daily averages. The DMR shall
contain a daily value for pH and turbidity for each day the system is in operation.
Report to Ecology within 24 hours any discharge to waters of the state which are
above the Indicator Levels for arsenic, chromium, copper, lead, nickel, and zinc.
Contact Ecology’s Northwest Region at (425) 649-7000 for Island, King, Kitsap,
San Juan, Snohomish, and Whatcom Counties.
Report monthly all sampling data, including results for for arsenic, chromium,
copper, lead, nickel, and zinc, on Discharge Monitoring Reports (DMRs). DMRs are
to be submitted electronically using Ecology’s secure online system WQWebDMR,
in accordance to permit condition S5.B. If the measured concentration is below the
detection level then Seattle City Light shall report single analytical values below
detection as “less than the detection level (DL)” by entering “<” followed by the
numeric value of the detection level (e.g. “<0.1”). All other values above DL must
be reported as the numeric value.
Immediately report noncompliance with permit requirements or the provisions of this
Order to the Bellingham Field Office of the Department of Ecology in accordance
with Permit Condition S5.F, Noncompliance Notification.
Immediately report any discharge to waters of the state in exceedance of the
contaminant Indicator Level in Table 1, except for turbidity and pH criteria,
according to Permit condition S5.F, Noncompliance Notification, as follows:
o Immediately notify Ecology of noncompliance by calling the regional 24-hour
Environmental Report Tracking System (ERTS) phone number (425) 649-7000.
o Cease the discharge until indicator levels can be met.
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o Submit a detailed written report to Ecology within five (5) days, unless requested
earlier by Ecology. See Permit condition S5.F.3 for Noncompliance Notification
requirements.

“ If a modification of the Order is desired, a written request shall be submitted to
Ecology and if approved, Ecology will issue an approval letter or an amendment
to this Order. ;

. Seattle City Light shall notify Ecology if permit coverage is transferred. Upon
notification the Order shall be modified to include the new Permittee.

Ecology retains the right to make modifications to this Order through supplemental order, or
amendment to this Order, if it appears necessary to further protect the public interest.

This Order does not exempt Seattle City Light from any Construction Stormwater General
Permit requirement.

e File your appeal and a copy of this Order with the PCHB (see addresses below). Filing
means actual receipt by the PCHB during regular business hours.

e Serve a copy of your appeal and this Order on Ecology in paper form — by mail or in
person. (See addresses below.) E-mail is not accepted.

You must also comply with other applicable requirements in Chapter 43.21B RCW and Chapter
371-08 WAC.

Your appeal alone will not stay the effectiveness of this Order. Stay requests must be submitted
in accordance with RCW 43.21B.320.
