	This job looks slightly different than the one back in 2009. This job looks to have more locations that the city would like to harvest. Some of the pictures sent did not have a name and I could not understand where the location was on the lake. Can you clarify this for me? 

	These are the locations that may need harvesting.  We are not committing to all of the locations because it will be based on plant growth and permit dates. We would encourage them to indicate higher price if being asked to mobilize for small cut.  Historically we always cut 7 acres at two sites in mid-July but that is the only consistent plan.  If we use other management methods, the need for mechanical harvesting is expected to be reduced.   The maps and the excel inventory have the information in the same order.  If you look at them side by side the acreage is listed.  They are ordered from north to south and start with Lake Washington.
