Requested Information regarding the City of Seattle’s RFl related to Street Furniture.
Supplement to RFI - Advertising-Supported Public Amenities in the Right of Way

The City of Seattle seeks information that would support development of a coordinated street
furniture program. A coordinated street furniture program is a public/private partnership that
provides for well designed street furniture in the public right of way supported through
advertising opportunities that are integrated into the design of the street furniture. The
potential benefits to the City of such a program is a more vibrant and attractive pedestrian
street environment through placement of well designed street furniture and may also include
enhanced streetscape maintenance services and/or shared revenues with the City.

Street furniture that is envisioned as part of a coordinated street furniture program in Seattle
includes, but is not limited to:

° Information kiosks;

° Trash/recycling receptacles;

o Newspaper Racks;

° Bike share facilities and bike parking facilities; and
e Bus Shelters.
