When scheduling substantial or disruptive cleaning activities i.e. interior & exterior window cleaning, waxing, etc., the vendor must nofify the tenants by posting a sign on the door of

the area to be serviced. The notice is to be posted 5 days prior to the start date . The notice should include the start date and time and the completion date and time and
include any special instructions. The vendor must notify the property manager as well,

ACCESS OFFICE AND SECURED AREAS GUIDELINES

In order to program access cards, vendor is to determine start and stop times and report time to property manager.

In order to gain access to the space, the vendor is to knock on the door and/or use the doorbell at the entry of each secured space, The tenant is responsible for providing access
to their area. The tenant must be present while vendor occupies the area. If the tenant does not answer the door and/or provide the vendor access to the area, the vendor will not
provide janitorial service on that day. The vendor will clean on the next scheduled day. If a scheduled day is skipped because the tenant did not provide the vendor access, the
vendor will perform the work according to the next service day scope of work, For example: The vendor is schedule to work on M/AW/F, tenant did not allow the vendor access on
Monday, the vendor will retum on Wednesday to perform Wednesday's regular assigned scope of work.

Should the tenant not answer the door or denies the vendor access, the vendor is to leave a note on the door indicating the date and time they attempted to gain access and the
date when they anticipate retuming to the office to perform the work.

SUPPLIES

The City of Seattle warehouse provides janitorial paper products at no cost to the vendor. The vendor shall supply and stock the aerosol deodorant. The paper products include
toilet paper, paper towels, liners, and hand soap. The vendor is responsible for picking-up the products from the warehouse and delivering the products to the building. The
warehouse is located at 3807 2nd Ave S; the phone number is 206 684 0827; hours of operation are Monday — Friday 11 AM — 4 PM. The vendor should place an arder priar to
pick-up to insure that the supplies are in stock.

Should the City of Seattle warehouse not carry the correct products, the vendor can purchase the products from their supplier and bill it to the City of Seattle as a tag item. The
vendor must have approval from the property manager prior to purchasing the item(s).

The vendor is responsible for supplying the cleaning products including but not limited to rags, sponges, vacuum cleaners, mops, brooms, mop buckets, etc. In addition, the
vendor must insure that there is always an adequate supply/inventory of paper products and that all dispensers are always filled.

BACK GROUND CHECK AND C REQUIREMENTS

The City may require the vendor to complete background checks periodically. Attached is the Protocol for Contractor/\Vendor Fingerprinting & Criminal History Check.

The vendor must wear and display their City ID card at all times when working at the building. City ID cards are non-transferable and must be used by the individual it is assigned
