	The specifications for the subject bid document state that the supplier must provide a 100’L x 40’W (max) modular barge assembly and that these dimensions do not include the required loading ramps and end rake sections.  The attached Bid Offer Sheet shows that a quantity of 6 40-foot sections and 4 20-foot sections are to be quoted.  Based on what we predict the barge assembly to look like (see attached C5301J), the requested 100’ x 40’ assembly would consist of 8 of the 40-foot sections and 4 of the 20-footers, along with ramp and rake attachments.  The float quantities listed in the Bid Offer Sheet would only allow an 80’ x 40’ barge to be assembled.

	Additionally to question #3, the specifications list 6 10’ x 10’ x 5’ End Rakes and 2 20’ x 10’ x 5’ Ramps are required.  The Bid Offer Sheet shows that the quantity for the Ramps is 6.

	Question regarding the quantities:  Item #7 of the attached Bid Offer Sheet shows a quantity of 4 for ‘Spudwells and 20” x 30’0” spud’.  Does this mean 2 Spudwells and 2 Spuds?  Or does it mean 4 pairs of Spudwells and Spuds?  We consider a Spudwell and Spud to be two separate items.  
Based on Item #8, 2 Winch Mounts, we would assume that you are asking for 2 Spudwells and 2 Spuds.
	Revise the Bid Offer Sheet Item 8 to “Double Drum winches and winch mounts rated at 6,000 lbs. ea drum (min)”

Note Item #7 is (4) spudwells and (4) spuds. (another way to say it is (4) sets)

	With regards to the Load/Design Criteria listed in the specifications for the subject bid, 2.B states “Barge shall be capable of supporting concentrated deck loads of 5,000 psf (min) and AASHTO HL-93 loading;”  Our Flexifloat equipment has a deck bearing capacity of 5,000 psf, but we do not have an AASHTO-type rating.  As long as the pressure from the truck tires does not exceed 5,000 psf, you would be working within the structural capacity of the Flexifloat decks.   Flexifloats are primarily considered to be a portable floating barge system that is used to support relatively static loads, be it a crane or a dump truck.  They are not designed with high speed, live highway loading in mind.  Although we do not have a published AASHTO rating, our equipment has successfully been used at construction sites to support dump trucks weighing 60,000 to 120,000 lbs. crossing a Flexifloat-type, floating bridge system.  At this point, we are not in a position to have the barges certified for a specific AASHTO rating.

Please note, it is standard practice to utilize timber decking/matting on construction-type barges to help distribute concentrated loads and improve traction.  It is not recommended to operate rubber-tired trucks directly on steel decks for marine applications.  Wood decking would be provided by the buyer.
	Suppliers need to ensure the City that legal hi-way loads can be accommodated by the new barge. HL-93 is a static load that can be applied anywhere on the barge deck.  
Criteria of Specfications, section 2.B modified as follows:
“Barge shall be capable of supporting concentrated deck loads of 5,000 psf (min) and AASHTO HL-93 loading. The supplier may provide the engineering design for matting to be utilized capable to distribute AASHTO HL-93 loading safely to the barge in lieu of direct support of the HL-93 loading. The matting shall be designed as a fixed attachment that will be in place during normal operation of the barge and not reduce the specified rated capacity of the barge.”
