	The contractor will determine when the crews will be working.  The crews may work the same schedule. There may be some instances in which they may need to supply crimp on connectors, wire nuts, electrical tape & other misc. supplies, but this should occur in about 1% of the time.  The contractor may need to supply crimp on connectors, wire nuts, electrical tape, and other misc. supplies during the installation of new LED streetlights.  The contractor will be responsible to provide for all the cleaning supplies, including, but not limited to rags, glass cleaners, wipes, etc.
