	It is City Light’s understanding that there are no notable technical differences between the 2000 and 2004 versions of ICEA S-105-692.
If ICEA S-105-692-2004 references ASTM B 901 for type SIW wire, all the better. The absence of a reference to ASTM B 901 in the 2000 version of ICEA S-105-692 does not prevent its application.
City Light Standards avoids referring to the “latest revision” of an industry standard because it discourages acquiring and reading the latest revision. Also, it is more difficult to administer contracts that refer to “latest revisions”. Technical requirements need to be known and stable.
It is City Light’s understanding that there are no notable differences between the 2000 and 2008 versions of NEMA WC-26.
