 1.  SPECIFICATIONS 


 
In addition to the specifications listed below for the, the City may, at its option, buy various other sizes from the 
Successful Bidder during the life of the Contract.  
 
CONSTRUCTION:  Carts can be rotational or injected molded.  Lids will be attached.  Carts should have wheels 
and a handle.  The handle and cart shall be designed to afford the user relatively easy control and movement of 
the loaded cart. 
 
COLOR:  Green 
 
STABILITY:  Carts shall be stable and self-balancing when in the upright position, whether loaded or empty. 


 
LOAD RATING:  The cart should have a 12 to 15 gallon capacity.  Carts shall be designed to regularly receive 
and dump up to forty (40) pounds of waste material without permanent damage or deformation. 
 
DECAL SPACE:  Carts shall have space for application of customer instructions decals by the City (6” x 6”).  
 
LOGO BRAND:  All carts will be branded with white City logo provided by the City of Seattle. The logo size will be 
approximately 6 x 6”.   
 
PLASTIC MATERIAL:  The City requires minimum 25% recycled content, comprised of minimum 15% post 
consumer regrind and 10% recycled plastic.   
 
Each cart shall be manufactured from first quality virgin low to high-density polyethylene (LLDPE to HDPE) resin 
as a base for the blend with post consumer recycled material (PCR).  Virgin resin must be provided by a 
nationally recognized brand supplier and must satisfy the manufacturer's original specification for first quality 
material.  The resin manufacturers’ release specifications for the particular grades of resin to be used are to be 
supplied with the submittal. Carts shall be marked with the appropriate Society of the Plastics Industry (SPI) Code 
Number on the outer bottom of the container. 
 
The post-consumer regrind (PCR) materials shall be defined as products generated by a business or residential 
consumer that have served their intended end uses, and that have been separated or diverted from the waste 
stream for the purposes of recycling and disposal.  No materials originated from any in-plant operations (i.e. 
industrial scraps) shall be considered as PCR materials. 
 
Vendor shall include certifying documentation for each product for the actual percentage of PCR used in the 
production of the carts by weight of the container and the sources of PCR.  The Vendor shall be required to 
submit invoices and/or bill of lading showing the actual source and the purchase of PCR as well as the destination 
of shipments upon request by the City and attest to its use in the manufacturing of the carts at the percentage 
prescribed by the City.
