	The specifications call for a proprietary corrugated steel deck system. Would SPU consider an alternative precast concrete deck that meets the required geometry and load specifications?
	The City will accept any galvanized steel structural deck equivalent to 7-gage bent steel plate.  Vendor would need to show equivalent bending strengths for simply supported and cantilevered deck sections, to 7-gage bent steel plate, with the HL-93 live loads applied.  Plus of course the specified dead load = 6"-thick crushed rock.
The concrete deck panels would not be acceptable.

	The elastomeric bearings are named in the scope of work, but there are no specifications.  The document in the ITB isn’t detailed enough.  Can you provide detailed plans for the bridge?
