Where there are two contract sources for one city, the contract users may use either source based on the purchasers experience, delivery requirement and knowledge of the market in achieving the required quality/product service at the minimum cost.  Some factors which may be used in contractor selection, in addition to price, are: product availability, past performance, warranty, technical assistance and training.

Special Conditions:  (The following clauses are extracted from the original bid solicitation.)

1.
SERVICE EXPECTATION

Upon the award of this contract, the contractor will review the impact of this award and take the necessary steps to ensure adequate coverage and contract compliance.  We expect the State to be designated as a Preferred Customer as a result of this contract.  The contractor(s) will assist purchasers in making cost effective purchases.  This assistance should include, in part, suggesting alternate brands, new methods, and economic order quantities.

· Contractor will contact participating state agencies within the first 90 days and a minimum of annually thereafter.  The following are potential agenda items: invoicing/payment, future and past purchase requirements, surplus items, inventory condition, new products, delivery time frames etc.

· The contractor is responsible to sell Refrigeration Supplies at the contract price and extend contract to State Procurement Cooperative members.

· Upon award, the contractor shall: (1) Cross reference their accounts and list of authorized state contract users.  (2) Do necessary account maintenance to ensure that when this customer orders product they will automatically get the state contract pricing.  (3) Advised customers in writing that their account has been set up with state contract pricing

· Proactively, the contractor will ensure that those who benefit from this contract are authorized (State Purchasing Cooperative (SPC) members.

· Provide price verification to contract users upon request.  Typically, this would be in the form of a copy of appropriate price list page.

· Marketing Plan:  The contractor shall provide the SPO within ten (10) day after award a plan to market this contract to purchasers.  This plan may include the following: brochures, visits, notification by phone etc.

AUDIT/PRICE VERIFICATION

The contractor shall do audits to verify: (1) Correct pricing is being invoiced and (2) Eligible purchasers are being extended benefits of this contract.  The contractor will provide a plan within 30 days of award how audits will be handled.  Our expectation is: Audits results will be signed by a C.P.A.

CREDIT FOR RETURNED ITEMS

Items ordered against this contract may be returned by the purchaser within 30 days for full credit from the contractor.

SERVICE AREA

The award for a city is intended to cover that city and its surrounding area.  Contract users (out of the city area) may use the closest practical contractor as long as that contractor will provide product in accord with terms of this contract i.e. FOB Destination with freight prepaid and included in the cost of product.

5.
CONTAINER COSTS AND DELIVERY

All costs for containers shall be borne by the contractor.  All products shall conform to the provisions set forth in the federal, county, state and city laws for their product, handling, processing and labeling.  Packages shall be so constructed to ensure safe transportation to point of delivery.

REPORTS

The successful bidder(s) are required to provide the following report(s) as part of any contract resulting from this IFB.

MBE/WBE Participation Report: The successful bidder is required to provide an annual MBE/WBE participation report in a format provided by the Office of State Procurement.  The first report is due within 30 days of the contract’s anniversary.  The report must list each MBE or WBE the successful bidder contracts within performance of the contract, the MBE/WBE certification number, and the total spent with each MBE/WBE.  The MBE/WBE must sign the report.  Successful bidders will be provided with sample forms.

CUSTOMER EXPENDITURE REPORTS

The contractor(s) are required to provide the Office of State Procurement with annual Customer Expenditure Reports based on the contract year, not the calendar year.  For example, if the contract begins on November 15, the contract year ends November 14 of the following year.  Reports are due 30 days after the contract year-ends.  Total purchases for each state agency, university, and college must be listed separately.  Total purchases for all political subdivisions and non-profit organizations must be summarized as one customer.  Reports may be rounded to the nearest dollar.  Contractors will be provided with all necessary sample forms, instructions, and lists.
