CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

1. REPORTS

The Contractor(s) must provide the following report(s) to the Office of State Procurement.

Sales and Subcontractor Report

The Contractor(s) must submit quarterly usage reports through the Contract Sales Reporting System located on the Internet at https://fortress.wa.gov/ga/apps/CSR/login.aspx. 

Reports must be submitted within thirty (30) days after the end of the calendar quarter. (i.e. – No later than April 30th, July 31st, October 31st and January 31st.)

SPO Required Report

This report will be designed by the State Procurement Officer to obtain information needed for IFB design, contract negotiation, or any other determined need.

2. RETENTION OF RECORDS
The Contractor(s) shall maintain, for at least three (3) years after completion of this Contract, all relevant records pertaining to this Contract.  This shall include, but not be limited to, all records pertaining to actual Contract performance from the date of Contract award.  It shall also include information necessary to document the level of utilization of MWBE’s and other businesses as subcontractors and suppliers in this Contract as well as any efforts the Contractor makes to increase the participation of MWBE’s.  The Contractor shall also maintain, for at least three (3) years after completion of this Contract, a record of all quotes, bids, estimates, or proposals submitted to the Contractor by all businesses seeking to participate as subcontractors or suppliers in this Contract.  The State shall have the right to inspect and copy such records.  If this Contract involves federal funds, Contractor shall comply with all record keeping requirements set forth in any federal rules, regulations, or statutes included or referenced in the Contract documents.
3. INSURANCE
Contractor(s) shall provide the insurance as required in the Competitive Procurement Standards, Standard Terms and Conditions section, Paragraph 44.  This document is available on our website at: http://www.ga.wa.gov/pca/bids/stterms.doc.
III.
Special Conditions:
The following Terms and Conditions were extracted from the bid document and are provided for your information.
1. REFERENCE PRICE LISTS
Contractor must maintain a copy of all referenced price lists and must provide a copy (at no charge) to any contract purchaser upon request.  Failure to do so may cause the Contractor to be in default of this performance requirement.
At any time during the contract period the equipment manufacturer may revise or change its published product and price list to respond to changing market conditions and to add or delete equipment and accessories.  If a manufacturer price list is not published or otherwise available, the Contractor may utilize its own price list for reference purposes for this contract provided it is used to price sales to all of its customers and is published or otherwise available to all of its customers upon request and at no charge.

2. PRICING AND ADJUSTMENTS
Unless otherwise stipulated all bids must include unit prices and extensions where applicable and be otherwise in the format requested.
All bid pricing is to be FOB Destination, freight prepaid and included to customer specified delivery site.  If bidder agrees to extend contract pricing to State of Oregon DASCPP/ORCCP members, an additional charge may be applied to accommodate additional freight costs to Oregon locations.
All pricing shall include the costs of bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and all contractual requirements.  Contract discounts must be held firm and fixed during the contract period, unless changes are made to accommodate bulk placements or special promotions (reference Item #3).
Decreases in the percentage discount requested by the Contractor may be considered at the discretion of the State Procurement Officer in conjunction with contract extension, provided:
A. The request is in writing on Contractor’s company letterhead;

B. It is filed with the State Procurement Officer a minimum of forty-five (45) calendar days before the effective date of the proposed change;
C. It clearly identifies the items impacted by the change;

D. The change will not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract;

E. It is accompanied by documentation acceptable to the State Procurement Officer sufficient to warrant the decrease; and 
F. If approved, the decrease shall remain firm and fixed for the ensuing contract extension period.

Increases in the percentage discount may be made by the Contractor during the contract period due to one or more of the following circumstances:
A. Greater Benefits/Pricing:  During the term of this contract, should the Contractor enter into pricing agreements with other customers providing greater benefits or pricing, Contractor shall immediately amend the State contract to provide similar pricing to contract customers if the contract with other customers offers similar usage quantities, and similar conditions impacting pricing.  Contractor shall notify the State Procurement Officer of any such contracts entered into by Contractor.
B. Price Reductions from Manufacturer:  During the contract period, any price declines at the manufacturer’s level or cost reductions to Contractor shall be passed along to contract Purchasers retroactive to Contractor's effective date.
C. Special Promotions: Reference Item #3

D. Bulk Placement: Reference Item #3

3. BULK PLACEMENTS AND SPECIAL PROMOTIONS
Contractor may offer discounted pricing for bulk placements of three (3) or more systems or Contractor may offer promotional discounts on products, accessories, software and service, at any time during the contract period.  However, any price reductions must be made available to all contract customers and shall be valid for a minimum period of thirty (30) calendar days.
4. PRODUCT CATALOGS
Contractor shall furnish to Purchasers upon request, and at no additional charge, all necessary product catalogs.  Failure to do so may cause the Contractor to be in default of this performance requirement.
5. CONTRACTOR PERFORMANCE

A. General Requirements: The State, in conjunction with purchasers, monitors and maintains records of Contractor performance.  Said performance shall be a factor in evaluation and award of this and all future contracts.  Purchasers will be provided with product/service performance report forms to forward reports of superior or poor performance to the State Procurement Officer.

