Investment Committee Report:

Ms. Carter reported the next investment committee meeting will be Thursday, April 30, 2009.

Additionally, she reported the March 2009 Investment Committee meeting took form as a managers’
roundtable of the SCERS fixed income managers. Present at the meeting were representatives from: a)
Western Asset Management; b) Reams Asset Management; c) Pugh Asset Management; and d) PIMCO.
Board members expressed their appreciation for having the managers dialogue amongst themselves and
with the Board on fixed income issues and further commented on the clarity of the knowledge they
gleaned from the session.

Executive Director Report:

e Arequest for a hearing before the Board has been made by a member disputing his effective date
of retirement - it will be heard at the next Board meeting.

e Retiree address request by Retiree Association — discussion occurred which resulted in a request
to the City Assistant Attorney to review the matter and issue a memorandum.

e Ms. Carter informed the Board that the movement of assets from the EAFE to a Sudan-free
investment vehicle would not actually occur until April 8, 2009 (not by March 31, 2009 as
originally planned). This is due to predetermined buy-in dates.

e Ms. Carter made the Board aware of several class-action lawsuits being brought by other pension
plans against large banking institutions (CalPERS and CalSTRS against Bank of America).
Discussion developed amongst the Board as to SCERS’s role and responsibility in seeking
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leadership in such actions. Outcome from the discussion resulted in a request for updates from
staff on class action lawsuits SCERS is currently a member.
