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Contractor will be working day and night as project nears substantial completion 





Work at the end of the off-ramp from Highway 99 on to 1st Avenue S has been completed and the ramp re-opened. The contractor will work from 6 p.m. to 6 a.m. on First Avenue South between South Atlantic Street and South Dearborn Street for the next two weeks repairing and repaving the roadway.  The paving work is weather dependent.  At least one lane will be open to traffic in each direction.  





Other work will continue during the day with occasional lane closures during off-peak hours. 





Construction crews will finish this 2008 repaving project with final restoration, clean-up and pavement markings.  The entire project is scheduled for completion by the end of October.








MAJOR WORK SCHEDULED FOR NEXT THREE WEEKS (paving work is weather dependent)





Phase 1:  E Marginal Way S to S Hudson Street





A 600-foot single lane section of the new pavement will be removed and replaced between S Mead and S Findlay streets in order it to meet project specifications 





Phase 2:  S Atlantic Street to S Dearborn Street only





Pavement base repairs and other work in preparation for paving (October 6 – 9; 6 PM – 6 AM)


Final paving (October 13 - 16; 6 PM – 6 AM)


Final restoration, clean up, pavement markings (October 20 - 23)


Traffic will be restricted to one lane in each direction at night. There will be non-peak period daytime lane closures
