The Great Northern Corridor is an east-west artery of commerce that is a vital link in 
the nation’s supply chain for energy products, raw materials and finished goods that 
support major U.S. industries and consumer markets for more than 38 million 
Americans.  The unifying thread and primary focus of this Corridor is the rail network 
stretching from the Great Lakes to the Pacific Northwest, and logistics infrastructure 
such as highways, ports, and terminals.
