[image: ]What is the Montlake Safe Routes to School Project?
This Safe Routes to School project will make it safer and easier for kids to walk and bike in your neighborhood. The project was originally nominated for consideration by Montlake community members through our Neighborhood Street Fund program as a way of improving pedestrian and bicycle connections at the E Lynn Street and 19th Avenue E. The project includes new marked crosswalks, an all-way stop, curb ramps, a raised crosswalk, and shorter pedestrian crossings on the walking route to school.  
Benefits
· Improves safety on a walking and biking route to school 
· Offers a more comfortable route for people biking and walking to school 
· Improves neighborhood walking connections between the school community center and playfield
Construction timeline
The project is at 60% design. 90% design will be submitted in January 2014, with final design in spring 2015. Construction is scheduled to begin in late summer of 2015.
Project Funding
Design and construction is locally funded by SDOT’s Safe Routes to School program. This program receives funding from the Bridging the Gap transportation levy as well as speeding tickets issued in school speed zones.
