Upcoming weekend closures planned for the E Cherry Street intersection

Starting Friday, August 7, access to the E Cherry Street intersection at 23rd Avenue will be closed to traffic for three
consecutive weekends. These closures are necessary for crews to work on the storm drain and water main underneath the
street. Crews will also be removing trees marked for removal along 23rd Avenue between E Cherry and E Jefferson streets.
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Traffic impacts

= The E Cherry and E James intersections will be
completely closed to traffic.

= Detour routes will be clearly posted; follow the
signed detours and avoid cutting through
neighborhood streets.

=  The northbound 23rd Avenue detour to Martin during this work.
Luther King Jr Way will remain in place. = Pedestrian crossings will be maintained.
