[bookmark: _GoBack][image: ]   Construction Coordination during the
  State Route 99 Alaskan Way Viaduct April 29th Closure

Starting Friday, April 29, 2016 the Washington State Department of Transportation will close the Alaskan Way Viaduct between the south end of the Battery Street Tunnel and South Spokane Street. The closure is expected to start prior to the morning commute and last approximately two weeks as the SR 99 tunneling machine, Bertha, bores underneath the viaduct near Yesler Way.

WSDOT expects this closure to have a significant effect on the region’s commute. To help minimize forecasted congestion, the Seattle Department of Transportation (SDOT) is limiting construction and utility work closures of the public Right of Way in the Downtown and South Lake Union (SLU) areas. Here’s what to expect:

· AM peak commute time is extended  to 10am
       (from 9am) on major transportation corridors
· PM peak commute time is extended  to 8pm
(from 7pm) on major transportation corridors
· No parking on either side of 1st Avenue between Cherry and King streets during extended peak hours
· No parking on either side of 4th Avenue between Jackson and Spokane streets during extended peak hours
· Annual Truck Permit holders may not block travel lanes on streets between Denny Way and South Spokane Street from Elliott Bay to Interstate 5 
· New construction projects that impact the Right of Way may be held until after the closure
· Current Downtown and South Lake Union projects that impact the Right of Way will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis to determine what modifications, if any, must be made to accommodate increased vehicle capacity

The project evaluation area extends from Elliott Bay to I-5 and from Denny Way to South Spokane Street, plus Dexter Avenue and Aurora Avenue North.  
Construction Coordinator Ken Ewalt will work with contractors to:
· Reduce lane impacts with minimum construction schedule delays
· Modify haul routes, delivery and staging
· Schedule new project starts for after the closure  

We appreciate your patience and cooperation in keeping people, goods and services moving during the closure.
