1. W. Marginal Way Bicycle Trail Process — Ron Scharf, SDOT (206/684-5192) and Gary Wallinder, Port of Seattle (206/728-3309) 

The proposal is to complete the last remaining link of the Duwamish Trail south of Spokane St. A portion of W Marginal Wy S would be converted from 2 lanes in the southbound direction to one lane. Two lanes would be maintained in the northbound direction, as well as the two-way left-turn lane. The Port and SDOT are interviewing businesses along the route. Future analysis will be done to respond to the range of concerns. Committee discussion focused on safety, traffic flow, merging and property access/egress. 
2. Capital Project Activity and Construction Outlook —Bill Martin, SDOT

Mr. Martin distributed a table and a map showing various SDOT projects that will either be in design or construction in 2005. The table included contact information for the individual project managers. SDOT’s intent is to improve project delivery, including schedule and budget. SDOT’s goal is to reduce overall construction timeframe and thereby reduce traffic disruption. Projects included SR 519 Surface Street Improvements, Duwamish Traffic Technology (ITS) Project, Burke Gilman Trail, Fremont Bridge Approaches, Ship Canal Trail, Sound Transit Downtown Tunnel Closure, and E. Marginal and Spokane Overpass.
3. Updates

· State and Federal Funding-the FAST Corridor Partnership made an allocation decision on which projects will be funded by the Federal 2005 Earmark of $2.5 M provided by Sen. Patty Murray at their January 12 th  meeting. The Spokane St Viaduct was allocated $1.75 M. The State Freight Board has released their 05-07 project and funding recommendations to the Legislature.  The Board has recommended consideration of funding levels of $14.4 M for the Spokane St Viaduct and $1.4 M for the Duwamish Truck Spot Improvements Program. Actual funding remains dependent on the Legislature‘s decisions on transportation and freight funding levels this current session.  
· Interstate 5 Pavement Reconstruction Project- WSDOT plans to improve the 16 miles of I 5 from Northgate to Tukwila. There will be detailed presentation at the February meeting.

· W Marginal Way Trail Project- The study should consider future traffic demand, including the Port’s container volume increases and the affect of the planned SR 509 expansion project south of SeaTac. The project team should meet with BNSF. Have a traffic consultant prepare an independent engineering report analyzing the issues identified in the current team outreach effort on project issues and potential solutions. The consultant should be familiar with the project area and truck operational needs. The Committee requested an update at their March meeting. 
· Other- NUCOR Steel requested SDOT’s assistance with a truck turning problem at the intersection of Andover and Delridge.
