Purchasing Services include a wide range of services.

Work is typically ordinary and routine. Itis usually
repetitive or routinely used from time-to-time in the
City. Purchasing Services encompass such work as
testing, financial services, training programs, routine
analyses, routine graphic design or printing, roadway
or building maintenance, repairs and services. A
professional can also be providing purchased
services. For example, systems design that is
conducted as part of building an IT system, ora
veterinarian providing on-call services.
