and no diseased plants.  Many plants are 
selected for the environment provided.

Outstanding condition.  Plant health is 
obvious, and soil is mulched.  Free of 
weeds and harmful insects.  Water 

requirements and disease/pest 
problems are considered.

Has something of interest in various 
parts of the year.

Blending of flowers and foliage forms a 
harmonious effect.

Straightforward use of common flowers 
with little or no use of foliage or other 

color elements.

Garden is designed, planted and 
maintained in a manner that is creative, 

and the spirit of fun communicates 
neighborhood pride and style.

Habitat: Provides only the benefit of 
cover.  Ruin to Rescue: Weeds have 

been removed.  Car Stoppin' Gorgeous: 
Well maintained, but not spectacular.

This looks just like every other traffic 
circle.

Plants are in a relatively weak condition 
due to the lack of regular watering, 
weeding, or deadheading.  No mulch.  

Plants are poorly selected for the level 
of care provided.

It's unique, and looks pretty good too.

Habitat: Garden has some flowers or 
berries. Car Stoppin' Gorgeous: People 
comment on how pretty it is.  Ruin to 

Rescue: All new stuff.

Habitat: Selected for diversity, cover, 
and food.  Car Stoppin' Gorgeous: Go 
out of your way to see this!  Ruin to 

Rescue: A community effort.
