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This is a conceptual map showing existing and 
future bicycle connections throughout Seattle. 
Major activity centers include hub urban villages, 
Sound Transit station areas, major parks, and 
major neighborhood commercial areas. Key 
connections represent bicycle transportation 
corridors between activity centers. These 
connections include a new bicycle facility on WA 
520, a trail connection between the Chief Sealth 
Trail and Downtown, and the completed Ship 
Canal Trail. The colors of the lines in each 
corridor represent the quality of existing bicycle 
connections.  Line thickness indicates levels of 
bicycle activity in major corridors.
