VII. 2013 End of Year Report (Bunch)
· All 2013 Accomplishments were met
· Will bring back a final financial report in April.  Current numbers are through December, but books do not close until January 31st.

VIII. 2014 Work Plans (Bunch)
·  Work plans are very similar to 2013 with a few changes or additions
· Signal Maintenance – new deliverable of Signal diagnostic evaluation, will do 250 
· Signal Major Maintenance – revised deliverable of re-build signalized intersections, will do 8
· Pedestrian countdown signal deliverable is lower this year as new ADA requirements are in place and facilities are more expensive to install. – Q’s: what type of facilities will be installed?  Audible like Bellevue?  Need to look at crossing time…need to prioritize peds
· Why are we not spending more on installing new traffic signals?  It is such an important program.  If you increase one program you have to decrease another…how do you determine which program is more important?
· Requested a more detailed breakout of the PMP – School Safety program.  How much is school zone enforcement camera money bringing to the table?  What are we getting for that money?
· Need to review and update the AAC Program numbers.  
· Group continues to push us to do more and do it better.  
· What were the 9-year goals and how are we doing against those goals?

IX. Outreach plans and looking forward (Bunch)
· Working on early plans for education and outreach efforts around the current BTG program.  Educate the public on what we have done the past 7 years
· Will bring consultant on board to help with efforts 
· Collateral materials, setting up meetings with community members, training/educating community members on how to present, messaging, focus groups, surveys 
· Help develop messages and determine what people know
· Group expressed concern about messaging around the maintenance backlog issue
