I. Welcome and Introduction (Kristin Lohse, Co-Chair)
· The meeting came to order at 6:00 p.m.

II. Approval of Agenda (Lohse)
· The agenda was approved as amended

III. Approval of draft minutes from September 2013 (Lohse)
· The minutes were approved as amended

·  None given

VI. 2013 3rd Quarter Report (Krista Bunch, SDOT)
· Targets and funding are on track and where they should be for this time of year.  
· Expecting all targets to be met by end of year.  
· Finances are on track.  Several programs running below or right on budget.


VII. Safe Routes to School Program Update (Brian Dougherty, SDOT)
· SRTS funding comes from BTG, grants and local dollars.  
· Nice projects delivered in 2013, 40 projects total.
· The need is much greater than funding available.  
· We see fewer kids walking and biking to school
· Barriers include: distance, traffic, weather and crime danger
· SRTS program focuses on outreach, education, engineering encouragement, enforcement and evaluation.
· There are many benefits to kids walking and biking to school, especially as schools continue to cut physical education programs.
· 2014 will see a lot of work around this program
· Flashing beacons at 9 locations
· Automated speed enforcement at 5 new locations
· 2 new sidewalks will be constructed
· 9 new sidewalks in design
· Improved crossing improvements, traffic calming and remarking of crosswalks. 
· How are the automated enforcement camera locations selected?
· Chosen based on percentage and number of speeders
· We work with SPD on locations
· Has this program shown a decrease in the number of accidents?
· Can we demonstrate public health benefits?
· How do we keep history and programming going at the schools?
· Funding is key and getting communities involved.  When teachers, parents, neighbors and students are involved program works.  

VIII. BTG Grants Update (Jim Storment, SDOT)
· To date BTG as allowed SDOT to leverage more than $160 million from 2007-2012.
· Estimated that 20% of BTG would be leveraged and we have greatly exceeded that number.
· Grant funding has been used for maintenance, ped/bike/safety programs, transit programs and major projects.
· $15 million in grant funding is pending for 2013.  2014 will be a big year for grant applications and awards.  
· Impressive numbers.  Is there a way to quantify the partnership dollars? 
· Everyone is familiar with the funding received for the major projects, has funding been acquired for the smaller projects as well?
· Many of our bike/ped/safety projects are “smaller” projects and nearly $15 million has been leveraged in those areas.
· Good work and keep it up.  These numbers are exciting and help tell the story!
