· City Budget Update –

· Low hanging fruit has been cut, things are looking a little better , city is still facing $40m hole for 2013
· How is BTG being affected?  Property tax revenues are holding, commercial parking tax has leveled off and general fund revenues have taken a hit in all areas
 
VI. End of Year 2011 Report (Krista Bunch, SDOT)
· End of year update was given.  
· Key highlights:
· All deliverables were met within budget

VII. 2012 Work Plan (Goran Sparrman, Heather Marx and Bunch, SDOT)
·  2012 is similar to 2011
· New programs include:  bridge painting, arterial major maintenance, and bicycle greenways
· Items that will see changes  in 2012  – 
· Curb ramp deliverable declined as SDOT works to standardized design and installation process
· Crossing improvement projects have become more holistic and complicated, will do fewer and  larger projects
· Increased number of crosswalks remarked
· Will install fewer regulatory signs, focus on completing street name signs along arterials
· decrease in trees planted, need to build additional pit
· Arterial Asphalt and Concrete (paving) continues decline each year, program was front loaded, and projects are complicated and costly
· Bridge repair and rehabilitation completed their deliverables in 2011, currently working on sixth project and looking for additional funding to complete two additional projects 
· Overall BTG revenues are similar to years past, base/general fund dollars continue to decline
· How are we doing on bike parking spaces?  We have increased the number for 2012, consistent with BMP
· How have personnel costs impacted the numbers?  SDOT has worked to manage these costs while delivering on the promises made by BTG.  There have been impacts, especially in program areas that receive general funds in addition to BTG funding.

VIII. Committee Roles and Responsibilities (All)
· Oversight role is important and our roles are valued
· As we move forward toward 2015 we need to start thinking about what we do and how we move forward
· What is lacking in BTG?
· Big projects?
· Expand multi-modal projects
