I. Welcome and Introduction (Lindmark)
· The meeting came to order at 6:00 p.m.
II. Approval of Agenda (Lindmark)
· The agenda was approved 

III. Approval of draft minutes from January 19, 2010 (Lindmark)
· The minutes were approved as amended
IV. Public Comment

· Chris Leman – talked about NSF process, needs to be an annual process not three year process.  Also discussed extra heavy vehicles and the damage they are doing to city streets

· Deborah Moore – spoke for a group of neighbors in support of their NSF project in Crown Hill.  Submitted a packet with signatures of support, had several neighbors who were in attendance to show support.

· Amy --- - spoke in support of the Crown Hill NSF project

· Scott Howard – spoke in support of the Crown Hill NSF project

· Julie Lowe – support of the Crown Hill NSF project

V. Co-Chairs Report (Lindmark/Martin)
· Follow-up on the earlier request by Mayor’s Office and SDOT to use BTG funding for the 520 consultant study.  After hearing committee’s concern regarding the use of BTG funds for this purpose the city decided to find funding elsewhere.

VI. 1st Quarter Report (Krista Bunch, SDOT)
· Projects and finances are on track
· Encourage staff to continue to seek out opportunities to promote BTG in the press and public

VII. Transit Master Plan Development (Bill Bryant, Tracy Burrows, SDOT)
·  Background was given about funding and legal questions
· SDOT presented the draft scope

· Look at high ridership corridors, include the streetcar and electric trolleys in review, go beyond usual corridors, light rail will be a piece of the discussion

· Estimated cost $800,000; $400,000 in 2010

· Good news for corridor projects – Work on a 4th corridor will begin soon – Rainier/Jackson

· Committee questions and comments:

· Is SDOT counting on BTG to finance entire Plan?

· $400,000 would keep the plan solid, look for outside funding

· City could really benefit from having a good plan, need a plan to keep up with all the changes

· Why are we able to do this in 2010?  How is there money available?

· Grant funding in Transit corridors has been very high, able to leverage for other projects freeing up $

· Concerns expressed about BTG paying for entire plan.  Need to seek outside funding – grants, other opportunities

· Concerned that this is nothing but a planning process for the Mayor’s Light Rail ballot proposal

· Encouraged by grant funding coming into Transit Corridors, but worried about what lies around the corner

· Plan needs to be much more than light rail, must be very thoughtful about what is included.

· Need this effort to build on the future

· How does this fit with PSRC efforts?  Glad we are talking about a “system”, not individual parts

· PSRC – high ridership corridors are on their list for funding
· If SDOT plans to seek additional BTG funding for the Plan, we expect early notice

· Need a list of actions, missing pieces

· Committee agrees to write a letter of support,  while expressing their concerns

· Funding for 2010 only, concerns about 2011, encourage dept. to seek other funding, no knocking off Transit Corridor Projects, all modes must be considered – not just light rail and plan must include all high ridership corridors
VIII. Neighborhood Street Fund Project Review (Sub-committee)
·  Timeline was reviewed
· Did it make sense?  Did it seem feasible?

· Committee agreed to divide up the workload 

· City split into sectors – North, South, Central

· Committee members would be assigned a sector where they don’t live for their review

· Project review packets would be sent to committee members by May 18, project review sheet would be due June 11.

· Committee reviewed draft project sheets and agreed that they liked them and instructed staff to move forward with their development
· Committee asked that District Council comments be held for Sub-committee review

· Discussion to clarify criteria:

· Is there anything that needs to be added?  

· Many issues addressed by PMP

· A request for additional sub-committee members was made – current sub-committee members include: Ref, Holly, Allegra, Kristen, Jeremy and Ann.

· Committee members were comfortable with the process developed and were looking forward to reviewing projects.
