Agenda Topics/Discussion/Decisions

1. Alaskan Way Viaduct and Seawall Replacement Project Update

Ron Panaman, WSDOT, provided a briefing (using slide presentation) on the bore tunnel alternative which Gov. Gregoire, Mayor Nickels and County Executive Sims have determined to be the preferred alternative for Viaduct replacement. Key issues that were raised during the briefing included:

· An improved Alaskan Way will help handle the traffic demand for downtown access

· Expanded and improved transit service will help manage future growth in those wishing to reach downtown
· Design of the south and north portals is in the early development stage 

· Battery Tunnel will probably be closed once the project is completed
· King County will need new taxing authority from state legislature to meet its fiscal commitments to the project

· Tolling is part of the funding plan
