Suggested Project:  Sidewalk, curbing, drainage, & rain gardens for SW Edmunds.
Potential Solution and/or Comments: 
SW Edmunds Street – From 25th Ave SW to Delridge Way SW 

· Widen roadway 2.5 feet on both sides of the street to meet the City’s standard width of 25 feet.
· Construct 6-foot natural drainage system, curbs and 6-foot concrete sidewalk on both sides of the street.

Intersection of SW Edmunds Street and Delrigde Way SW

· Reconstruct 8 ADA ramps.

SW Edmunds Street – From Delridge Way SW to Cottage Pl SW

· Widen roadway 2.5 feet on both sides of the street to meet the City’s standard width of 25 feet.

· Construct 6-foot natural drainage system, curbs and 6-foot concrete sidewalk on north side of the street.

· Replace culverts located underneath driveways.
Challenges/Tradeoffs: 
· New townhomes on the southwest corner of SW Edmunds St and Cottage Pl SW appear to be enchroaching in the assumed right of way, and the steep slope in front of them prevents installation of sidewalk and natural drainage.  These do no show up in the aerial.
· Parking may be prohibited on both sides of the street.
