Mini Grants provide assistance to schools, PTAs, and community groups to support safety education and encouragement for walking and bicycling to school.

RECIPIENT ELIGIBILITY:
All state-approved public and private K-12 schools, PTAs, and other school-related nonprofit groups are eligible to apply. Recipients from previous years are eligible to apply again if end of year reports have been submitted.

PROJECT ELIGIBILITY:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Groups can request up to $1,000 for programs that improve conditions for walkers and bikers, educate kids on safe walking and biking behaviors, or encourage more kids to ride their bikes or walk to school.
