STORMWATER TREATMENT NOTES
Unless Otherwise Noted

1. Catch Basin Stormfilters and Filterra Catch Basins shall be installed as shown on the approved plan.

2. Catch Basin Stormfilters shall be from CONTECH Stormwater Solutions, Portland Oregon (800-548-4667).  The catch basin shall be reinforced concrete (alternate: steel plate with a load rating of 20,000 lb).  The inlet shall be a vaned grate.  Castings, covers and grates shall be ductile iron meeting the requirements of Specification 9-12.8(2).  8” diameter cleanout access shall be provided on the weir wall.

3. Catch Basin Stormfilters shall be set to match the approved grading.  Alternate steel plate catch basins shall be manufactured to the approved grading without field adjustment.  Alternate steel plate catch basins shall be set within a monolithic concrete pavement, curb, and sidewalk section, or within a reinforced concrete collar.  

4. Filters shall be self-actuated and self-cleaning.  Filter media shall be zeolite/perlite/granular activated carbon (ZPG).  The 7.5 gpm flow restriction orifice shall be installed.

5. Filterra Catch Basins shall be from AMERICAST, Ashland Virginia (866-349-3458).  Inlet shaping, drain rock and mulch shall be as specified by the manufacturer.

6. Filterra Catch Basins underdrain shall be 6” diameter MIN.  Piping within the structure shall be straight.

7. Filterra Catch Basins shall be planted with a tree or shrub as shown on the approved plan.

8. Connections to all stormwater treatment product piping shall be Mission Flex Seal ARC coupling or Fernco Strongback or approved equal.
