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For 2014, SDOT established a voluntary goal of 10% utilization of WMBEs for purchasing and consulting.  In addition SDOT tracks the four “mega projects” sub consultant utilization separately with a goal of 16%.  
As per our 2014 goal setting methodology SDOT has tracked payments to six (6) Prime Consultants on Four Mega Projects: Mercer West, First Hill Streetcar, Elliott Bay Seawall and the Waterfront Project.   These expenditures have no WMBE opportunities and SDOT continues to focus on subconsultant spending, where the majority of our WMBE opportunities exist. 
SDOT has met 2014 WMBE inclusion goals through the second quarter on all consulting and all Mega Projects.
