Did you know that you can change the load zone in front of your property with a simple phone call to the City of Seattle’s Transportation department?

Dear Resident: 

How important is parking to you?

Over the past few months members of your community have been part of a workgroup to make the parking system work better in the Uptown neighborhood.  This workgroup, with representatives from both local businesses and residents, has been reviewing the management of on- and off-street parking in your neighborhood in cooperation with the City of Seattle.  

Parking in Uptown is in high demand all the time, either by residents, students or customers of local businesses.  Given that demand, we are attempting to seek opportunities to make the best use of the existing parking system. The committee came up with a number of parking recommendations for Uptown.  One of the recommendations is to convert unnecessary load zones to general parking spaces to make better use of the existing curb space.  While load zones can be useful in providing short-term or loading and unloading parking spaces, converting load zones to general parking would allow customers to park for a longer time to eat lunch, see a movie, and patronize multiple neighborhood businesses.
The decision to convert a load zone to general parking is largely up to the adjacent property/business owner – in other words, nothing will happen without your expressed approval.   If you answer “yes” to any of the following questions, you might consider changing the load zone in front of your property to a general parking space.

· Was the load zone put in at your request, or was it left over from the previous owner of your building or parcel?

· Do your customers or building residents desire more long-term parking as opposed to short-term parking?  

· Are there other available load zones nearby?

· Does your building have alley access that can accommodate truck movement for deliveries?