B. Damages: The State has an immediate requirement for the materials, equipment or services specified herein.  Bidders are urged to give careful consideration to the State’s requirements and to the manufacturer’s production capabilities when establishing a delivery date(s).  Damages will be assessed in the amount of actual damages incurred by the State as a result of Contractor’s failure to perform herein.

C. Cost of Remedying Defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the Contractor.
6. PACKAGING

A. Specifications: Unless otherwise specified, goods are to be packaged in cartons meeting federal specifications.
B. Labeling:  Individual shipping cartons shall be labeled with the name of the ordering agency, order number, contract number, contractor, state stock numbers, and where applicable, date of manufacture, batch number, storage requirements, conditions, and recommended shelf life.  Bidders are encouraged to offer product packaging with recycled content.
7. DEALER AUTHORIZATION

The bidder, if other than the manufacturer, shall provide upon request, a current dated and signed authorization from the manufacturer that the bidder is an authorized distributor, dealer or service representative and is authorized to sell and service the manufacturer's products.  Failure to provide manufacturer’s authorization upon request may result in bid rejection.
8. MATERIALS AND WORKMANSHIP

The Contractor shall be required to furnish all materials, equipment and/or services necessary to perform contractual requirements.  Materials and workmanship in the construction of equipment for this contract shall conform to all codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the normal uses for which intended.  Materials shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial practices and standards for this type of equipment.
9. CONTRACT ADDITIONS/DELETIONS

During the term of the contract, Contractor(s) may add or delete contract equipment introduced or removed from the market by the manufacturer provided the equipment falls within the scope of the contract.  New equipment must be adequately described and the associated list price must be shown.  Pricing must utilize the same pricing discount as was used for other equipment falling into the same product category.
10. OSHA AND WISHA REQUIREMENTS

Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Acts of 1970 (OSHA), as may be amended, and, if it has a workplace within the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act of 1973 (WISHA), as may be amended, and the standards and regulations issued thereunder and certifies that all items furnished and purchased under this order will conform to and comply with said standards and regulations.  Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of Contractor’s failure to comply with the acts and standards thereunder and for the failure of the items furnished to so comply.
11. PURCHASING CARD ACCEPTANCE

In an effort to streamline the purchasing and payment process, the State is encouraging agencies to use the State contracted purchasing card to facilitate small dollar purchases.  While at the present time it is not mandatory that contractors accept credit card purchases, we encourage all State contractors to consider this alternate payment process.  Please indicate in Bid Submittals which card(s) you presently accept and payment discount you may offer the State.  The current card available for State agency use is a VISA product.
12. AVAILABILITY OF REPAIR PARTS

Bidder/Contractor must guarantee the availability of repair parts for all survey equipment sold through this contract for a minimum of five (5) years subsequent to customer’s acceptance of the contract equipment.
13. CUSTOMER SERVICE AND SUPPORT

A. Sales Representatives: Contractors will provide professional sales representatives that are courteous and knowledgeable about the products supplied through this contract.  Sales contacts will only be with customer’s designated staff.  Contractor must provide immediate attention to problem areas as they arise regardless of sales location.  Bidders are to identify their sales representatives and the specific Washington territories they service.

B. Telephone Sales Service: Contractors shall provide at no additional charge, over-the-phone customer service regarding products and services available through this contract.

C. Customer Technical Support: Contractor’s toll-free telephone number shall be staffed during normal business hours (8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Pacific Standard Time) for customers to use for technical support and problem solving.  Callers must be provided assistance with problem determination and resolution, and scheduling and status of repairs.  Contractor must follow-up within four (4) working hours of receipt of customer’s call.   A request for technical assistance or support on equipment or software shall be responded to within four (4) working hours of request by professional and knowledgeable technical support staff.
Contractor shall provide names and telephone numbers of technical support personnel upon customer request.
D. Order Development:  Within forty-eight (48) hours of request, Contractor will respond by telephone to provide customer assistance with identifying survey performance requirements and/or order development, including equipment bundling and pricing of Contract equipment.
14. EQUIPMENT WARRANTY(IES)

Bidder will submit a copy of the manufacturer’s standard warranty, or company warranty if better than manufacturer’s warranty, as an attachment to the bid and with all equipment delivered under this contract.  A full parts and labor warranty shall apply for a minimum period of one (1) year after receipt and acceptance of equipment by the Purchaser.  This warranty must cover all equipment, accessories, hardware, parts, shipping charges, and software.
The Contractor shall provide the customer an option to purchase an extension of the full parts and labor warranty for an additional four (4) years at any time prior to the expiration of the initial warranty.

In the event of conflict between contract terms and conditions and manufacturer’s warranty, to afford the Purchaser maximum benefits, the contract terms and conditions shall prevail.
15. SERVICE AND MAINTENANCE SUPPORT

A. Service Technicians: Contractor shall have a service organization staffed by full-time employees of the Contractor or designated by the Contractor as their full-time authorized representative.  All warranty or maintenance services to be performed on contract equipment as well as any associated hardware or software shall be performed by manufacturer certified technicians properly trained and/or authorized to perform such services.
B. Maintenance: Maintenance is defined as the service required to maintain contract equipment at performance levels equal to or greater than the performance specified and published by the equipment manufacturer.
C. Repair Parts: In the event that the performance of maintenance services under the contract results in a need to replace defective parts, such items may only be replaced by new parts.  In no instance shall the Contractor be permitted to replace defective parts or components with refurbished, remanufactured, or surplus items without prior written authorization of the customer.  The Contractor must maintain an adequate supply of spare parts and components.
D. Repair Services:  Equipment repairs shall be completed and equipment shall be returned pre-paid by Contractor to the customer within seventy-two (72) hours of receipt of equipment; or at customer’s request Contractor must provide a free loaner that performs the same functions as the equipment being repaired.
E. Costs: Maintenance costs for parts and service after the warranty period shall be charged at Contractor’s standard published prices, less any applicable contract discounts.
16. TRAINING ON EQUIPMENT

Contractor shall provide Purchasers up to two (2) hours free on-site training at the time of equipment delivery or by appointment within five (5) working days after customer requests training.  Such training shall be provided at no additional charge to the customer.  Bidders are to include a customer training plan and a description of training resources.  All new equipment must be operational, properly set up by the Contractor according to Item #18, and ready to use prior to beginning the training session.  The training session will be rescheduled with the customer in the event the equipment isn’t set up properly prior to the training, or fails to operate correctly during the training session.
17. OPERATOR MANUAL

Instruction and maintenance manuals shall be furnished for all delivered contract equipment and software.  The most current manual must be provided at no cost upon customer request.  Manuals shall contain, but not be limited to the following:
· A section describing the capability of the equipment.

· A section on equipment specifications.

· A section describing operating instructions.

· A section describing the use of the equipment.

· A section describing general maintenance instructions.

· A section describing software installation and user guides (if applicable).

18. NEWLY DELIVERED EQUIPMENT PERFORMANCE

All new equipment must be operational and ready to use at time of delivery  with the following items setup by the Contractor:  (Refer to the note in Item #16, Training on Equipment, for additional information.)
· Customer requested version of software installed on data collectors.

· DOT radio frequencies installed on GPS equipment for WSDOT customers.

· Latest firmware installed on all electronic equipment.

· All batteries fully charged.
Purchaser will evaluate the performance of newly delivered survey equipment for a ninety (90) day period after delivery.  If the equipment’s performance is unsatisfactory, the Purchaser will immediately contact the Contractor to pursue corrective action and resolution of the problem.  Problem resolution may result in:
· The replacement of the equipment with another piece of equipment of the same brand and model, at no additional cost to the customer, or
· The delivery of an upgraded model of the same brand from the same Contractor at no additional cost to the customer, or
· Return of the survey equipment and cancellation of the order at no charge to the Purchaser.

· Other problem resolution mutually agreed to between customer and Contractor.

19. EXCESSIVE SERVICE AND DOWNTIME

Survey equipment that develops a trend of requiring an excessive number of service calls or repairs shall be reported by the customer to the Contractor.  
Purchaser shall have the option to have individual equipment items replaced at no additional cost if more than three (3) warranty service calls occur within six (6) months of delivery date of new or replaced equipment.  Replaced equipment will be new and shall meet all applicable manufacturer specifications.
20. LOANER EQUIPMENT

At customer’s request, loaner equipment will be provided at no charge for any warranty-related repairs required during the first year and during any extended warranty period.

Loaner equipment does not have to be the same model, but must perform the same functions as the equipment being repaired.  The Contractor shall be responsible for any shipping and delivery charges associated with providing equipment loaners.
